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ABSTRACT 

Adolescence which is an important process in which the individual steps from childhood to 
adulthood is a period in which physical, spiritual and social development for the future is shaped. 
In this transition period, the individual tries to define the self with abstract thought and take a 
place in the socio-cultural structure. Personality and identity development are shaped especially 
during adolescence. It is important for the continuation of a healthy social structure to support 
the sociological, psychological, moral and religious development of children in this age range by 
bringing them together with qualified literary products appropriate to their level. In the changing 
world, a multicultural structure has emerged with the age of communication. Although 
communication, knowing the world, universal values are important, it is possible for the

having a national identity. At this point, one of the most important tools is children's literature 
products. In this study, it is aimed to examine the educational messages in children's books that 
appeal to the 11-15 age range in which the child shows a significant development and change. 
The case study of the qualitative research designs was used in the study. The books of Mavisel

today's Turkish children's literature, have been examined in terms of educational messages. 273 
messages detected are classified as "ethical messages", "psychological messages", "sociological 
messages", "economic messages", "religious messages", "informational messages" and "other 
messages". As a result of the research, it was determined that sociological messages were mostly 
included, followed by informational, other, psychological, ethical, religious and economic 
messages, respectively. 
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INTRODUCTION 

As a social being, human beings communicate with their environment by using different channels from the 

moment of birth. The most effective and common tool in this communication is the language in which we 

transfer our national values, traditions, history and culture from generation to generation. The child gains 

competence in mother tongue depending on physical, cognitive and affective development. 

The individual is in a mental development process parallel to physical development. Piaget identified cognitive 

development in children as four stages (Piaget, 2011). At the age of eleven, the child leaves the concrete 

operational period and passes to the abstract operations stage. In this process which covers the age range of 

11-15, symbolic thinking leaves its place to reasoning, searching for logical reasons, making inferences, and 

solving problems systematically (Gander & Gardiner, 2004: 460). 

In adolescence the development of social aspects continues during the abstract operational development. 

Personality development occurs after abstract processes develop and tries to adapt to adolescent society and 

ultimately to the real world of work; that means, it starts to take its place as a member contributing to the 

society (Wadsworth, 2015: 124). In Erikson's psychosocial development theory, the "Identity vs. Role Conflict" 

phase includes the adolescence period and the need for the adolescent to gain an identity in terms of 

profession, gender roles, politics and religion is emphasized (Erikson, 1993: 261-264). Individuals' physical 

characteristics, appearances, biological gender, gender roles they adopt, social interaction skills, career choices 

and achievements, world views, ethnic identities, personality traits, psychological adaptations, mental health

Identity is an attribute that must be acquired. Discovering of one's own time, own geography and own culture; 

He must participate in the society and culture he lives in. In this way, it can perceive its place in the universe, its 

meaning in beings, and its situation in objects. Identity is one of the concepts that explains how a society, a 

people and a person sees itself and how it positions itself in history and social processes. It is a direct reflection, 

image and indicator of society and nation. Identity is a dynamic phenomenon that is formed, matured, changed 

and transformed in the historical process, and realizes its formation from past to present and from today to

creating itself and in the environment of acquiring its own qualifications, and it becomes an extreme indicator 

of social continuity (Vergin, 1993: 5). 

Literature is extremely important among the basic areas that make up the identity. The fact that literature 

cannot be independent from the social environment and the historical process directly manifests itself in the 

formation of identity. In this sense, literature is a highly influential factor in identity formation and 

transformation of identity. According to Judanis (1998: 68), the existence of literature, which is a 'diary of the 

nation', as a founding element in the formation of identity and culture draws attention. All aspects of a nation's 

life take place in literature. He sees the past, expectations for tomorrow and the present in literature and 
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follows himself in literature. In the modern period, literature, which has become an institution in the process of 

creating the nation and identity, has undertaken an important function. 

There are brain and nervous system changes that affect personal and social development during adolescence. 

Adolescents need more intense emotional stimulation than children or adults so they like to take risks and go 

after exciting events (Woolfok Hoy, 2015: 196). In this direction parents can achieve positive results by 

directing adolescents' tendencies to social activities or by enabling them to identify with the characters in 

literary works. The child, trying to meet his needs, constantly seeks ways to maintain a gentle and careful 

balance between personal happiness and social approval, at this point, books guide the child directly or

which they emerge and are conveyed to the reader through messages.  

Every real reader has to create personal responses to the messages presented by the author, using language 

and life experience. This process is influenced by the reader's cultural background on life and people, reading 

experience and aesthetic knowledge (Sever, 2008: 15). Literary children's books enable children to recognize 

themselves, the reality of life and human and thus form their own personalities with the experiences and 

messages they offer (Aslan, 2007: 193). 

Messages have a great impact on a child's personal, social and moral development. Qualified children's 

literature products contribute to the development of the child in all aspects. Children's literature plays an 

important role in the spiritualization of generations. In the period when technology develops rapidly, for 

individuals who can adapt to the new era, who can recognize and express themselves, who have acquired 

creative characteristics and who have their own cultural values, literary institutions also have a role. 

Contribution of literature to social and emotional development as well as language and mental development 

cannot be denied. Works of literary value and the characters in those works affect people deeply. The literary 

adventure of the child which begins with lullabies, rhymes, fairy tales and stories, continues with poems, novels 

and similar genres.It is absolutely necessary to benefit from the power of art that permeates the human soul 

for education. It is necessary to evaluate literary works in terms of the establishment and root of human values 

and qualities, the adoption of social life and the values required by the age and the recognition and assimilation 

of the elements specific to national identity. 

Children's books have an important place in education in the triangle of family, environment and school. On the 

one hand, the presence of messages such as kindness, truthfulness, cooperation, and working awareness in 

books for children helps children to gain identity, personality and self-confidence, on the other hand, it 

contributes to the educational process. From the first childhood in our country, messages are tried to be 

presented with the products of a different civilization and culture, mostly through translated books. In this 

case, identity conflicts or self-confidence problems may arise in children. In this respect, it is important to deal 

with educational messages in Turkish literature written for children and what kind of personality and identity 
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formation is supported. In this study, it was aimed to determine the messages in the works written by Mavisel

the personality and identity formation in the child based on these messages. The sub-problems of the study 

were determined as follows: In the examined works; 

1. What are the messages and how are they distributed? 

2. How is the distribution of the messages on the basis of authors? 

3. How is the distribution of messages in each author's work? 

4. How do the messages in the works contribute to children's identity development? 

METHOD 

Research Design 

In the study, a case study, one of the qualitative research designs, was used in order to identify and evaluate 

the educational messages in children's literature products. Case study is a qualitative approach in which the 

researcher collects detailed and in-depth information about a real life, a limited situation or multiple limited 

situations in a certain time, and presents a situation description or situation themes (Creswell, 2013). Case 

studies; identifying and seeing the details that make up an event; developing possible explanations for an

Research Documents Reviewed  

The documents to be examined in the study were selected by criterion sampling, one of the purposeful 

sampling methods. The rationale of the criterion sampling is to study and review all situations that meet some 

of the previously determined criteria of importance, which is a common strategy in quality assurance studies 

(Patton, 2014: 238). 

Firstly author determination was done to obtain the sample of the study. While determining the authors, 

attention has been paid to the fact that they are among the most read lists in today's Turkish children's 

literature and they are the authors of popular children's books that have received awards.In addition, it was 

taken into account that they have different perspectives. It has been tried to determine the authors who can 

see the messages in a wider range and which can be ideologically generalized in terms of different views in

reflecting different perspectives and being the authors preferred by the readers recently. 

In the second stage, the selection of the books to be included in the study was discussed. In the study, by 

limiting the age period, the books written for the 11-15 age range at the secondary school level were selected 

by the researchers / field experts. (Field experts consist of three research assistants who have a doctorate in 

the field of Turkish education and a professor doctor.). The books included in the study are shown in Table 1.

Collection of Data 

The children's books determined for the study were read in detail by four field experts. (Field experts consist of 

three research assistants who have a doctorate in the field of Turkish education and a professor doctor.) As a 

result of the examination, educational messages were determined considering the characteristics of the 

secondary school level. The messages detected in the books were brought together and examined one by one 

by the same experts. Those not included in the educational message were omitted. Many academic studies 

were examined, the classifications of educational messages in the studies were examined, and the classification

found more appropriate and preferred. The determined educational messages were categorized under the 

headings of "ethical messages", "psychological messages", "sociological messages", "economic messages", 

"other messages" based on the classification of Yavuz (2013). The existence of messages containing religious 

comprehensive messages and direct information made it obligatory to add the titles "religious messages" and 

"informational messages".  

Data Analysis 

Descriptive analysis technique was used in the study. A total of 273 educational messages detected by field 

experts were classified under seven headings. The messages are coded considering the similarities and

differences. In such studies, data are encoded in order to create themes, patterns, processes, make 

comparisons and develop explanations (Glesne, 2013: 269). After coding the distribution, percentage and 

frequency of the messages were determined. 

FINDINGS  

 

Findings Regarding the First and Second Sub-Problems: Instructional Messages and Distribution of Messages 

in the Reviewed Works Based on Authors 

The general distribution of the detected 273 educational messages is given in Figure 1. 

 
Figure 1. General Distribution of Messages 

When Figure 1 is examined it is seen that the messages about the social development of the individual have a 

slice of 58% in total with 38% sociological, 8% religious, 8% ethical and 4% economic. In the second place, 

informational messages are given 20% in terms of the mental development of the individual. It is seen that 

psychological messages are included in the third place in terms of emotional development with a rate of 8%. It 

can be said that messages about the physical development of the individual are not often included in the 

books. 

The first symptoms of adolescence are changes in the body. Although it is accepted that girls enter adolescence

242). In adolescence, unclear body image will affect self-esteem or self-image negatively and depression cases

For this reason, it is important to include positive messages about physical development and change in books. 

It is seen that the social development of the individual is prioritized in the detected messages (38%). One of the 

most important factors in child development is socialization. The socialization of the child is the process of 

adapting to the society they live in, gaining a certain identity in the society, communicating with other people,

The feeling of belonging and the tendency to keep group membership before individual identity constitute the 

basic building blocks of the socialization process in many cultǳǊŜǎΦ όaŀŘǊŀƴ 5ŜƳƛǊǘŀǒΣ нлммΥ мнύΦ !ŘƻƭŜǎŎŜƴǘǎ 

begin to develop a sense of identity compatible with their interests and abilities, and to make personal and 

professional plans by creating a unique value system (Can, 2013: 139). Individuals define, evaluate and classify 

themselves by considering the social group they belong to. At the end of this classification, they identify with

positive effects of the idea of being a part of society on personality and identity development, it can be said 

that the intensity of the messages that support social development in the books will support adolescents in a 

positive way. 

The fact that informational messages are present at a rate of 20% is positive in terms of the development 

period of the specified age group and the intensity of curiosity in this period. Messages containing information 

can sometimes explain a concept or appear as a definition. Children have the ability to learn new words by 

paying attention to their use, context, and relationship with other words (Golinkoff et al., 1992: 107). From this 

point of view, it is seen that these messages are important and sufficient since they contribute to the child's 

language development, understanding and understanding of the world.

love of reading, multidimensional thinking, effort, managerial characteristics, desire to write, love of animals, 

getting up early, etc., which cannot be included in other message areas. Messages related to "other messages" 

(also given with this name in Yavuz's (2013) classification based on the study) were evaluated. It is thought that 

these messages will make positive contributions in terms of giving the child a love and habit of reading, 

encouraging them to write, and creating environmental awareness. 

Psychological messages are 8%. Increase in abstract thinking during adolescence, indecision, emotional 

fluctuation, goal seeking, identity search, questioning life and environment, feeling of independence, 

intellectual intensity, first-time experiences constitute different aspects of psychological development and 

ŎƘŀƴƎŜ ό!ōŀƭƤΣ нлмуΥ 14). Since it is extremely important to compare it with literary products containing 

messages that can guide, role-model, and contribute to self-development to the child in this period, we can say 

that 8% is insufficient. 

Ethical messages in the works are 8%. Ethics is a concept related to morality and although moral rules can vary 
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from society to society, from culture to culture, every society transfers its moral values to the new 

generations.Moral reasoning begins with sensory-motor development and reaches its peak with the 

completion of abstract operations and affective development (Wadsworth, 2015: 125). Children, who are the 

target audience of the books included in the study, are at the second-third stage of Kohlberg's moral 

development levels (Reimer et al., 1990). Children at this level want good relations with others and approval; 

good and bad depend on the reactions of others, and at this stage, they begin to accept the social 

arrangements of others, to see people's perspectives and to understand theƛǊ ƛƴǘŜƴǘƛƻƴǎ ό¢ŀȅƭƤΣ нлмоΥ мупΤ 

Woolfok Hoy, 2015: 228). They perceive ethical concepts such as honesty and judgment at the age of 11-13;

direction, conveying the messages given or to be given in children's literature products with precision; It is 

important not to include misunderstandings or statements in which the child may develop negative moral 

behavior. 

Religious messages are also included in the discussed books at the same rate (8%) with psychological and 

ethical messages. Giving religious messages with positive examples contributes to the child's identity and

in children starts at the age of three in fact, religion is a deep-rooted feeling that exists in their nature beyond 

having a religious life even at the beginning of early childhood.An individual who reaches adolescence thinks 

more abstractly, more ideally and logically compared to childhood. He can question how God can exist 

(Santrock, 2016: 389). These questioning perspectives of adolescents can be guided positively by correct 

religious messages. It is a well-known fact that religious education, given properly (implicitly or directly), 

distracts individuals from negative and bad habits. 

Looking at the general message distribution, it is seen that the messages with the least percentage (4%) are 

economic messages. Today in capitalist societies, relationships based on competition between individuals and 

groups direct people to personal benefit rather than social benefit and selfishness and ambition are becoming 

widespread in order to gain more income especially in social structures where economic inequality is in 

question (Kozak, 1999: 160). Since violating certain values in order to obtain material power will deeply affect 

the social structure, it is thought that economic messages should be of a guiding nature for adolescents. 

Considering that the audience that the books address does not have economic freedom, this rate of 4% can be 

said to be sufficient. However, at this age, it is also necessary to give non-didactic messages to the child on 

issues such as money management and waste. 

Findings Regarding the Distribution of Sociological Messages in Children's Literature Products 

103 sociological messages detected in the books within the scope of the research are shown in Figure 2. 
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Figure 2. Distribution of Sociological Messages 

As seen in Figure 2, sociological messages are distributed in 23 sub-categories as follows: Tradition (17) 16%,

The most commonly used messages are "traditions". Traditions are the building blocks of culture and our 

values that should be taught to children in terms of adaptation to social life. The high rate of messages such as 

language awareness, cleanliness, obeying proprieties, helping each other and respect for the elderly are 

important for identity and personality development in order to live together in a society. Loyalty, tolerance, 

cleanliness, punctuality, sensitivity are among the features that will affect the personality positively. 

Considering Erikson's emphasis on the important effect of social and cultural factors on identity formation 

(Hakola, 2009: 11), the predominant percentage of sociological messages is suitable for adolescent 

development.

Findings Regarding the Distribution of  Informational Messages in Children's Literature Products 

55 informative messages detected in the books examined are shown in Figure 3.

As it is seen in Figure 3, messages with animals 24% (13), with plants 11% (6), with professional knowledge 11% 

(6), with daily life 11% (6), with language 9% (5), with culture and arts 9% (5). ), 5% (3) with human anatomy, 

5% (3) with geography knowledge, 5% (3) with architecture, 4% (2) with property, 2% (1) with technology, 2% 

(1) with food, 2% about children's games (1) were detected. Child language development is transitioning to a 

new period in adolescence in terms of abstract thinking skills. In this sense, the inclusion of informational 

messages in literary texts will both enrich the vocabulary of children and gain new perspectives. Learning about 
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animals, plants, professions - in short, technical knowledge and terms in all areas of life - will contribute to the 

development of the child.

8% (3), writing desire 5% (2), animal love 5% (2), getting up early 5% (2), time 3% (1), 

health 3% (1), peace 3% (1), freedom 3% (1).These messages will contribute positively to the child gaining a 

love and habit of reading, encouraging writing and creating environmental awareness. In particular giving 

technology addiction has been tried to emphasize the avoidance of this situation by drawing attention to the 

problems emerging with technological developments in recent years.

(1) 4%, empathy (1) 4%, staying calm (1) 4%. 
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The target audience of the books is in a period of rapid physical development. Both girls and boys are overly 

concerned with their own body images, they try to live with mature male and female stereotypes determined 

in the society they live in, and these efforts are often accompanied by anxiety and conflict (Gander & Gardiner, 

2004: 451).Their mental state also draws a fluctuating graphic; selfishness, lack of empathy, lack of self-

confidence, irritability can be observed. For this reason, conveying emotions such as mercy, modesty, reliance, 

determination and empathy through messages can contribute to healthy individuals and their psychological 

development.

Findings Regarding the Distribution of Ethical Messages in Children's Literature Products 

The distribution of the 21 ethical messages determined in the research is given in Figure 6.

The distribution of ethical message categories is as follows: honesty (9) 43%, fairness (6) 29%, theft (2) 9%, bad 

habits (2) 9%, honor (1) 5%, deceiving / cheating (1) ) 5%. 

Every society wants to raise individuals with universal values such as honesty, justice, and virtue. Moral 

development manifests itself with behavioral characteristics that emerge as a result of appropriating the moral

The Turkish family culture structure is especially 

based on the concŜǇǘ ƻŦ ƳƻǊŀƭƛǘȅΦ YŀŦŜǎƻƐƭǳ όнлмрΥ оон-333) states that the feeling of shame, that is, morality, 

is regarded as the greatest virtue in protecting people from evil, preventing others from deceiving others and 

maintaining a decent life order since ancient Turks. Our authors have intensely embraced the values of being 

truthful, honest and fair. In addition, through negative messages such as theft, deceit and bad habits, it was 

tried to implicitly indicate that these are negative behaviors and should not be done.

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Total of 89 messages were identified in Yener's five works. According to Figure 9, 49% of the messages were 

sociological (44), 18% informational (16), 9% ethical (8), 9% psychological (8), 9% other (8), 5% are religious (4), 

and 1% is economic messages (1). It can be said that the author tries to instill in children basic values such as 

sense of responsibility, sensitivity, respect and friendship through social messages. Informational, psychological 

and ethical messages are also given extensively in Yener's works. Economic messages appear to be very few.

62 messages were identified in four works of Ak. According to Figure 12, 40% of the messages were informative 

(25), 26% other (16), 19% sociological (12), 5% psychological (3), 5% economic (3), 3% ' is famous for ethics (2) 

and 2% is religious messages (1). Unlike other authors, while Ak gives little space to sociological messages, it is 

seen that he emphasizes informative messages. 

Findings Regarding the Fourth Sub-Problem: Findings Regarding the Contribution of Educational Messages to 

Identity Development 

In the examined works, 38% of 273 educational messages consist of sociological messages. 43% of the

In this social identity, the following elements were tried to be given to child 

readers: Responsibility, friendship, tolerance, keeping secrets, being loyal, cleanliness, sensitivity, solidarity, 

punctuality, respect for the rules, respect for the elderly, respect for neighbors, multiculturalism, language 

awareness. As individuals, we have objective, subjective, individual, personal and social identities. According to

these subcategories. Identity, which reminds the person of his own place and loyalty and creates a

CONCLUSION and DISCUSSION 

It is possible to support the development of the mother tongue in the child, gain reading pleasure and habit, 

enrich the vocabulary, expand their imagination with literary works. Starting from the fact that children love 

narrative texts such as fairy tales, stories and novels more, comparing them with such literary works will make 

it easier to convey messages that support their identity and personality development. 

Especially for adolescents who step into the adult world, educational messages are a guide. Such messages, 

which help the individual find himself, also contribute to personality development. There is a need for 

messages that bring adolescents to a social role, ensure that they establish harmonious relationships with their 

environment, and confront them with certain developmental tasks in all areas of life. 

Self-concept is also an active factor in this period. It is important to create a balance both in the outer and inner 

worlds of adolescents through the messages given in literary products. In this context, nineteen works by four 

authors in the field of children's literature were examined. The results of these works are as follows. 

1. It is seen that the detected 273 educational messages are mostly sociological, followed by informational, 

other, psychological, ethical, religious and economic messages. 
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2. When evaluated on the basis of authors, most messages were found in Yener's (89) works. It is also seen in 

similar studies (Cesur, 2015) that the author uses educational messages extensively and emphasizes

3. 23 subcategories were identified in sociological messages. It was determined that the messages related to 

tradition and custom have the highest rate among these sub-categories. It is a positive result especially when

Human beings are social creatures by nature and they are expected to live in harmony with the society. For this 

reason, we can say that four authors, especially Yener, identify with the social group of which the children are 

members and contribute to the formation of their social identity. In similar studies, it was found that different

We can evaluate this situation as a positive attitude in order to prevent children from using technology in an 

aimless and unlimited way today.Within the scope of other messages, messages that support the development 

of the individual, such as environmental awareness, love to read, are frequently included. 43% of the other

has been determined that these authors focus on the concept of "mercy" in their works. Since the tides and 

changes in the inner worlds of the audience who are the addressees of these works can sometimes lead them 

to brutally criticize their friends or to torment animals, it is extremely appropriate to prioritize the feeling of 
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compassion. Studies have shown that different authors also use psychological messages extensively (Oflaz, 

2017; Ulusu, 2020).

In similar 

studies, it is seen that some authors do not include economic messages (Durdu, 2019). 

Identity, which determines the relationships of the individual with the various groups in which he lives and the 

degree of duty, rights and commitment to these groups, was generally a "given" phenomenon in the past; the 

modern world has changed this significantly towards "winning". Social mobility possibilities, widespread 

information, egalitarian understanding, dissemination of fundamental rights and freedoms, etc. developments

a serious contribution can be made to children's identity acquisition through literary works. 

Books guide children, directly or indirectly to find ways to form a balance between personal happiness and 

social approval. At the same time, in addition to the family, school and environment, books also offer a right or 

wrong way to children trying to gain individual and social identity.At this point, qualified children's literature 

products should be put into action so that children are psychologically, sociologically, etc. may contribute to 

the development of aspects. In this context, if there are generally accepted classical works for adults, 

generations with identity and personality can be raised by identifying and reading classic works for children.
