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ABSTRACT

This research aims to determine school administrators’ perceptions toward war, asylum
seekers/refugees, and Syrians in Turkey through the mediation of metaphors. The research has been
performed with 109 school principals working at various types of schools in istanbul. An open-ended
form was organized as the data collection tool, and the school principals were asked to complete the
sentences “According to me, war is similar to .. because ..”, “According to me, asylum
seekers/refugees are similar to ... because ...”, and “According to me, Syrians in Turkey are similar to
... because ...” The obtained data have been analyzed using the method of content analysis. As a
research result, the school principals are seen to have produced 86 metaphors toward the
phenomenon of war, 86 toward asylum seekers/refugees, and 83 toward Syrians in Turkey. Almost
all principals stated their negativity by emphasizing the destructiveness of war. The school principals
are seen to have featured asylum seekers/refugees being driven from their homeland and to
approach them with more pity. The school principals are observed to also have formed similar
metaphors toward asylum seekers/refugees on the issue of Syrians in Turkey. However, attention is
drawn to the fact that one out of four school principals had derived negative metaphors toward
Syrians. The study’s findings are discussed in light of the relevant literature and suggestions are
found for further studies.
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INTRODUCTION

Apart from wanting to marry and possess better work and economic opportunities, which are the usual causes of
migration, when examining the mass migrations to Turkey that occurred until the end of the 1900s, they are
generally seen to fit the nation-state model that the young Republic had generally tried to construct, such as
population exchanges and immigrants coming from Bulgaria (Sari, 2016, p, 8). However, as a result of the confusion
that came from Iraq in 1991 after the US intervention there and the confusion in Syria in 2011, the millions of
refugees who took refuge in Turkey reveal an inconsistent situation in this model. Together with the issue of the
Syrians, whose number since 2014 can be expressed in the millions, the need has been born to develop new
policies in many social institutions. According to data from the Ministry of National Education (MoNE), the number
of school-aged Syrians in Turkey for the 2019-2020 academic year is 1,082,172. The number of Syrians to whom
access has been provided in the same academic year is 684,919. Consequently, the academic research on Syrians
has seen a quick increase particularly after 2016 (Assida, 2016; Eren, 2019; Ozdemir, 2016; Author, 2020; Yagmurlu,
2018; Yaylaci, Serpil & Yaylaci, 2017; Yurdakul & Tok, 2018). In this period, MoNE also began compliance training
under the name of “Inclusive Education”? to provide the teachers and administrators who play an important role
with education on this issue in order to eliminate the adaptation problems the increasing number of foreign
students have been having. However, while much of the research performed in this field is seen to focus on the
problems students and teachers encounter, research on how effective the compliance training applied to teachers
has been is found to be insufficient. Author’s (2020) study investigated the views of teachers working in public
schools, as well as those of Turkish and foreign students and their parents, toward foreigners. Within its scope, the
study also examines the attitudes of teachers who participated in the inclusive education toward foreigners as well
as of those who did not participate, and no significant relationship was seen. This study has also attempted to
examine the views of school administrators on the issues of immigration, refugees, and Syrians. The study attempts
to examine the views of school principals metaphorically because the views on this topic belonging to school
principals, who are responsible for school planning and application in terms of foreigners’ adaptation, has been

evaluated as a factor that directly affects compliance studies.
The Conceptual and Theoretical Framework

The Concepts of Migration, Asylum Seeker and Refugee

Migration, which is defined as human movements directed from one place to another (Prehn, 1991; Toros, 2008;

Yalgin, 2004) generally for the purpose of settling (Keles, 1998) due to a better life expectancy (Pazarlioglu, 2007)

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with a specific purpose or any undetermined purpose (CGaglayan, 2011; Mutluer, 2003) in a dynamic structure
(Akgur, 1997) causes people to temporarily or permanently change the residential area where they live by crossing
an international border or within the same state (Akkayan, 1979; Diken, 2007; Lee, 1966) for social, political,
religious, or other reasons (Balcioglu, 2007; Bayhan, 1996; Gezgin, 1991; Schaefer, 2008; Sahin, 2001; Yalcin, 2004).
Migration is the movement of a population regardless of duration, nature, or cause. Refugees, displaced persons,

and economic immigrants are included in this (International Organization for Migration [IOM], 2009).

The phenomenon of immigration that emerges as a collective action resulting from social changes (Schaefer, 2008)
affects the emigrant country as well as the society of the immigration country. Due to the uncertainty of conditions,
often what is planned when starting the migration is not consistent with what is experienced after the process
(Castles & Miller, 2008). Migrations can be categorized as internal and external migration with respect to direction
(Akan & Arslan, 2008; Asar, 2004; Lee, 1966, Lewis, 1982; Hertz, 1982), as forced or voluntary migration in terms
of making the decision to migrate (Akkayan, 1979; Gokdere, 1978; Petersen, 1958; Tumertekin & Ozguc, 2004),
and as an unskilled labor or skilled labor (brain drain) with respect to the qualifications of the people migrating
(Murat, 2006; Yildirimoglu, 2005). These factors causing migration movements also directly impact the migration
process and the results that emerge. While voluntary migrations that have a unidirectional movement for example
are based on choice, forced migrations that occur for reasons such as torture, violence, terrorism, civil war, ethnic
conflicts, restriction of religious or political freedoms, or exile are migrations determined from outside with no
chance of choosing (Arabaci, Hasgul & Serpen, 2016; Eraldemir, 2013; Tekeli, 2008). Another basis categorizing the
phenomenon of migration is duration. Migrations performed for realizing a goal in the short term are called
temporary migrations (Mutluer, 2003; Naz, 2015); seasonal workers who migrate for economic purposes and
students who migrate to another place from where they live for education can be assessed within this scope.
Meanwhile, long-term migrations that have no thought of returning, at least in the beginning of the process, and
that have the intention of spending the rest of one’s life in the place to which one has immigrated can be called

permanent migrations (Tufekci, 2003; Yalcin, 2004).

The term “asylum seeker” is used to identify people waiting for their application made for being able to obtain
refugee status to be finalized by the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees or the relevant government
(Amnesty International, 2009). Refugee is used for defining people who don’t want to benefit from the protection
of another country because of fear of being persecuted because of being a member of a certain group in the
country where they are a citizen, while migrant is used to define people who decide to immigrate completely of

their own free will with no coercive reason (I0M, 2009).

Metaphor and Metaphor Analysis

The concept of metaphor, which occurs as “mecaz” in the Turkish Language Association Dictionary, is defined as
the basic process of seeing or understanding one thing as another thing, and this process is essentially perceptual
(Deant-Reed & Szokolszky, 1993). Metaphors, which have three elements being the primum comparandum (what

is similar), the secundum comparatum (what is being compared with), and the tertium comparationis (the common
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ground of the comparison), can be used for redefining facts because of the impact situations or events have on the
way they are perceived and for encouraging the reconceptualization of problematic situations (Goldstein, 2005).
Establishing the relationship between the concepts of the primum comparandum and secundum comparatum
structures information in the mind or provides the ability to explain hard-to-explain concepts (Ozturk, 2007).
Metaphors are figurative words that help to uncover the current hidden meanings in the minds of individuals
(Dogan, 2014). As a part of language in intellectual existence (Lakoff & Johnson, 2015), metaphors have the effect

of shaping one’s language, knowledge, and daily life (Mold, Oades & Crowe, 2010), consciously or unconsciously.

Critical interest in the use of metaphors is not limited to its use in hate speech or stigmatizing discourse; because
of its importance in public texts and all types of discourse, metaphors have been considered one of the most
important rhetorical devices since Aristotle (1991). From ancient times until the 20th century, metaphoric speech
has been at the center of rhetoric education and is socially accepted as a strong but at the same time vicious
allusion or as a figure of speech that requires special attention and criticism (Johnson, 1981). Rather than just
adding rhetorical beautifications to pieces of information, metaphors are considered conceptual in nature and

necessary for creating social realities:

A metaphor may thus be a guide for future action. Such actions will, of course, fit the metaphor. This will,
in turn, reinforce the power of the metaphor to make experience coherent. In this sense metaphors can be

self-fulfilling prophecies (Lakoff & Johnson, 1980, p. 156).

The language one uses to express oneself reveals the subconscious. For this reason, understanding metaphors is a

valuable treasure for understanding thoughts and emotions (Ozgenel & Gokce, 2019).

People attempt to perceive and explain the outside world through the metaphors they produce. Humans can only
construct the reality they live within metaphorically by means of metaphors. Metaphors are the only way to
understand life, ourselves, and “the other.” “These examples show that the metaphorical concepts we have looked
at provide us with a partial understanding of what communication, argument, and time are and that, in doing this,
they hide other aspects of these concepts” (Lakoff & Johnson, 2003, p. 13). In the metaphorical concepts that
Lakoff and Johnson mean by hiding other aspects is that the primum comparandum is made to resemble the
secundum comparatum only by holding one characteristic in the foreground. When examining the literature on
metaphors, the types of metaphors in the contemporary metaphor theory that Lakoff and Johnson (2003)

developed are seen in the form of conceptual, ontological, and orientational.

The method of metaphor analysis has been used by many researchers (Adu-Ampong, 2016; Albert & Whetten,
1985; Alvi, 2012; Bayat & Cetinkaya, 2016; Bektas & Pehlivan, 2018; Bircan, 2018; Chopra & Doody, 2007; Celik &
Celik, 2017; Ekici, 2016; Kocak, 2013; Nikitina & Furuoka, 2008; Nossiter & Biberman, 1990; Ozgenel & Gokce, 2019;
Schmitt, 2005; Selcuk & Atac, 2017; Tikman, Yildirim, & Senturk, 2017; Wan, Low & Li, 2011; Yilmaz & Polat, 2012)
in the social sciences as a method used for discovering how individuals perceive facts and events based on

individuals’ metaphors as a representation of their mental imageries.
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METHOD

Research Model

This study, which attempts to determine the perceptions school principals have toward war, immigration, and
Syrians by means of metaphors, is based on the phenomenological design. The phenomenological design is a
research design that focuses on the phenomena of which we are aware but of which we have no in-depth or
detailed understanding (Yildirim & Simsek, 2011). Phenomenological studies identify the common meanings of the
experiences several people experience with regard to a phenomenon or concept. The main purpose of
phenomenology is to reduce individual experiences related to a phenomenon to an explanation with a universal

quality (Creswell, 2013).

Study Group

The study group of the research consists of 109 school principals working in the Pendik, Tuzla, and Maltepe Districts
of Istanbul Province during the 2019-2020 academic year. The study group has been determined using convenience
sampling. This method is type of sampling based not on probability but on the availability and willingness of the
participants (Shaughnessy, Zechmeister & Zechmeister, 2016). The frequencies and percentages related to the

participants’ demographic characteristics are presented in Table 1.

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Data Collection

The school principals were asked to fill in the blanks on the forms that were composed in the shape of “According
to me, war is similar to ... because ...”, “According to me, asylum seekers/refugees are similar to ... because ...”, and
“According to me, Syrians in Turkey are similar to ... because ...” in order to collect the research data. The literature
was examined while creating the data collection tool, and almost all the studies that had attempted to determine
individuals’ metaphorical perceptions toward a concept were seen to have been similarly constructed (Faiz &
Karasu-Avci, 2019; Ogurlu, Opengin, & Hizli, 2015; Ozgenel & Gokce, 2019; Patchen & Crawford, 2011; Saban, 2008;
Shaw & Mabhlios, 2008; Tut, Kiroglu, & Bayraktar, 2018; Uzun & Ozcan, 2017).

Data Analysis

The data obtained within the scope of the research have been subjected to content analysis. In content analysis,
similar data are combined and brought together and interpreted using concepts and themes (Buyukozturk et al.,
2011). In the scope of the study, the prepared data collection forms were distributed to 140 school principals after
providing them with information related to the concept of metaphors and the study being performed. By
performing the necessary examinations of the 122 forms that were returned and eliminating the forms that were

not suited for the metaphor study, 109 forms were finally reached where sets of data had been collected.

In the process of analyzing and interpreting the collected data, the metaphors the school principals had used to
convey the given concepts were first identified. These identified metaphors were then subjected to classification.

Similar metaphors were combined under categories as a result of this classification.

The data collection stages have been transferred in detail during the validity of the research. Additionally, all the
metaphors the school principals stated are provided in the Findings. The opinions of experts who had received
their doctorate in the fields of education administration and sociology who have also done work in the area of
metaphor analysis were consulted in order to separate the metaphors obtained in the reliability stage of the
research into categories by coding them independently. The categories and list related to the coded metaphors
included in the categories were rearranged after obtaining the expert opinions. Lastly, the numbers for consensus
and disagreement were determined by comparing the list prepared by the researchers with the list the experts
created. The reliability value of the research was calculated by using the obtained percentages within Miles and
Huberman’s (1994) formula where Reliability = [(consensus)-+(consensus + disagreement)] X 100. As a result,

these calculations related to the metaphors and codes that formed are as follows:

For the phenomenon of war: Reliability = [(80) =+ (80 + 6)] x 100 = 93%
For asylum seekers/refugees: Reliability = [(78) + (78 + 8)] x 100) = 90.7%

For Syrians in Turkey: Reliability = [(76) = (76 + 7)] X 100 =91.5%
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Saban (2008) states the reliability of the research to be provided in cases where the agreement between the
expert and research evaluations is greater than 90%. As a result, the reliability of the metaphors and codes

created in our study can be said to have been provided.

FINDINGS

This section discusses the metaphors the school principals who participated in the study developed as a product
of the mental representations they formed related to the three different topics. From this perspective, by
determining the metaphors the school principals’ first formed related to the phenomenon of war, followed by the
metaphors they formed regarding migrants/asylum seekers, and lastly the metaphors they formed with regard to
Syrians in Turkey, these metaphors are categorized by considering the analogous aspects. The findings have been

supported by including the participants’ views related to the metaphors obtained in this context.

The Findings Related to the Metaphors Developed on the Phenomenon of War

The participants are seen to have developed 42 valid metaphors related to the phenomenon of war. These

metaphors and the number/percentage of participants they represent are provided in Table 2.

When examining Table 2, 86 of the 109 school principals who participated in the study are seen to have produced

42 different metaphors for the phenomenon of war. Of these metaphors, the most repeated are seen to be Fire (f
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=18; 21.00%), Bulldozer (f = 5; 5.80%), lliness (f = 4; 4.65%), Demolition (f = 4; 4.65%), Hell (f = 4; 4.65%), Natural
disaster (f = 4; 4.65%), Storm (f = 4; 4.65%), Earthquake (f = 3; 3.65%), Flood (f = 2; 2.30%), Blaze (f = 2; 2.30%),
Traffic accident (f=2; 2.30%), Apocalypse (f = 2; 2.30%), and Poison (f = 2; 2.30%). When examining the metaphors

that formed, the school principals are seen to emphasize the destructiveness of war more.

The categories that formed by considering the analogous aspects of the metaphors the school principals created
on the phenomenon of war are presented in Table 3.

When examining Table 3 by taking into account the metaphors’ analogous aspects, the metaphors the school
principals produced on the phenomenon of war are seen to be gathered under seven categories. These categories
appear as Damaging (f = 31; 36.10%), Disaster (f = 18; 20.85%), Medical (f = 14; 16.25%), Religious Terms (f = §;
9.30%), Instruments (f = 6; 7.00%), Animal (f = 5; 5.80%), and Ambiguity (f = 4; 4.65%).

The metaphors regarding the category of Damaging and the detailed analysis regarding the analogous aspects are

presented in Table 4.

As seen in Table 4, 31 school principals stated six different metaphors in the category of Damaging. These
metaphors are in the form of Fire (f = 18; 58.10%), Bulldozer (f = 5; 16.10%), Demolition (f = 4; 12.90%), Traffic
accident (f = 2; 6.40%), Desert life (f = 1; 3.25%), and Homicide (f = 1; 3.25%). The relationships of the meanings the

school principals established through the metaphors are as follows:

“To me, war resembles fire because it burns an destroys everything it takes within.” (P10)

“To me, war resembles the bulldozer because it also destroys lives.” (P51)
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The metaphors regarding the category of Disaster and the detailed analysis of the analogous aspects are presented

in Table 5.

As seen in Table 5, 18 school principals stated eight different metaphors in the category of Disaster. These
metaphors are in the form of Natural Disaster (f = 4; 22.25%), Storm (f = 4; 22.25%), Earthquake (f = 3; 16.65%),
Flood (f = 2; 11.10%), Blaze (f = 2; 11.10%), Blizzard (f = 1; 5.55%), Lightning (f = 1; 5.55%), and Avalanche (f = 1;

5.55%). The relationships of the meanings the school principals established through the metaphors are as follows:

“To me, war resembles natural disasters because they bring inexorable destruction, drama, fragmentation,
and death.” (P33)

“To me, war resembles a storm because it destroys and sweeps everything in its path.” (P96)

The metaphors regarding the category of Medical and detailed analysis on the analogous aspects is presented in

Table 6.

As seen in Table 6, 14 school principals stated 10 different metaphors in the category of Medical. These metaphors
are in the form of lliness (f = 4; 28.60%), Poison (f = 2; 14.30%), Microbe (f=1; 7.15%), Virus (f = 1; 7.15%), Operating
room (f =1; 7.15%), Cancer (f = 1; 7.15%), Blood (f = 1; 7.15%), Harmful bacteria (f = 1; 7.15%), Death (f=1; 7.15%),
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and Medicine (f = 1; 7.15%). The relationships of the meanings the school principals established through the

metaphors are as follows:

“To me, war resembles illness because it harms women, children, everyone blameless.” (P16)

“To me, war resembles poison because it brings painful death.” (P80)

In the 86 metaphors the school principals formed, only the metaphors formed by two principals are seen to affirm
war and support its justified reasons. One of these metaphors appears as the metaphor of Medicine in the category
of Medical.

The metaphors regarding the category of Religious Terms and detailed analysis on the analogous aspects are
presented in Table 7.

As seenin Table 7, eight school principals stated four different metaphors in the category of Religious Terms. These
metaphors are in the form of Hell (f = 4; 50.00%), Apocalypse (f = 2; 25.00%), Judgment Day (f = 1; 12.50%), and
Reincarnation (f = 1; 12.50%). The relationships of the meanings the school principals established through the

metaphors are as follows:

“To me, war resembles hell because it’s very dreadful, just like the details in the depictions of hell.” (P20)
“To me, war resembles the apocalypse because it is the beginning of the end.” (P108)
The metaphors regarding the category of Instruments and detailed analysis on the analogous aspects are

presented in Table 8.

As seen in Table 8, six school principals stated six different metaphors in the category of Instruments. These

metaphors are in the form of Mirror (f = 1; 16.65%), Stove (f = 1; 16.65%), Holey inflatable raft (f = 1; 16.65%), Ice
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pick (f=1; 16.65%), Handle-less knife (f = 1; 16.65%), and Sponge (f = 1; 16.65%). The relationships of the meanings
the school principals established through the metaphors are as follows:
“To me, war resembles a mirror because just as when the mirror breaks and the glass shatters, war scatters
people all over.” (P107)
“To me, war resembles the stove because it burns to the touch.” (P29)
In the 86 metaphors the school principals formed, only the metaphors formed by two principals are seen to affirm
war and support its justified reasons. One of these metaphors appears as the Sponge metaphor in the category of

Instruments.

AWOL soldiers (f = 4; 4.60%), Bird without a nest (f = 3; 3.60%), Convict (f = 3; 3.60%), Waif (f = 2; 2.30%), Destitute
(f=2; 2.30%), Oppressed (f = 2; 2.30%), Uninvited guest (f = 2; 2.30%), and Uprooted, flooded tree (f = 2; 2.30%).

The most repeated of these metaphors appear as Ottoman
emigrant (f = 13; 16.00%), Uninvited guest (f = 3; 3.60%), Sibling (f = 3; 3.60%), Guest (f = 3; 3.60%), Wingless bird
(f=2; 2.40%), Parentless child (f = 2; 2.40%), Coward (f = 2; 2.40%), Traitor (f = 2; 2.40%), Homeless (f = 2; 2.40%),
and Fluttering leaf (f = 2; 2.40%).

CONCLUSION and DISCUSSION

This study has attempted to comparatively investigate the views school principals have on three issues that are
related to one another. In this context, school principals’ thoughts on the phenomenon of war were first attempted
to be learned. 86 school principals were determined to have used 42 different metaphors related to war. By noting
the analogous aspects, these metaphors formed under six categories: Damaging, Disaster, Medical (health),
Religious Terms, Instruments, Animals, and Ambiguity (uncertainty). When examining the metaphors that formed
together with the analogous aspects, 84 of the 86 school principals are seen to have completely evaluated war and
its results negatively. The school principals stated in the metaphors they formed that war brings great destruction

in terms of civilization, which comprises the physical and the spiritual. As a result, almost all the school principals
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are seen to consider war to cause extreme evil and quite significant harm to humanity. Only one school principal
(P95) was seen to state that war can be started for eliminating certain problems in the world just as the use of
medicine is essential in treating certain diseases in the metaphor Medicine evaluated in the category of Medical.
Again, one school principal (P30) also stated that war can be used for eliminating certain problems just as a sponge

swipes over the old for new beginning in the metaphor Sponge in the category of Instruments.

The study secondly attempted to learn school principals’ thoughts on asylum seekers/refugees, and 86 principals
were seen to produce 44 different metaphors. By noting the analogous aspects, these metaphors are comprised
under four categories: Having No Roots, Pity, Disapproving, and Advocating. The vast majority of school principals
who commented on the topic of asylum seekers/refugees gave positive opinions. The school principals are seen to
think about asylum seekers/refugees that they lack, especially on the topic of their fundamental rights due to being
nationless, and most school principals are seen to think that those who fall into this situation do not cause it
themselves. Therefore, the school principals can be said to approach them with a sense of pity. On the topic of
asylum seekers/refugees, 12 school principals are seen to have stated negative views through the analogous
aspects. These school principals compared asylum seekers/refugees to invaders through the aspect of not wanting
their presence; these principals stated thinking that the presence of asylum seekers/refugees will lead to greater

problems day after day within the process for the countries where they are found and for this reason disapprove.

Thirdly, the study attempts to learn school principals thoughts related to Syrians in Turkey. Forty-six different
metaphors are seen to have been produced by 83 school principals on Syrians in Turkey on the 109 forms
considered in the study. By noting the analogous aspects, these metaphors are composed under six categories:
Pity, Identifying, Being Nationless, Stigmatizing, Unwanted, and Dreading Uncertainty. When examining the school
principals’ views on Syrians in Turkey, one quality is seen to have appeared that resembles the views related to
asylum seekers/refugees. Again nearly three out of every four school principal is seen to give in to the feeling of
pity on the topic of Syrians in Turkey, and this feeling is thought to be based on their being oppressed for the sins
of others. Again, one in four school principals is seen to have stated establishing a historical and traditional link
with Syrians in Turkey and for thus the need to advocate for them. Religious views are seen to come at the head
of the most important factors shaping school principals’ thoughts on both asylum seekers/refugees and Syrians in
Turkey. One out of every four school principal who mentioned their views on Syrians in Turkey are seen to have
stated being siblings in religion and for this reason alone, advocating knowingly as an entrustment is necessary.
Additionally, while the number of school principals who stated negative views on asylum seekers/refugees is 12,
this number is seen to become 24 for the school principals who stated negative views on Syrians in Turkey. The
number of metaphors formed for Syrians being twice as high as those formed for asylum seekers/refugees is
noteworthy. Yagmurlu’s (2018) study found the percentage of local people’s attitudes toward Pakistanis to be
more positive compared to Syrians, so much so that even Syrians who displayed exemplary behaviors were
excluded by the local people. Performed studies (Rozsypalova, 2018; Ozen, 2016; Yagan, 2020) show a strong

conviction to exist about help from the EU and UN being quite insufficient and about this aid being done more for
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Syrians. When considering these studies and how Turkish people, including school principals, generally compare

asylum seekers/refugees from other countries in regard to Syrians, a relatively more negative view has developed.

The school principals are seen to qualify Syrians in Turkey by stigmatizing them as cowards, traitors, and parasites
and to state that they ultimately will cause great losses in the country and are untrustworthy. Many studies made
in Turkey and abroad about foreigners have revealed that they are stigmatized and marginalized by local people
for their gait, work styles, skin color, language, clothes, and customs by conceptualizing them as “us” and “others”
(Aksit, Bozok, & Bozok, 2015; Demintseva, 2018; Dong, 2018; McLaren, 2003; Unal, 2014; Mete, 2018). Foreigners
appear to be assessed as the main cause giving rise to increased unemployment and public security events and are
unwanted for this reason (Glnes, 2013; Ozkarsli, 2014; Aksit, Bozok, & Bozok, 2015; Assida, 2016; Nurdogan, Dur,
& Ozturk, 2016), and when considering that teachers possess thoughts that support this view (Sakiz, 2016;

Ozdemir, 2016; Yagan, 2020), school principals also appear to express negative views with similar perspectives.

When examining the views of school principals who had created a negative metaphor on Syrians in Turkey, six of
them are seen to have not participated in the compliance trainings regarding foreigners, which the Ministry of
National Education (MoNE) had coordinated on the point of adapting to foreigners, while the other 18 school
principals are seen to have stated participating in these trainings. Therefore, seeing that nearly one out of four
school principals who formed a metaphor on this topic and who had attended the compliance trainings had formed
a negative metaphor is remarkable. Performed studies (Polat, 2009; Sakka, 2009; Seker & Aslan 2015; Ozer,
Komsuoglu, & Atesok, 2016; Saglam & Kanbur, 2017) are united on the topic of the teachers and administrators
who teach in schools needing to receive serious education on managing multicultural classes. Apart from the
trainings MoNE coordinates for this reason appearing important, these trainings are seen to remain inadequate
on the point of measuring their efficiency and to have been unable to achieve the expected results (Yagan & Aksit,

2019; Yagan, 2020).

As a result, the fact that the number of multicultural classes will increase in our schools is obvious when considering
of the rapid increase in the number of foreigners in Turkey. This situation has the potential of bringing with it the
compliance issues experienced for many years in Europe and America in particular. On this point, great
responsibilities have fallen upon schools regarding compliance processes being put off. For this reason, the
attitudes school principals, who are primarily responsible for the planning and implementation stages of

educational institutions, have on this issue will be among the most important factors affecting its success.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Although the findings of our study have shown the majority of school principals to have formed positive metaphors
on this topic, the fact that the percentage of negative metaphors on the topic of Syrians in particular is greater can
be evaluated as a topic whose reasons need to be investigated. Despite the serious volume of research on this
topic in recent years in relation to students and teachers, school administrators are seen to have not been studied

at the same rate. Therefore, giving weight to studies on determining the perceptions of school administrators
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toward foreigners is recommended. In addition, measuring the efficiency of the trainings given to all stakeholders

at specific periods in relation to compliance is recommended as a necessity.

Bu arastirmada, okul mudurlerinin savas, siginmaci/mlteci ve Turkiye'deki Suriyelilere yonelik
algilarinin metaforlar araciligiyla belirlenmesi amacglanmistir. Arastirma, istanbul’da farkli okul
turlerinde gorev yapan 109 okul madiriyle gergeklestirilmistir. Veri toplama araci olarak acik uglu
bir form diizenlenmis ve okul mudurlerinden “Bana goére savas ... ya/ye benzer, ¢linkl ... ” ; ” “Bana
gore siginmaci/gocmenler ... ya/ye benzer, ¢linki ... ” ve “Bana gore Turkiye’deki Suriyeliler ... ya/ye
benzer, ¢linki ... ” cimlelerini tamamlamalari istenmistir. Elde edilen veriler igerik analizi yontemiyle
analiz edilmistir. Arastirma sonucunda okul mudirlerinin, savas olgusuna yonelik 86,
siginmaci/miiltecilere yonelik 86 ve Turkiye’deki Suriyelilere yonelik 83 metafor trettigi gorilmustir.
Okul mudirlerinin tamamina yakini savagin yikicihigina vurgu yaparak olumsuzlugunu belirtmistir.
Okul muddurlerinin siginmaci/multecilerin yurtlarindan edilmisliklerini 6n plana ¢ikardiklari ve onlara
daha c¢ok acima duygusu ile yaklastiklari gorilmastir. Okul middarlerinin Tirkiye’deki Suriyeliler
konusunda da siginmaci/miiltecilere yonelik benzer metaforlar olusturduklar gozlenmistir. Ancak
her 4 okul miidiriinden 1’inin Suriyelilere yonelik olumsuz metaforlar tiiretmeleri dikkat cekicidir.

Calismanin bulgular ilgili literatiir 1siginda tartisilmis ve daha ileri galismalar igin Onerilerde
bulunulmustur.

Alisilagelmis go¢ sebeplerinden olan evlilik ve daha iyi is ve ekonomik imkanlara sahip olma arzusunun yani sira
Tirkiye'ye 1900’lerin sonuna kadar gelen kitlesel gécler incelendiginde miibadele ve Bulgaristan’dan gelen gogler
gibi genellikle geng Cumhuriyetin insa etmeye ¢alistigl Ulus-devlet modeline uygun dustiigl gorilmektedir (Sari,
2016). Ancak 1991’de ABD’nin Irak’a midahalesi sonrasi Irak’tan gelen ve 2011’de Suriye’de baslayan karisikliklar
sonucu Tirkiye’ye siginan milyonlarca ggmen bu modele aykiri bir durum ortaya ¢ikarmistir. 2014 yilindan itibaren
sayllari milyonlarla ifade edilen Suriyeliler konusu beraberinde bircok toplumsal kurumda yeni politikalar
gelistirilmesi ihtiyacini dogurmustur. Milli Egitim Bakanlgi (MEB) verilerine gore 2019-2020 egitim 6gretim yili igin
Tirkiye’de 6grenim c¢agindaki Suriyeli sayisi 1.082.172°dir. Ayni egitim Ogretim yilinda egitime erisim saglayan
Suriyeli sayisi ise 684.919 olmustur. Dolayisiyla 6zellikle 2016’dan sonra Suriyeliler ile ilgili akademik arastirmalarin
(Assida, 2016; Eren, 2019; Ozdemir, 2016; Yagan, 2020; Yagmurlu, 2018; Yaylaci, Serpil ve Yaylaci, 2017; Yurdakul
ve Tok, 2018) hizla arttigi gorilmektedir. Milli Egitim Bakanhgi da bu donemde 6rgln egitim kurumlarinda sayilari
artan yabanci 6grencilerin uyum problemlerini ortadan kaldirma adina énemli bir rol bictigi 6gretmen ve
idarecilerin bu konudaki egitimlerini saglamak adina “Kapsayici Egitim”2 adi altinda uyum egitimlerine baglamistir.
Ancak bu alanda yapilan arastirmalarin biyik bodliminin 6grenci ve 6gretmenlerin karsilastiklari sorunlara
odaklandigi gorilirken 6gretmenlere uygulanan uyum egitimlerinin ne derece etkili olduguna iliskin yeterli
arastirma bulunmamaktadir. Yagan (2020) tarafindan Tirk ve yabanci 6grenci ve onlarin velileri ile kamuya ait
okullarda gorev yapan 6gretmenlerin yabancilara yonelik gorislerinin incelendigi bir calisma yapilmistir. Calisma
kapsaminda kapsayici egitime katilan 6gretmenler ile katilmayan 6gretmenlerin yabancilara yénelik tutumlari da
incelenmis ve anlaml bir iliski gorilmemistir. Bu ¢alismada da okul yoneticilerinin gog, gécmen ve Suriyeliler
konusundaki gorusleri incelenmeye ¢alisiimigtir. Calismada okul mdidirlerinin gorisleri metaforik agidan
incelenmeye calisiimistir. Zira yabancilarin uyumlari noktasinda okullarin planlama ve uygulamasindan sorumlu
olan okul mudirlerinin bu konudaki gorislerinin uyum calismalarini dogrudan etkileyen bir unsur oldugu

degerlendirilmektedir.

Belli bir amag gliderek ya da herhangi bir amag belirlemeksizin (Caglayan, 2011; Mutluer, 2003) daha iyi bir yasam
beklentisi nedeniyle (Pazarlioglu, 2007) genellikle yerlesmek amaciyla (Keles, 1998) dinamik bir yapida (Akgdr,

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1997) bir yerden bir yere yonelen insan hareketleri olarak tanimlanan (Prehn, 1991; Toros, 2008; Yalgin, 2004) gdg,
ekonomik, sosyal, siyasal, dini veya baska sebeplerle (Balcioglu, 2007; Bayhan, 1996; Gezgin, 1991; Schaefer, 2008;
Sahin, 2001; Yalgin, 2004) insanlarin yasadiklari yerlesim alanlarini uluslararasi bir siniri gecerek veya ayni devlet
icerisinde gegici veya kalici sureligine (Akkayan, 1979; Diken, 2007; Lee, 1969) degistirmelerine sebep olur. Gog;
siiresi, yapisi ve nedeni ne olursa olsun insanlarin yer degistirdigi nifus hareketliligidir. Buna milteciler, yerinden

edilmis kisiler ve ekonomik gégcmenler dahildir (Gog Terimleri S6zIGg, 2009).

Toplumsal degisimlerin sonucunda kolektif bir eylem olarak ortaya ¢ikan gog olgusu (Schaefer, 2008) gog alan ulke
toplumunu etkiledigi gibi gb¢ veren llkeyi de etkiler. Kosullarin belirsizligi sebebiyle cogu zaman goge baslarken
planlananlar ile sonraki stiregte yasanalar birbirini pek tutmaz (Castles & Miller, 2008). Gégler yoniline gore; i¢ go¢
ve dis goc (Akan ve Arslan, 2008; Asar, 2004; Lee, 1969, Lewis, 1982; Hertz, 1982), goce karar verme agisindan
zorunlu gég ve goniillii géc (Akkayan, 1979; Gokdere, 1978; Petersen, 1958; Tiimertekin & Ozgiic, 2004), gé¢ eden
insanlarin niteliklerine gore; isglici gocl ve beyin gbg¢li (Murat, 2006; Yildirnmoglu, 2005) olarak kategorize
edilebilir. Go¢ hareketliligine neden olan bu faktérler gog siirecini ve ortaya ¢ikan sonuglarini da direkt olarak
etkilemektedir. Ornegin tek yonli bir hareketlilik olan géniillii gbcler secime dayanirken, iskence, siddet, terér, i¢
savas, etnik catismalar, dinf ve siyasi hirriyetlerin kisitlanmasi, siirgiin edilme gibi sebeplerle olusan zorunlu gogler
secme sansinin olmadigi disaridan tayin edilen goglerdir (Arabaci, Hasgiil & Serpen, 2016; Eraldemir, 2013; Tekeli,
2008). Gog olgusunu kategorize eden bir baska temel de siredir. Kisa dénemde bir amaci gerceklestirmek adina
yapilan gogler gegici gogler olarak adlandirilirken (Mutluer, 2003; Naz, 2015), ekonomik amagla yer degistiren
mevsimlik isciler, yasadiklar yerden egitim amaciyla baska bir yere goc¢ eden Ogrenciler bu kapsamda
degerlendirilebilir. Bununla birlikte en azindan siirecin baslangicinda geri dénme disiincesi olmayan ve yasantisinin
geri kalanini gog ettigi yerde gecirme amaci glidilen uzun sireli gogler sirekli gég olarak adlandirilabilir (Tufekgi,

2003; Yalgin, 2004).

Siginmaci (asylum seeker) terimi genellikle, milteci statlsi alabilmek icin yapilan basvurulariniilgili hiikimet ya da
Birlesmis Milletler Miilteciler Yiksek Komiserligi tarafindan neticelendirilmesini bekleyen kisileri tanimlamak igin
kullanilir (Uluslararasi Af Orgiitii, 2009). Miilteci (refugee) belirli bir gruba mensubiyeti sebebiyle vatandasi oldugu
Glkede zulme ugramaktan ¢ekindigi icin baska bir tlkenin korumasindan faydalanmak istemeyen kisileri, gdgmen
(migrant) ise zorlayici bir sebep olmaksizin tamamen hiir iradesiyle gé¢ etmeye karar veren kisileri tanimlamak icin

kullanilir (G6¢ Terimleri S6zlGgd, 2009).
Metafor ve Metafor Analizi

Tirk Dil Kurumu Sozliigiinde “mecaz” seklinde gecen metafor kavrami bir seyi farkh bir seymis gibi gérme veya
anlama temel siireci olarak tanimlanir ve bu slire¢ temelde algisaldir (Deant-Reed & Szokolszky, 1993). Benzeyen,
benzetilen ve benzetme yoni olarak i¢ unsuru olan metaforlar, durum ve olaylarin algilanma yolunu etkiledigi icin
gerceklerin yeniden tanimlanmasi ve problem durumlarini yeniden kavramsallastirmayi tesvik etmek igin
kullanilabilir (Goldstein, 2005). Benzeyen ve benzetilen kavramlar arasinda iliski kurarak zihinde bilgi yapilandirilir

veya aciklamasi zor olan kavramlarin agiklanabilmesi saglanmis olur (Oztiirk, 2007). Metaforlar, mevcut gizli
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anlamlarin bireylerin zihninde agiga ¢ikmasina yardimci olan mecazi kelimelerdir (Dogan, 2014). Metaforlar zihinsel
yasamda dilin bir pargasi olarak (Lakoff ve Johnson, 2015) ve bireyin dilinin, biliminin ve giinlik yasaminin (Mold,

Oades & Crowe, 2010) bilingli veya bilingsizce sekillendirme etkisine sahiptir.

Metafor kullanimina elestirel ilgi, nefret séylemi ve damgalama sdyleminde kullanimi ile sinirli kalmamistir:
kamusal metinlerdeki ve her tiirlii séylemdeki 6neminden dolayi, metafor Aristoteles'ten beri en énemli retorik®
cihazlardan biri olarak kabul edilmistir (1991). Antik ¢agdan itibaren yirminci ylzyila kadar metaforik konusma
retorik egitimin merkezinde olmustur ve sosyal olarak giiclii fakat ayni zamanda tehlikeli bir kinaye veya 6zel dikkat
ve elestiri gerektiren bir konusma figliri olarak kabul edilmistir (Johnson, 1981). Metaforlarin sadece bilgi
parcalarina retorik giizellesmeler eklemekten ¢ok, “dogada kavramsal” oldugu ve sosyal gercgekliklerin yaratilmasi

icin gerekli oldugu distinilmektedir:

“Bir metafor gelecekteki eylemler icin bir rehber olabilir. Bu tiir eylemler elbette metafora uyacaktir. Bu
da, deneyimi tutarl hale getirmek icin metaforun giiciini gtiglendirecektir. Bu anlamda metaforlar kendini

gerceklestiren kehanetler olabilir ”(Lakoff ve Johnson, 1980, s.156).

Kendini ifade eden biri tarafindan kullanilan dil, bilingaltini ortaya ¢ikarir. Bu nedenle, metaforlari anlamak, duygu

ve diisiinceleri anlamak icin degerli bir hazinedir (Ozgenel ve Gékge, 2019).

insanlar Urettikleri metaforlarla dis diinyayi algilamaya ve aciklamaya calisirlar. 'insan, icinde yasadigi gercekligi
ancak metaforlar vasitasiyla ve metaforik olarak insa edebilir. Metaforlar hayati, kendimizi ve '6teki'ni anlamanin
yegane yoludur. Metaforik kavramlar bize iletisimin, tartismanin ve zamanin ne oldugunun kismi bir anlayigini
sagladigini ve bunu yaparken, bu kavramlarin diger yonlerini gizlediklerini gostermektedir' (Lakoff ve Johnson,
2003). Lakoff ve Johnson'in diger yonlerini gizlemeden kastettigi metaforik kavramlarda benzeyenin, benzetilene
sadece bir 6zelligi 6n planda tutularak benzetildigidir. Metaforla ilgili literatiir incelendiginde, Lakoff ve Johnson'in
(2003) gelistirdigi Cagdas Metafor Teorisi'nde metafor tiirlerini kavramsal (conceptual), varlksal (ontological) ve

yonelimsel (orientational) seklinde siniflandirdigi gorilmektedir.

Metafor analizi yontemi bireylerin zihinsel imgelemlerin birer sunumu olan metaforlari baz alarak bireylerin olgu
ve olaylari nasil algiladiklarini kesfetmek igin kullanilan bir yontem olarak sosyal bilimlerde birgok arastirmaci (Adu-
Ampong, 2016; Albert & Whetten, 1985; Alvi, 2012; Bayat & Cetinkaya, 2016; Bektas & Pehlivan, 2018; Bircan,
2018; Chopra & Doody, 2007; Celik & Celik, 2017; Ekici, 2016; Kogak, 2013; Nikitina & Furuoka, 2008; Nossiter &
Biberman, 1990; Ozgenel & Goékge, 2019; Schmitt, 2005; Selguk & Atag, 2017; Tikman, Yildirim & Sentiirk, 2017;
Wan, Low & Li, 2011; Yilmaz & Polat, 2012) tarafindan kullaniimistir.

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YONTEM

Arastirma Modeli

Okul mudirlerinin savas, go¢ ve Suriyelilere yonelik sahip olduklari algilarin metaforlar araciligiyla belirlenmeye
calisildigi bu galisma olgubilim (fenomenoloji) deseniyle kurgulanmistir. Olgubilim deseni, farkinda oldugumuz ama
derinlemesine ve ayrintili bir anlayisa sahip olmadigimiz olgulara odaklanan bir arastirma desenidir (Yildirnm ve
Simsek, 2011). Fenomenolojik ¢alisma birkag kisinin bir fenomen veya kavramla ilgili yasanmis deneyimlerinin ortak
anlamini tanimlar. Fenomenolojinin temel amaci bir fenomenle ilgili bireysel deneyimleri evrensel nitelikteki bir

actklamaya indirgemektir (Creswell, 2013).

Calisma Grubu

Arastirmanin ¢alisma grubu 2019-2020 egitim 6gretim yili icerisinde istanbul ili Pendik, Tuzla ve Maltepe ilcelerinde
gorev yapan 109 okul mudiriinden olugsmaktadir. Calisma grubu uygun ornekleme kullanilarak belirlenmistir. Bu
yontem, olasiliklara bagli olmayan, ancak katilimcilarin mevcudiyetine ve istekliligine bagh olan bir 6rnekleme
tiradar (Shaughnessy, Zechmeister ve Zechmeister, 2016). Katiimcilarin demografik 6zelliklerine iliskin siklik ve

ylzdeler Tablo 1'de sunulmaktadir.

Veri
toplama araci olusturulurken literatiir incelenmis ve bireylerin bir kavrama yonelik metaforik algilarinin
belirlenmesine ¢alisilan ¢alismalarin neredeyse tamaminda veri toplama araglarinin benzer sekilde kurgulandigi
gorilmistir (Faiz & Karasu-Avcl, 2019; Ogurlu, Opengin & Hizl, 2015; Ozgenel & Gokge, 2019; Patchen, &

Crawford, 2011; Saban, 2008; Shaw & Mahlios, 2008; Tut, Kiroglu & Bayraktar, 2018; Uzun & Ozcan, 2017).

Verilerin Analizi

Arastirma kapsaminda elde edilen veriler icerik analizine tabi tutulmustur. icerik analizinde benzer veriler
belirlenmis kavram ve temalar ile bir araya getirilir ve yorumlanir (Bliyikoztirk vd, 2011). Calisma kapsaminda 140
okul midirine metafor kavrami ve yapilan galisma ile ilgili bilgi verildikten sonra hazirlanan veri toplama formlari
dagitiimistir. Geri donlsu saglanan 122 form lzerinden gerekli incelemeler yapilarak metafor ¢alismasina uygun

olmayan formlarin da elenmesi ile veri setlerinin toplandigi 109 forma nihai olarak ulagilmistir.

Toplanan verilerin analizi ve yorumlanmasi siirecinde dnce okul mudirlerinin verilen kavramlari aktarmak igin
kullandiklari metaforlar belirlenmistir. Ardindan belirlenen bu metaforlar siniflandirmaya tabi tutulmustur. Bu

siniflandirma sonucu benzer metaforlar kategoriler altinda birlestirilmistir.

Arastirmanin gegerligi sirecinde veri toplama asamalar ayrintil olarak aktarilmigtir. Bununla birlikte okul
middrlerinin ifade ettikleri metaforlarin tamami bulgular kisminda sunulmustur. Arastirmanin glvenirlik
asamasinda elde edilen metaforlari bagimsiz olarak kodlayarak kategorilere ayirmasi amaciyla metaforik analiz
alaninda da galisma yapmis olan egitim yonetimi alaninda ve sosyoloji alaninda doktorasini yapmis birer uzmanin
goriistine basvurulmustur. Uzman goérisleri sonrasinda elde edilen kategoriler ve kategorilere dahil olan kodlanmis
metaforlara iliskin liste yeniden diizenlenmistir. Son olarak arastirmacilar tarafindan hazirlanan liste ve uzmanlar
tarafindan olusturulan liste karsilastirilarak goris birligi ve gorls ayrihigi sayilari belirlenmistir. Elde edilen oranlar
Miles ve Huberman’in (1994) “Giivenirlik = ((gériis birligi):(gériis birligi + goriis ayriligr)) x 100” formuli igerisinde
kullanilarak arastirmanin givenirlilik degeri hesaplanmistir. Bu hesaplama sonucunda olusturulan metaforlar ve

kodlarla ilgili olarak:

BULGULAR

Bu boliimde galismaya katilan okul midirlerinin ti¢ farkli konuya iliskin olusturduklari zihinsel temsillerin bir Grini
olarak gelistirdikleri metaforlar ele alinmistir. Bu bakimdan okul muddrlerinin ilk olarak savas olgusuna iliskin
olusturduklari metaforlar, ardindan gé¢cmenlere/siginmacilara iliskin olusturduklari metaforlar ve son olarak da
Tirkiye'deki Suriyelilere iliskin olusturduklari metaforlar belirlenerek bu metaforlar benzetme yonleri dikkate
alinarak kategorilestirilmistir. Bu baglamda elde edilen metaforlara iliskin katilimci gorislerine yer verilerek

bulgular desteklenmistir.

SONUC ve TARTISMA

Bu arastirmada okul mudirlerinin birbirleri ile iligkili oldugu degerlendirilen Ug¢ konu hakkindaki goruslerinin
karsilastirmali olarak incelenmesine c¢alisiimistir. Bu kapsamda ilk olarak okul midurlerinin savas olgusu ile ilgili
dusinceleri 6grenilmeye calisilmistir. 86 okul mudirinin savas ile ilgili 42 farkli metafor kullandiklari tespit
edilmistir. Bu metaforlar benzetme yonleri dikkate alinarak alti kategori altinda “zarar verme, afet, medikal (saglik),
dini terim, arag-gereg, hayvan ve miiphemlik (belirsizlik)” seklinde olusturulmustur. Olusturulan metaforlar
benzetme yonleri ile birlikte incelendiginde 86 okul miidirinden 84’lnlin savasi ve sonuglarini tamamen olumsuz
degerlendirildigi gérilmektedir. Okul maddrleri olusturduklari metaforlarda savasin maddi ve manevi olusturulan
medeniyet agisindan buyiik bir yikim getirdigini dile getirmislerdir. Dolayisiyla okul mudirlerinin tamamina
yakininin savasin son derece koti ve insanlik icin oldukga bilyik zararlar dogurdugunu distindikleri gérilmektedir.
Yalnizca “medikal” kategorisinde degerlendirilen “ila¢” metaforunda bir okul midirinin (K95) bazi hastaliklarin
tedavisinde ilag kullaniminin sart oldugu gibi diinya Uzerindeki bazi sorunlarin giderilmesi icin de savas
cikarilabilecegini belirttigi gorilmustir.

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ikinci olarak okul mudiirlerinin “siginmaci/miiltecilere” iliskin diisiinceleri 6grenilmeye calisiimis ve 86 okul midiiri
tarafindan 44 farklh metafor Uretildigi gérilmistir. Bu metaforlar benzetme yonleri dikkate alinarak dort kategori
altinda “kékstizliik, acima, onaylamama ve sahip ¢cikma” seklinde olusturulmustur. Siginmaci/multeciler konusunda
gorlis bildiren okul mudirlerinin  blylk ¢ogunlugu olumlu goris bildirmistir.  Okul muddrlerinin
siginmaci/milteciler ile ilgili 6zellikle onlarin vatansiz kalmalarindan 6tiri temel haklar noktasinda da eksik
kaldiklarini distindiikleri ve ¢ogunlukla bu duruma dismelerinin kendilerinden kaynaklanmadigini dusindikleri
gorulmektedir. Bundan dolayr okul mudirlerinin onlara acima duygusuyla yaklastiklari sdéylenebilir.
Siginmaci/mdlteciler konusunda 12 okul mudarinin ise benzetme yoluyla olumsuz goéris belirttikleri
gorulmektedir. Bu okul mudirleri siginmaci/miltecilerin varliklarinin istenmemesi yonuyle onlari davetsiz
misafirlere benzetmisler ve sireg icerisinde bulunduklari (lkeler igin giinden gline daha biiylk sorunlara yol

acacaklarini dustindiklerini, bu sebeple de onaylamadiklarini belirtmislerdir.

Uglincti olarak ise okul midirlerinin Tirkiye’deki Suriyelilere iliskin distinceleri égrenilmeye caligilmistir.
Calismada degerlendirmeye alinan 109 formda Tirkiye’deki Suriyelilere iliskin 83 okul mudiri tarafindan 46 farkh
metafor Uretildigi gérilmektedir. Bu metaforlar benzetme yonleri dikkate alinarak alti kategori altinda “acima,
Ozdeslesme, yersiz yurtsuzluk, damgalama, istenmeme ve belirsizlikten ¢ekinme” seklinde olusturulmustur. Okul
mudurlerinin Tirkiye’deki Suriyelilere yonelik gorusleri incelendiginde siginmaci/muiiltecilere iliskin goruslere
benzer bir nitelik ortaya ciktig gérilmektedir. Yine neredeyse her dort okul midirinden Gglnin Tiarkiye'deki
Suriyeliler konusunda acima hissine kapildiklari ve bu hissin temelinde de onlarin baskalarinin giinahini ¢eken
mazlumlar olduklarini disuindiikleri gériilmektedir. Yine her dort okul muduriinden birinin Tirkiye’deki Suriyeliler
ile tarihsel ve geleneksel bir bag kurduklarini ve bu sebeple de onlara sahip cikilmasi gerektigini belirttikleri
gorulmektedir. Okul mudirlerinin gerek siginmaci/miltecilere yonelik gerekse Tirkiye’deki Suriyelilere yonelik
disincelerini sekillendiren en 6nemli etkenlerin basinda dini goériglerinin geldigi goriilmektedir. Tirkiye'deki
Suriyelilere yonelik gorislerini dile getiren her dort okul midirinden birinin onlarin din kardesleri oldugunu ve sirf
bu sebepten 6tiirli bir emanet olarak bilerek sahip ¢ikilmasi gerektigini belirttikleri gérilmektedir. Bunun yani sira
siginmaci/miltecilere yonelik olumsuz goris bildiren okul muaduri sayisi 12 olurken Tirkiye’deki Suriyelilere
yonelik olumsuz goris bildiren okul midird sayisinin 24 oldugu gérilmektedir. Suriyeliler igin olusturulan olumsuz
metafor sayisinin siginmaci/miulteciler icin olusturulanlardan iki kat fazla olmasi dikkat ¢ekicidir. Yagmurlu (2018),
calismasinda yerel halkin Pakistanhlara karsi tutumlarinin Suriyelilere oranla ¢ok daha olumlu oldugunu ortaya
koymustur. Oyle ki érnek davranislar sergileyen Suriyeliler bile yerel halk tarafindan dislanmaktadir. Yapilan
calismalar AB ve BM’den gelen yardimlarin oldukga yetersiz olduguna ve bu yardimlarin da daha gok Suriyelilere
yapildigina dair giiclii bir kanaat bulundugunu goéstermektedir (Rozsypalova, 2018; Ozen, 2016; Yagan, 2020). Bu
arastirmalar da dikkate alindiginda okul mudirleri dahil Tirk halkinin genelinde Suriyelilere yonelik diger

milletlerden siginmaci/miiltecilerle karsilastirildiginda gérece ¢ok daha olumsuz bir tutum gelismistir.

Okul mudurlerinin Tirkiye’deki Suriyelileri korkak, hain, asalak gibi damgalarla niteledikleri ve nihai olarak tlkeye
bilyik zararlarinin dokunacagini ve giivenilir olmadiklarini belirttikleri gériilmektedir. Yabancilar ile ilgili Turkiye’de

ve yurtdisinda yapilan bircok calisma onlarin yerel halk tarafindan “biz” ve “6teki” kavramsallastirmalari Gizerinden
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yuriylslerinden, ¢alisma bicimlerinden, ten renginden, dillerinden, giysilerinden, orf adetlerinden dolayi
damgalandiklarini ve o6tekilestirildiklerini ortaya koymaktadir (Aksit, Bozok & Bozok, 2015; Demintseva, 2018;
Dong, 2018; Mclaren, 2003; Unal, 2014; Mete, 2018;). Yerel halkin géziinde yabancilarin, issizligin ve asayis
olaylarinin artmasinin bas misebbibi olarak degerlendirildigi ve bu sebeple istenmedigi (Glines, 2013; Ozkarsli,
2014; Aksit, Bozok & Bozok, 2015; Assida, 2016; Nurdogan, Dur & Oztiirk, 2016) ve gretmenlerin de bu gériise
destekler disiincelere sahip olduklari (Sakiz, 2016; Ozdemir, 2016; Yagan, 2020) dikkate alindiginda okul

mdidurlerinin de benzer bakis agilariyla olumsuz goris bildirdikleri ortaya gikmigstir.

Tirkiye'deki Suriyeliler ile ilgili olumsuz metafor olusturan okul muddirlerinin gérisleri incelendiginde bunlarin
altisinin yabancilarin uyumu noktasinda Milli Egitim Bakanlhginin koordine ettigi yabancilara yonelik uyum
egitimlerine katilmadigi, diger 18 okul mudurinin ise bu egitimlere katildigini belirttigi gérilmektedir. Dolayisiyla
bu konuda metafor olusturan uyum egitimlerine katilmis neredeyse her dort okul midirinden birinin olumsuz
metafor olusturdugunun goriilmesi dikkat gekicidir. Yapilan ¢alismalar okullarda egitim veren 6gretmenlerin ve
yoneticilerin ¢okkiltlrli siniflarin yonetimi konusunda ciddi egitimler almalari gerektigi konusunda birlesmislerdir
(Polat, 2009; Sakka, 2009; Seker & Aslan 2015; Ozer, Komsuoglu & Atesok, 2016; Saglam & Kanbur, 2017). Milli
Egitim Bakanligi'nin bu sebeple koordine ettigi egitimler 6nemli gorilmekle birlikte bu egitimlerin verimliliginin
Olctilmesi noktasinda yetersiz kaldigi ve beklenen sonuglara ulasilamadigl gortlmektedir (Yagan & Aksit, 2019;

Yagan, 2020).

Sonug olarak Tirkiye’de yabanci sayisinin hizla arttigi dikkate alindiginda okullarimizda ¢okkdltiirla siniflarin
sayisinda da artis olacagl ortadadir. Bu durumun o6zellikle Avrupa ve Amerika’da uzun yillardir yasanan uyum
problemlerini beraberinde getirme potansiyeli bulunmaktadir. Bu noktada uyum sireglerinin kolay atlatiimasina
yonelik okullara biylk sorumluluklar dismektedir. Bu sebeple egitim kurumlarinin planlama ve uygulama
asamalarindan birinci derecede sorumlu olan okul midurlerinin bu konudaki tutumlari basariyi etkileyen en 6nemli

faktorler arasinda olacaktir.

ONERILER

Calismamizin bulgulari her ne kadar okul maddrlerinin cogunlugunun bu konuda olumlu metaforlar olusturdugunu
gosterse de Ozellikle Suriyeliler konusunda diger gruplara oranla olumsuz metaforlarin ¢ok daha fazla olmasi,
sebeplerinin incelenmesi gereken bir konu olarak degerlendirilebilir. Bu konuda 6grenci ve 6gretmenlerle ilgili son
yillarda ciddi sayida arastirma yapilmasina karsin okul yoneticileri ile ayni oranda calisiimamis oldugu
gorulmektedir. Bu sebeple okul yoneticilerinin yabancilara yonelik algilarini belirlemeye yonelik calismalara agirlik
verilmesi 6nerilmektedir. Ayrica egitimin tim paydaslarina uyum ile ilgili verilen egitimlerin de verimliliginin belirli

periyotlarda ol¢tlmesi gerektigi onerilmektedir.
