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ABSTRACT

Adolescence which is an important process in which the individual steps from childhood to
adulthood is a period in which physical, spiritual and social development for the future is shaped.
In this transition period, the individual tries to define the self with abstract thought and take a
place in the socio-cultural structure. Personality and identity development are shaped especially
during adolescence. It is important for the continuation of a healthy social structure to support
the sociological, psychological, moral and religious development of children in this age range by
bringing them together with qualified literary products appropriate to their level. In the changing
world, a multicultural structure has emerged with the age of communication. Although
communication, knowing the world, universal values are important, it is possible for the
individual to say “this is me” by only adopting the values of the society in which they live and
having a national identity. At this point, one of the most important tools is children's literature
products. In this study, it is aimed to examine the educational messages in children's books that
appeal to the 11-15 age range in which the child shows a significant development and change.
The case study of the qualitative research designs was used in the study. The books of Mavisel
Yener, Cahit Zarifoglu, Cemil Kavukcu and Behi¢ Ak whose books are on the list of best sellers in
today's Turkish children's literature, have been examined in terms of educational messages. 273
messages detected are classified as "ethical messages", "psychological messages", "sociological
messages", "economic messages", "religious messages", "informational messages" and "other
messages". As a result of the research, it was determined that sociological messages were mostly
included, followed by informational, other, psychological, ethical, religious and economic
messages, respectively.
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INTRODUCTION

As a social being, human beings communicate with their environment by using different channels from the
moment of birth. The most effective and common tool in this communication is the language in which we
transfer our national values, traditions, history and culture from generation to generation. The child gains

competence in mother tongue depending on physical, cognitive and affective development.

The individual is in a mental development process parallel to physical development. Piaget identified cognitive
development in children as four stages (Piaget, 2011). At the age of eleven, the child leaves the concrete
operational period and passes to the abstract operations stage. In this process which covers the age range of
11-15, symbolic thinking leaves its place to reasoning, searching for logical reasons, making inferences, and

solving problems systematically (Gander & Gardiner, 2004: 460).

In adolescence the development of social aspects continues during the abstract operational development.
Personality development occurs after abstract processes develop and tries to adapt to adolescent society and
ultimately to the real world of work; that means, it starts to take its place as a member contributing to the
society (Wadsworth, 2015: 124). In Erikson's psychosocial development theory, the "Identity vs. Role Conflict"
phase includes the adolescence period and the need for the adolescent to gain an identity in terms of
profession, gender roles, politics and religion is emphasized (Erikson, 1993: 261-264). Individuals' physical
characteristics, appearances, biological gender, gender roles they adopt, social interaction skills, career choices
and achievements, world views, ethnic identities, personality traits, psychological adaptations, mental health

are effective in defining their own identities (inang et al., 2015: 233-234).

Identity is an attribute that must be acquired. Discovering of one's own time, own geography and own culture;
He must participate in the society and culture he lives in. In this way, it can perceive its place in the universe, its
meaning in beings, and its situation in objects. Identity is one of the concepts that explains how a society, a
people and a person sees itself and how it positions itself in history and social processes. It is a direct reflection,
image and indicator of society and nation. Identity is a dynamic phenomenon that is formed, matured, changed
and transformed in the historical process, and realizes its formation from past to present and from today to
tomorrow (Sézen, 1999: 19). Identity is subject to the determination of the basic areas in the process of
creating itself and in the environment of acquiring its own qualifications, and it becomes an extreme indicator

of social continuity (Vergin, 1993: 5).

Literature is extremely important among the basic areas that make up the identity. The fact that literature
cannot be independent from the social environment and the historical process directly manifests itself in the
formation of identity. In this sense, literature is a highly influential factor in identity formation and
transformation of identity. According to Judanis (1998: 68), the existence of literature, which is a 'diary of the
nation', as a founding element in the formation of identity and culture draws attention. All aspects of a nation's

life take place in literature. He sees the past, expectations for tomorrow and the present in literature and
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follows himself in literature. In the modern period, literature, which has become an institution in the process of

creating the nation and identity, has undertaken an important function.

There are brain and nervous system changes that affect personal and social development during adolescence.
Adolescents need more intense emotional stimulation than children or adults so they like to take risks and go
after exciting events (Woolfok Hoy, 2015: 196). In this direction parents can achieve positive results by
directing adolescents' tendencies to social activities or by enabling them to identify with the characters in
literary works. The child, trying to meet his needs, constantly seeks ways to maintain a gentle and careful
balance between personal happiness and social approval, at this point, books guide the child directly or
indirectly (Oguzkan, 1997: 18). Literary works bear the cultural and social traces of the social environment in

which they emerge and are conveyed to the reader through messages.

Every real reader has to create personal responses to the messages presented by the author, using language
and life experience. This process is influenced by the reader's cultural background on life and people, reading
experience and aesthetic knowledge (Sever, 2008: 15). Literary children's books enable children to recognize
themselves, the reality of life and human and thus form their own personalities with the experiences and

messages they offer (Aslan, 2007: 193).

Messages have a great impact on a child's personal, social and moral development. Qualified children's
literature products contribute to the development of the child in all aspects. Children's literature plays an
important role in the spiritualization of generations. In the period when technology develops rapidly, for
individuals who can adapt to the new era, who can recognize and express themselves, who have acquired
creative characteristics and who have their own cultural values, literary institutions also have a role.
Contribution of literature to social and emotional development as well as language and mental development
cannot be denied. Works of literary value and the characters in those works affect people deeply. The literary
adventure of the child which begins with lullabies, rhymes, fairy tales and stories, continues with poems, novels
and similar genres.It is absolutely necessary to benefit from the power of art that permeates the human soul
for education. It is necessary to evaluate literary works in terms of the establishment and root of human values
and qualities, the adoption of social life and the values required by the age and the recognition and assimilation

of the elements specific to national identity.

Children's books have an important place in education in the triangle of family, environment and school. On the
one hand, the presence of messages such as kindness, truthfulness, cooperation, and working awareness in
books for children helps children to gain identity, personality and self-confidence, on the other hand, it
contributes to the educational process. From the first childhood in our country, messages are tried to be
presented with the products of a different civilization and culture, mostly through translated books. In this
case, identity conflicts or self-confidence problems may arise in children. In this respect, it is important to deal

with educational messages in Turkish literature written for children and what kind of personality and identity
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formation is supported. In this study, it was aimed to determine the messages in the works written by Mavisel
Yener, Cahit Zarifoglu, Cemil Kavukgu and Behig¢ Ak for the 11-15 age range (19 books in total) and to evaluate
the personality and identity formation in the child based on these messages. The sub-problems of the study

were determined as follows: In the examined works;

1. What are the messages and how are they distributed?
2. How is the distribution of the messages on the basis of authors?
3. How is the distribution of messages in each author's work?

4. How do the messages in the works contribute to children's identity development?

METHOD

Research Design

In the study, a case study, one of the qualitative research designs, was used in order to identify and evaluate
the educational messages in children's literature products. Case study is a qualitative approach in which the
researcher collects detailed and in-depth information about a real life, a limited situation or multiple limited
situations in a certain time, and presents a situation description or situation themes (Creswell, 2013). Case
studies; identifying and seeing the details that make up an event; developing possible explanations for an

event; It is used to evaluate an event (Gall, Borg and Gall, 1996 cited in Blylkoztirk et al., 2009: 273).

Research Documents Reviewed

The documents to be examined in the study were selected by criterion sampling, one of the purposeful
sampling methods. The rationale of the criterion sampling is to study and review all situations that meet some
of the previously determined criteria of importance, which is a common strategy in quality assurance studies

(Patton, 2014: 238).

Firstly author determination was done to obtain the sample of the study. While determining the authors,
attention has been paid to the fact that they are among the most read lists in today's Turkish children's
literature and they are the authors of popular children's books that have received awards.In addition, it was
taken into account that they have different perspectives. It has been tried to determine the authors who can
see the messages in a wider range and which can be ideologically generalized in terms of different views in
society. It is thought that Yener, Zarifoglu, Ak and Kavukcu will be suitable for the sampling in terms of both

reflecting different perspectives and being the authors preferred by the readers recently.

In the second stage, the selection of the books to be included in the study was discussed. In the study, by
limiting the age period, the books written for the 11-15 age range at the secondary school level were selected
by the researchers / field experts. (Field experts consist of three research assistants who have a doctorate in

the field of Turkish education and a professor doctor.). The books included in the study are shown in Table 1.

Collection of Data

The children's books determined for the study were read in detail by four field experts. (Field experts consist of
three research assistants who have a doctorate in the field of Turkish education and a professor doctor.) As a
result of the examination, educational messages were determined considering the characteristics of the
secondary school level. The messages detected in the books were brought together and examined one by one
by the same experts. Those not included in the educational message were omitted. Many academic studies
were examined, the classifications of educational messages in the studies were examined, and the classification
in Muhsine Helimoglu Yavuz's (2013) "Tales and Educational Functions (Masallar ve Egitimsel islevleri)" was
found more appropriate and preferred. The determined educational messages were categorized under the
headings of "ethical messages", "psychological messages", "sociological messages"”, "economic messages",
"other messages" based on the classification of Yavuz (2013). The existence of messages containing religious
comprehensive messages and direct information made it obligatory to add the titles "religious messages" and

"informational messages".

Data Analysis

Descriptive analysis technique was used in the study. A total of 273 educational messages detected by field

experts were classified under seven headings. The messages are coded considering the similarities and
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differences. In such studies, data are encoded in order to create themes, patterns, processes, make
comparisons and develop explanations (Glesne, 2013: 269). After coding the distribution, percentage and

frequency of the messages were determined.

FINDINGS

Findings Regarding the First and Second Sub-Problems: Instructional Messages and Distribution of Messages

in the Reviewed Works Based on Authors

The general distribution of the detected 273 educational messages is given in Figure 1.

When Figure 1 is examined it is seen that the messages about the social development of the individual have a
slice of 58% in total with 38% sociological, 8% religious, 8% ethical and 4% economic. In the second place,
informational messages are given 20% in terms of the mental development of the individual. It is seen that
psychological messages are included in the third place in terms of emotional development with a rate of 8%. It
can be said that messages about the physical development of the individual are not often included in the

books.

The first symptoms of adolescence are changes in the body. Although it is accepted that girls enter adolescence
between the ages of 11-13 and boys between the ages of 13-15, there is no definite limit (inang et al., 2015:

242). In adolescence, unclear body image will affect self-esteem or self-image negatively and depression cases
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can be seen frequently in this period when “identity versus role confusion” is experienced (Gardak, 2013: 67).

For this reason, it is important to include positive messages about physical development and change in books.

It is seen that the social development of the individual is prioritized in the detected messages (38%). One of the
most important factors in child development is socialization. The socialization of the child is the process of
adapting to the society they live in, gaining a certain identity in the society, communicating with other people,
and also has a critical importance in the formation of personality and identity formation (Gezer Sen, 2011: 18).
The feeling of belonging and the tendency to keep group membership before individual identity constitute the
basic building blocks of the socialization process in many cultures. (Madran Demirtas, 2011: 12). Adolescents
begin to develop a sense of identity compatible with their interests and abilities, and to make personal and
professional plans by creating a unique value system (Can, 2013: 139). Individuals define, evaluate and classify
themselves by considering the social group they belong to. At the end of this classification, they identify with
the group they include themselves and their social identity is formed (Demirtas, 2003: 129). Considering the
positive effects of the idea of being a part of society on personality and identity development, it can be said
that the intensity of the messages that support social development in the books will support adolescents in a

positive way.

The fact that informational messages are present at a rate of 20% is positive in terms of the development
period of the specified age group and the intensity of curiosity in this period. Messages containing information
can sometimes explain a concept or appear as a definition. Children have the ability to learn new words by
paying attention to their use, context, and relationship with other words (Golinkoff et al., 1992: 107). From this
point of view, it is seen that these messages are important and sufficient since they contribute to the child's

language development, understanding and understanding of the world.

In the works, “other messages” take place at the rate of 14%. Technology addiction, environmental awareness,
love of reading, multidimensional thinking, effort, managerial characteristics, desire to write, love of animals,
getting up early, etc., which cannot be included in other message areas. Messages related to "other messages"
(also given with this name in Yavuz's (2013) classification based on the study) were evaluated. It is thought that
these messages will make positive contributions in terms of giving the child a love and habit of reading,

encouraging them to write, and creating environmental awareness.

Psychological messages are 8%. Increase in abstract thinking during adolescence, indecision, emotional
fluctuation, goal seeking, identity search, questioning life and environment, feeling of independence,
intellectual intensity, first-time experiences constitute different aspects of psychological development and
change (Abali, 2018: 14). Since it is extremely important to compare it with literary products containing
messages that can guide, role-model, and contribute to self-development to the child in this period, we can say

that 8% is insufficient.

Ethical messages in the works are 8%. Ethics is a concept related to morality and although moral rules can vary
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from society to society, from culture to culture, every society transfers its moral values to the new
generations.Moral reasoning begins with sensory-motor development and reaches its peak with the
completion of abstract operations and affective development (Wadsworth, 2015: 125). Children, who are the
target audience of the books included in the study, are at the second-third stage of Kohlberg's moral
development levels (Reimer et al., 1990). Children at this level want good relations with others and approval;
good and bad depend on the reactions of others, and at this stage, they begin to accept the social
arrangements of others, to see people's perspectives and to understand their intentions (Tayli, 2013: 184;
Woolfok Hoy, 2015: 228). They perceive ethical concepts such as honesty and judgment at the age of 11-13;
individual's values are formed and his moral system develops (Aydin, 2013: 44; Sahin, 2007: 13). In this
direction, conveying the messages given or to be given in children's literature products with precision; It is
important not to include misunderstandings or statements in which the child may develop negative moral

behavior.

Religious messages are also included in the discussed books at the same rate (8%) with psychological and
ethical messages. Giving religious messages with positive examples contributes to the child's identity and
personality development. According to Harms (1944, in cited Yildiz 2016), the development of religious thought
in children starts at the age of three in fact, religion is a deep-rooted feeling that exists in their nature beyond
having a religious life even at the beginning of early childhood.An individual who reaches adolescence thinks
more abstractly, more ideally and logically compared to childhood. He can question how God can exist
(Santrock, 2016: 389). These questioning perspectives of adolescents can be guided positively by correct
religious messages. It is a well-known fact that religious education, given properly (implicitly or directly),

distracts individuals from negative and bad habits.

Looking at the general message distribution, it is seen that the messages with the least percentage (4%) are
economic messages. Today in capitalist societies, relationships based on competition between individuals and
groups direct people to personal benefit rather than social benefit and selfishness and ambition are becoming
widespread in order to gain more income especially in social structures where economic inequality is in
question (Kozak, 1999: 160). Since violating certain values in order to obtain material power will deeply affect
the social structure, it is thought that economic messages should be of a guiding nature for adolescents.
Considering that the audience that the books address does not have economic freedom, this rate of 4% can be
said to be sufficient. However, at this age, it is also necessary to give non-didactic messages to the child on

issues such as money management and waste.

Findings Regarding the Distribution of Sociological Messages in Children's Literature Products

103 sociological messages detected in the books within the scope of the research are shown in Figure 2.

As seen in Figure 2, sociological messages are distributed in 23 sub-categories as follows: Tradition (17) 16%,
social problem (11) 10%, obeying etiquette (9) 9%, respect for the elderly (8) 8%, responsibility (7) 7%, national
language awareness (6) 6%, friendship (5) 5%, cleanliness (4) 4%, solidarity (4) 4%, gender discrimination (4)
4%, neighborhood relations (5)% 4, keeping secrets (3) 3%, obeying social rules (3) 3%, being punctual (3) 3%,
tolerance (2) 2%, self-talk (2) 2%, multiculturalism (2) 2%, solidarity (2) 2%, social awareness (2) 2%, loyalty (1)
1%, sensitivity (1) 1%, social equality (1) 1%, hospitality (1) 1%.

The most commonly used messages are "traditions". Traditions are the building blocks of culture and our
values that should be taught to children in terms of adaptation to social life. The high rate of messages such as
language awareness, cleanliness, obeying proprieties, helping each other and respect for the elderly are
important for identity and personality development in order to live together in a society. Loyalty, tolerance,
cleanliness, punctuality, sensitivity are among the features that will affect the personality positively.
Considering Erikson's emphasis on the important effect of social and cultural factors on identity formation
(Hakola, 2009: 11), the predominant percentage of sociological messages is suitable for adolescent

development.
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43% of the sociological messages are in the works of Yener, 28% of Zarifoglu, 17% of Kavukgu, 12% of Ak's

works. Therefore, it appears that Yener wants to see the child as a social individual who is compatible with

society.

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“If you're really going to help, you have to make an effort; Otherwise, do not to do it for
bragging... Those who are filled with a desire to help just to show off, need help themselves. "

going to bed. ” (Y-CK, p.27)

"Birce burst into laughter:" Look at my mother, she has put all the vowels and then complains
that she can't fit the messages! " "My mother is too, she will definitely put every letter in its
place!" said Oguz. ipek Hanim, who had been listening to them until that moment, interfered
with the word: ‘What can | do kids?

As it is seen in Figure 3, messages with animals 24% (13), with plants 11% (6), with professional knowledge 11%
(6), with daily life 11% (6), with language 9% (5), with culture and arts 9% (5). ), 5% (3) with human anatomy,
5% (3) with geography knowledge, 5% (3) with architecture, 4% (2) with property, 2% (1) with technology, 2%
(1) with food, 2% about children's games (1) were detected. Child language development is transitioning to a
new period in adolescence in terms of abstract thinking skills. In this sense, the inclusion of informational

messages in literary texts will both enrich the vocabulary of children and gain new perspectives. Learning about
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animals, plants, professions - in short, technical knowledge and terms in all areas of life - will contribute to the

development of the child.

46% of the informational messages belong to Ak, 29% to Yener, 20% to Kavukgu, and 5% to Zarifoglu. It is seen

that Ak gives priorityto children to learn the concrete world they live in.

The distribution of 37 other messages detected in the books examined is shown in Figure 4.

The other messages are distributed in the following subcategories: Technology addiction 22% (8),
environmental awareness 16% (6), reading love 11% (4), multidimensional thinking 8% (3), labor 8% (3),
manager characteristics. 8% (3), writing desire 5% (2), animal love 5% (2), getting up early 5% (2), time 3% (1),
health 3% (1), peace 3% (1), freedom 3% (1).These messages will contribute positively to the child gaining a
love and habit of reading, encouraging writing and creating environmental awareness. In particular giving
technology addiction has been tried to emphasize the avoidance of this situation by drawing attention to the

problems emerging with technological developments in recent years.
43% of the other posts are in Ak, 22% in Yener, 19% in Kavukgu, 16% in Zarifoglu's works.

The subcategories of psychological messages are as follows: Mercy (5) 22%, not being prejudiced (4) 18%, being
cautious (3) 13%, modesty (3) 13%, determination (2) 9%, self-awareness (2) ) 9%, being proud (1) 4%, reliance
(1) 4%, empathy (1) 4%, staying calm (1) 4%.
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The target audience of the books is in a period of rapid physical development. Both girls and boys are overly
concerned with their own body images, they try to live with mature male and female stereotypes determined
in the society they live in, and these efforts are often accompanied by anxiety and conflict (Gander & Gardiner,
2004: 451).Their mental state also draws a fluctuating graphic; selfishness, lack of empathy, lack of self-
confidence, irritability can be observed. For this reason, conveying emotions such as mercy, modesty, reliance,
determination and empathy through messages can contribute to healthy individuals and their psychological

development.

48% of psychological messages take place in the works of Zarifoglu, 35% of Yener, 13% of Ak and 4% of
Kavukgu. We can say that Zarifoglu is concerned about contributing to child psychology, feeding the soul, and

raising awareness, compared to other authors.

Findings Regarding the Distribution of Ethical Messages in Children's Literature Products

The distribution of the 21 ethical messages determined in the research is given in Figure 6.

The distribution of ethical message categories is as follows: honesty (9) 43%, fairness (6) 29%, theft (2) 9%, bad
habits (2) 9%, honor (1) 5%, deceiving / cheating (1) ) 5%.

Every society wants to raise individuals with universal values such as honesty, justice, and virtue. Moral
development manifests itself with behavioral characteristics that emerge as a result of appropriating the moral
value judgments and behavior styles of the society in which a person lives (Hokelekli, 2011: 174; Sengiin, 2007:
215).Moral development is also related to social development. The Turkish family culture structure is especially
based on the concept of morality. Kafesoglu (2015: 332-333) states that the feeling of shame, that is, morality,
is regarded as the greatest virtue in protecting people from evil, preventing others from deceiving others and
maintaining a decent life order since ancient Turks. Our authors have intensely embraced the values of being
truthful, honest and fair. In addition, through negative messages such as theft, deceit and bad habits, it was

tried to implicitly indicate that these are negative behaviors and should not be done.

38% of ethical messages are in the works of Yener, 38% of Zarifoglu, 14% of Kavukgu, 10% of Ak's works. We
can say that Yener and Zarifoglu have similar sensitivity in giving ethical messages. The distribution of ethical

messages is included in Table 6.

The distribution of religious messages is as follows: Pray 23% (5), halal-forbidden 23% (5), belief 18% (4),
circumcision 9% (2), superstition 9% (2), praise 9% (2) ), sin 9% (2). It can be said that religion is a system of
morality, education and values in general. Strengthening the human personality, giving it a new structure,
making it understand and make sense of the inner and outer world constitutes the main purpose and goal of
religion ( Hokelekli, 2011: 212-215; Kog, 2005: 88). In a period when the child questions himself and the
universe in adolescence, giving religious messages in children's books within the framework of tolerance will

contribute to the identity development of the child.

59% of religious messages belong to Zarifoglu, 18% to Yener, 18% to Kavukgu, 5% to Ak. Considering Zarifoglu's
life philosophy, perspective and ideology, it is understandable that religious messages are more than other
writers. However, the fact that Kavukgu approached the concept of circumcision in Islam and Judaism from a
negative point of view was not found to be correct in terms of conflict with the culture in which the child lives

or causing the child to have a dilemma.

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Economic messages show distribution as 75% wastage (9), 17% production awareness (2), 8% money education
(1). Although the target audience does not have economic freedom, it is useful to give these messages in order

to make them aware of not being lavish and not wasting.

50% of the economic messages were determined in the works of Zarifoglu, 25% Ak, 17% Kavukgu, 8% Yener. It
is seen that Zarifoglu has more sensitivity in the use of the resources appropriate and in quantity compared to

our other authors.

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Total of 89 messages were identified in Yener's five works. According to Figure 9, 49% of the messages were
sociological (44), 18% informational (16), 9% ethical (8), 9% psychological (8), 9% other (8), 5% are religious (4),
and 1% is economic messages (1). It can be said that the author tries to instill in children basic values such as
sense of responsibility, sensitivity, respect and friendship through social messages. Informational, psychological

and ethical messages are also given extensively in Yener's works. Economic messages appear to be very few.

A total of 76 messages were identified in six works of Zarifoglu. According to Figure 10, 38% of the messages
were sociological (29), 17% religious (13), 14% psychological (11), 11% ethical (8), 8% economic (6), 8% the
other (6) and 4% are informational (3) messages. Like Yener, Zarifoglu also included sociological messages in his

works, but it is seen that the author frequently included religious messages.

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A total of 46 messages were identified in four works of Kavukgu. According to Figure 11, 39% of these messages
were sociological (18), 24% informational (11), 15% other (7), 9% religious (4), 7% ethical (3), 4% 2% is
economic (2) and 2% is psychological messages (1). Kavukgu also uses sociological messages like Yener and

Zarifoglu more in his works.

62 messages were identified in four works of Ak. According to Figure 12, 40% of the messages were informative
(25), 26% other (16), 19% sociological (12), 5% psychological (3), 5% economic (3), 3% ' is famous for ethics (2)
and 2% is religious messages (1). Unlike other authors, while Ak gives little space to sociological messages, it is

seen that he emphasizes informative messages.

Findings Regarding the Fourth Sub-Problem: Findings Regarding the Contribution of Educational Messages to

Identity Development

In the examined works, 38% of 273 educational messages consist of sociological messages. 43% of the
sociological messages are in the works of Yener, 28% of Zarifoglu, 17% of Kavukg¢u and 12% of Ak. Human
beings are social creatures by nature and they are expected to live in harmony with the society. For this reason,
we can say that four authors, especially Yener, identify with the social group of which the children are
members and contribute to the formation of their social identities. Human beings are social creatures by
nature and they are expected to live in harmony with the society. For this reason, we can say that four authors,
especially Yener, identify with the social group of which the children are members and contribute to the
formation of their social identities. In this social identity, the following elements were tried to be given to child
readers: Responsibility, friendship, tolerance, keeping secrets, being loyal, cleanliness, sensitivity, solidarity,
punctuality, respect for the rules, respect for the elderly, respect for neighbors, multiculturalism, language

awareness. As individuals, we have objective, subjective, individual, personal and social identities. According to
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Guveng (1997: 3), social identity; It is the state of reflecting the category and characteristics of a person or his

subjective feelings and impressions about his own situation and existence.

23 subcategories have been identified in sociological messages. Traditions and customs are dominant within
these subcategories. Identity, which reminds the person of his own place and loyalty and creates a
consciousness in the person through tradition, tradition and education, is expressed as a subjective identity
(Kosoglu, 1998: 96). What or to which society a person feels is effective in the formation of this identity.
Considering the effect of traditions and customs on the acquisition of national identity in Turkish society, this is

a positive result.

48% of psychological messages with a slice of 8% are included in the works of Zarifoglu, 35% by Yener, 13% by
Ak and 4% by Kavukgu. It is seen that adolescents support their psychological development by offering positive
messages to find themselves. The fact that the authors especially focus on the concept of "compassion" is
important in terms of showing what should be the guides of the people who are the addresse of these works in

the tides and changes they experience in their inner world.

38% of the ethical messages, in which the messages about honesty and honesty are given, are included in the
works of Yener, 38% of Zarifoglu, 14% of Kavuk¢u and 10% of Ak's works. In this context, considering the
positive effects of the moral development of the individual on identity, the ethical messages in the works of

Yener and Zarifoglu make an important contribution.

CONCLUSION and DISCUSSION

It is possible to support the development of the mother tongue in the child, gain reading pleasure and habit,
enrich the vocabulary, expand their imagination with literary works. Starting from the fact that children love
narrative texts such as fairy tales, stories and novels more, comparing them with such literary works will make

it easier to convey messages that support their identity and personality development.

Especially for adolescents who step into the adult world, educational messages are a guide. Such messages,
which help the individual find himself, also contribute to personality development. There is a need for
messages that bring adolescents to a social role, ensure that they establish harmonious relationships with their

environment, and confront them with certain developmental tasks in all areas of life.

Self-concept is also an active factor in this period. It is important to create a balance both in the outer and inner
worlds of adolescents through the messages given in literary products. In this context, nineteen works by four

authors in the field of children's literature were examined. The results of these works are as follows.

1. It is seen that the detected 273 educational messages are mostly sociological, followed by informational,

other, psychological, ethical, religious and economic messages.
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2. When evaluated on the basis of authors, most messages were found in Yener's (89) works. It is also seen in
similar studies (Cesur, 2015) that the author uses educational messages extensively and emphasizes

sociological message. The least messages were found in Kavukgu's works (46).

3. 23 subcategories were identified in sociological messages. It was determined that the messages related to
tradition and custom have the highest rate among these sub-categories. It is a positive result especially when
considering the effect of traditions and customs on the acquisition of national identity in Turkish society.43% of
the sociological messages are in the works of Yener, 28% of Zarifoglu, 17% of Kavukgu, 12% of Ak's works.
Human beings are social creatures by nature and they are expected to live in harmony with the society. For this
reason, we can say that four authors, especially Yener, identify with the social group of which the children are
members and contribute to the formation of their social identity. In similar studies, it was found that different
authors included messages that support social development, although not in the first place (Acele, 2019; Akgay,
2015; Dastan, 2019; Durdu, 2019; Gul, 2019; Gulgoniil, 2014; Girbiz, 2019; Karahanoglu, 2017; Kigik, 2005;
Ozdemir, 2008; Tekin, 2018; Ulusu, 2020; Yiimaz, 2019).

4. 46% of informational messages with a slice of 20% belong to Ak, 29% to Yener, 20% to Kavukgu, and 5% to
Zarifoglu. In the context of knowledge, the authors included definitions and explanations about animals, plants,
occupational knowledge, daily life, language, culture and art, human anatomy, geography, architecture,
furniture, technology, food, and children's games.Presenting such information in fiction with literary works
rather than sources such as encyclopedias or dictionaries will provide more permanent learning. Studies show

that different authors prefer to use informative messages in their works for children (Erdi, 2008).

5. In the other messages subcategory, the messages regarding technology addiction were mostly encountered.
We can evaluate this situation as a positive attitude in order to prevent children from using technology in an
aimless and unlimited way today.Within the scope of other messages, messages that support the development
of the individual, such as environmental awareness, love to read, are frequently included. 43% of the other
messages detected in the books belong to Ak, 22% to Yener, 16% to Zarifoglu and 19% to Kavukgu. It is seen
that Ak uses messages such as technology use and addiction, health, freedom and peace more frequently than
other authors. In our study, it is seen that messages such as environmental awareness and love for animals,
which are within the scope of other messages, are heavily processed by different authors in similar studies

(Acele, 2019; Gul, 2019; Giindiiz, 2019; Kavak, 2018; Tekin, 2018).

6. 48% of psychological messages with a slice of 8% are included in the works of Zarifoglu, 35% by Yener, 13%
by Ak and 4% by Kavukgu. In a sense, it is the duty of the authors who work in the field of children's literature
to support the psychological development of adolescents by providing positive messages to find themselves.lIt
has been determined that these authors focus on the concept of "mercy" in their works. Since the tides and
changes in the inner worlds of the audience who are the addressees of these works can sometimes lead them

to brutally criticize their friends or to torment animals, it is extremely appropriate to prioritize the feeling of
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compassion. Studies have shown that different authors also use psychological messages extensively (Oflaz,

2017; Ulusu, 2020).

7. 38% of 8% ethical messages are in Yener, 38% in Zarifoglu, 14% in Kavukcu and 10% in Ak's works. Messages
regarding honesty and integrity were found to be intense. The importance of honesty in an individual's
upbringing cannot be denied.The necessity of moral messages and education in terms of personality
development of the individual has also been demonstrated by studies (Aydin, 2008; Karatay et al., 2015). It is
also seen that ethical messages are heavily involved in works for children by different authors (Dastan, 2019;
Istk, 2017; Uzuner & Simsek, 2016). It is understood that some authors use ethical messages, although not

intensely (Glrbiz, 2019).

8. 59% of religious messages with a ratio of 8% take place in the works of Zarifoglu, 18% Yener, 18% Kavukgu
and 5% Ak. The widespread use of religious messages and elements in Kaya's (2007) study on Zarifoglu's
children's books supports our study. Among the religious messages of the authors, the intensity of pray and
halal-forbidden elements draws attention.In similar studies, it is seen that some authors use religious messages
primarily (Kaplan, 2013), although it is not a priority (Dastan, 2019; Durdu, 2019; Yilmaz, 2019) and some
authors do not include religious elements in their works (Gulgéniil, 2014). It is thought that it would be positive
if the messages that support the spirituality of the individual in terms of personality and identity development

are included in the works, even if a little.

9. 50% of the economic messages with a ratio of 4%was found in the works of Zarifoglu, 17% by Kavukeu, 25%
by Ak, 8% by Yener.Economic messages are centered around waste. This picture is seen suitable in terms of
explaining the seriousness of the negativity of waste to the growing individual. Giving children non-didactic
messages about money management, waste, etc. is really an issue that needs to be addressed. In similar

studies, it is seen that some authors do not include economic messages (Durdu, 2019).

Identity, which determines the relationships of the individual with the various groups in which he lives and the
degree of duty, rights and commitment to these groups, was generally a "given" phenomenon in the past; the
modern world has changed this significantly towards "winning". Social mobility possibilities, widespread
information, egalitarian understanding, dissemination of fundamental rights and freedoms, etc. developments
made the “voluntary” activity related to identity important (Connolly, 1995: 17). In this context, we can say that

a serious contribution can be made to children's identity acquisition through literary works.

Books guide children, directly or indirectly to find ways to form a balance between personal happiness and
social approval. At the same time, in addition to the family, school and environment, books also offer a right or
wrong way to children trying to gain individual and social identity.At this point, qualified children's literature
products should be put into action so that children are psychologically, sociologically, etc. may contribute to
the development of aspects. In this context, if there are generally accepted classical works for adults,

generations with identity and personality can be raised by identifying and reading classic works for children.

Bireyin c¢ocukluktan yetiskinlige adim attigi énemli bir sire¢ olan ergenlik, gelecege yonelik
bedensel, ruhsal, toplumsal gelisimin sekillendigi bir donemdir. Bu gecis doneminde birey soyut
disinceyle birlikte kendini tanimlamaya, sosyokdltiirel yapi icerisinde kendisine yer edinmeye
calisir. Bireyin kisilik ve kimlik gelisimi 6zellikle ergenlik doneminde sekillenir. Bu yas araliginda
gocugu, seviyesine uygun nitelikli edebf Uriinlerle bulusturarak sosyolojik, psikolojik, ahlaki, dint
gelisimini desteklemek ve kimlik kazanimina katkida bulunmak saglikli bir toplum yapisinin
devami agisindan énemlidir. Degisen diinyada iletisim cagi ile birlikte gok kiiltlirlu bir yapi ortaya
cikmustir. iletisim, dinyayr tanimak, evrensel degerler dnemli olmakla birlikte bireyin “ben
buyum” diyebilmesi; yasadigi toplumun deger yargilarini benimsemesi ve milli kimlik edinebilmesi
ile mimkindir. Bu noktada en 6nemli araglardan biri cocuk edebiyati Grinleridir. Bu ¢alismada
c¢ocugun o6nemli bir gelisim ve degisim gosterdigi 11-15 yas araligina hitap eden c¢ocuk
kitaplarinda bulunan egitsel iletileri incelemek amacglanmigtir. Arastirmada nitel arastirma
desenlerinden durum ¢alismasi kullanilmistir. Glinumiiz Turk ¢ocuk edebiyatinda kitaplar gok
satilanlar listesine girmis olan Mavisel Yener, Cahit Zarifoglu, Cemil Kavukgu ve Behig Ak’in gocuk

»nou

kitaplari egitsel iletiler agisindan incelenmistir. Tespit edilen 273 ileti; “etik iletiler”, “psikolojik
iletiler”, “sosyolojik iletiler”, “ekonomik iletiler”, “dini iletiler”, “bilgi icerikli iletiler” ve “&teki
iletiler” olarak siniflandiriimistir. Arastirma sonucunda en ¢ok sosyolojik iletilere daha sonra

siraslyla bilgi icerikli, 6teki, psikolojik, etik, dint ve ekonomik iletilere yer verildigi tespit edilmistir.

Sosyal bir varlik olan insan, dogdugu andan itibaren farkli kanallari kullanarak c¢evresi ile iletisim kurar. Bu
iletisimde en etkili ve yaygin arag¢ nesilden nesile milli degerlerimizi, geleneklerimizi, tarihimizi, kaltirimuza

aktardigimiz dildir. Cocuk bedensel, biligssel ve duyussal gelisimine bagli olarak ana dilinde yetkinlik kazanir.

Birey, fiziksel gelisime paralel bir zihinsel gelisim sireci igerisindedir. Piaget, cocukta biligsel gelisimi dort asama
olarak belirlemistir (Piaget, 2011). On bir yasina gelen ¢ocuk somut islemler déneminden gikip soyut islemler
basamagina gecis yapmaktadir. 11-15 yas araligini kapsayan bu siiregte sembolik duslince yerini akil ylritmeye,
mantiksal nedenler aramaya, ¢ikarimda bulunmaya, sorunlari sistemli bir sekilde ¢dzmeye birakmaktadir

(Gander & Gardiner, 2004: 460).

Ergenlikte soyut islemsel gelisim siliresince sosyal yonlerin gelisimi devam eder. Kisilik gelisimi soyut islemler
gelistikten sonra ortaya ¢ikar ve ergen, topluma ve nihayetinde gergek is diinyasina uyum saglamaya ¢alisir;
baska bir deyisle topluma katkida bulunan bir Uye olarak yerini almaya baslar (Wadsworth, 2015: 124).
Erikson’un psikososyal gelisim kuraminda “Kimlige Karsi Rol Karmasasi” evresi ergenlik dénemini kapsamaktadir
ve bu donemde ergenin meslek, cinsiyet rolleri, politika ve din konusunda kimlik kazanmasinin gerekliligi
vurgulanmaktadir (Erikson, 1993: 261-264). Bireylerin fiziksel o6zellikleri, gérinimleri, biyolojik cinsiyetleri,
benimsedikleri cinsiyet rolleri, toplumsal etkilesim becerileri, meslek secimleri ve basarilari, diinya gorisleri,
etnik kimlikleri, kisilik 6zellikleri, psikolojik uyumlari, ruh saghklari kendi kimliklerini tanimlamalarinda etkili

olmaktadir (inang vd., 2015: 233-234).

Kimlik, kazanilmasi gereken bir Ozniteliktir. Bireyin kendi zamanini, kendi cografyasini, kendi kiltlrina
kesfetmesi; icinde bulundugu topluma, kiltire katilmasi gerekir. Bu sayede evren icindeki yerini, varlklar
icindeki anlamini, nesneler igindeki durumunu algilayabilir. Kimlik, bir toplumun, bir halkin ve bir kisinin
kendisini nasil gordiigl, tarih ve toplum siireglerinde kendini nasil konumlandirdigini agiklayan kavramlardan
biridir. Toplumun, ulusun dogrudan yansimasi, imgesi ve gostergesidir. Kimlik, tarihsel siire¢ icinde olusan,
olgunlasan, degisen ve donlsen, diinden bugiline, bugiinden yarina olusumunu gergeklestiren dinamik bir
olgudur (S6zen, 1999: 19). Kimlik, kendini olusturma stirecinde ve kendi niteliklerini kazanma ortaminda temel

alanlarin belirlemesine muhatap olur ve toplumsal stirekliligin bir u¢ géstergesi haline gelir (Vergin, 1993: 5).

Kimligi olusturan temel alanlar arasinda edebiyat son derece dnemlidir. Edebiyatin toplumsal ortam ve tarihsel
sirecten bagimsiz olamama gergegi, dogrudan kimlik olusumunda kendini gostermektedir. Bu anlamda
edebiyat, kimlik olusumunda ve kimligin dontisiminde hayli etkili bir faktordiir. Judanis’e (1998: 68) gore, bir
milletin glinlGgl olan edebiyatin kimlik ve kiltlirin olusumunda kurucu 6ge olarak varligi dikkatleri ¢ceker. Bir
milletin yasantisinin tim boyutlari edebiyatta yer alir. Gegmisi, yarina iliskin beklentileri ve buglnini
edebiyatta gorir, edebiyatta kendini izler. Modern dénemde milli kimligin olusturulma sirecinde bir kurum

haline gelen edebiyat, 6nemli bir islev tGstlenmistir.
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Ergenlik doneminde kisisel ve sosyal gelisimi etkileyen beyin ve sinir sistemi degisiklikleri s6z konusudur.
Ergenler gocuk veya yetiskinlerden daha fazla yogun duygusal uyariciya ihtiyag duyarlar, bu yiizden de risk
almayi ve heyecanli olaylarin pesinden gitmeyi severler (Woolfok Hoy, 2015: 196). Ebeveynler ergenlerin bu
yondeki egilimlerini onlari sosyal igerikli etkinliklere yonlendirerek veya edebi Grlinlerdeki karakterlerle 6zdesim
kurmalarini saglayarak olumlu sonuglara ulasabilirler. ihtiyaglarini karsilamaya calisan ¢ocuk, durmadan kisisel
mutluluk ile toplumsal tasvip arasinda nazik ve dikkatli bir dengeyi siirdlirmenin yollarini arar, bu noktada
kitaplar dogrudan dogruya veya dolayh olarak ¢ocuga yol gosterir (Oguzkan, 1997: 18). Edebi Uriinler ortaya

¢iktigi sosyal cevrenin kilturel ve toplumsal izlerini tasir ve iletiler yoluyla okuyucuya aktarilr.

Yazarin sundugu iletilere her gercek okurun dil ve yasam deneyimiyle kisisel tepkiler-yanitlar olusturmasi
gerekir. Bu slreg, okurun yasama ve insana iliskin kiltiirel birikiminden, okuma deneyiminden ve estetik
birikiminden etkilenir (Sever, 2008: 15). Edebi g¢ocuk kitaplari, sundugu yasanti ve iletilerle g¢ocuklarin
kendilerini, yasam ve insan gergekligini tanimalarini ve bdylece kendi kisiliklerini olusturmalarini saglar (Aslan,

2007: 193).

Edebl metinlerdeki iletilerin cocugun kisisel, sosyal, ahlaki gelisiminde buyik bir etkisi vardir. Nitelikli gocuk
edebiyati Grinleri ¢ocugun her yonden gelisimine katki saglar. Cocuk edebiyati nesillerin ruh kazanmasinda
onemli bir rol oynar. Teknolojinin hizla gelistigi dénemde hem yeni ¢caga ayak uyduracak hem kendini taniyan ve
ifade edebilen, yaratici yapiya sahip 6zellikler kazanmis hem de kendi kiltlrel degerlerine sahip bireyler icin
egitim kurumlarinin yaninda edebiyatgilara da goérev diismektedir. Edebiyatin dil ve zihin gelisiminin yaninda
sosyal ve duygusal gelisime katkisi inkar edilemez. Edebi degere haiz eserler ve o eserlerde yer alan karakterler
insani derinden etkiler. Cocugun ninni, tekerleme, masal ve hikdyelerle baslayan edebi seriliveni siir, roman ve
benzeri tiirlerle devam eder. Sanatin insanin ruhuna isleyen etki giiclinden egitim icin mutlaka faydalanmak
gerekir. Edebi eserleri insana has deger ve niteliklerin yerlesip koklesmesi, toplumsal yasamin ve ¢agin
gerektirdigi degerlerin benimsenmesi, milli kimlige has unsurlarin taninmasi ve 6ziimsenmesi noktasinda

degerlendirmek gerekir.

Cocuk kitaplari aile, cevre ve okul lggeninde egitimde dnemli bir yere sahiptir. Bir yandan g¢ocuklara yonelik
kitaplarda iyilik, dogruluk, is birligi, calisma bilinci gibi iletilerin varligi ¢ocuklara kimlik, kisilik ve 6zgiven
kazanimi saglarken diger yandan da egitim siirecine katki sunar. Ulkemizde ilk cocukluk déneminden itibaren
farkh bir medeniyet ve kiiltiriin Grinleriyle, cogunlukla geviri kitaplarla iletiler sunulmaya galisilir. Bu durumda
cocuklarda kimlik gatismalari veya 6zglven sorunlari ortaya cikabilir. Bu agidan Tirk edebiyatinda ¢ocuklara
yonelik yazilan eserlerde egitsel iletilerin ele alinmasi ve nasil bir kisilik ve kimlik olusumunun desteklendigi
onem tasimaktadir. Bu dogrultuda arastirmada Mavisel Yener, Cahit Zarifoglu, Cemil Kavukgu ve Behig¢ Ak’in 11-
15 yas araligi (ortaokul seviyesi) icin kaleme aldiklari eserlerinde yer alan iletileri tespit etmek ve bu iletilerden
yola cikarak c¢ocukta nasil bir kimlik olusumu gerceklesebilecegini degerlendirmek amaglanmistir. Bu amag

dogrultusunda calismanin alt problemleri su sekilde belirlenmistir:
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1.incelenen eserlerdeki iletiler nelerdir, nasil bir dagilim géstermektedir?

YONTEM
Arastirmanin Modeli

Calismada cocuk edebiyati Uriinlerindeki egitsel iletileri tespit etmek ve degerlendirmek amaciyla nitel
arastirma desenlerinden durum galismasi kullanilmigtir. Durum g¢alismasi arastirmacinin gergek bir yasam, sinirli
bir durum ya da belli bir zaman igcinde ¢oklu sinirlandirilmis durumlar hakkinda coklu bilgi kaynaklari araciligiyla
detayli ve derinlemesine bilgi topladigi, bir durum betimlemesi ya da durum temalari ortaya koydugu nitel bir
yaklasimdir (Creswell, 2013). Durum galismalari; bir olayi meydana getiren ayrintilari tanimlamak ve gérmek; bir
olaya iliskin olasi agiklamalari gelistirmek; bir olayr degerlendirmek amaciyla kullanilir (Gall, Borg ve Gall, 1996

Aktaran Buyukoztiirk vd., 2009 :273).
Aragtirmada incelenen Dokiimanlar

Calismada incelenecek dokiimanlar amagli 6rnekleme yéntemlerinden 8lgiit drneklem yoluyla segilmistir. Olgiit
orneklemin mantigi, kalite glivence g¢alismalarinda olagan bir strateji olan, daha 6nce belirlenmis bazi 6nem

Olgutlerini karsilayan tim durumlari ¢calisma ve gézden gecirmektir (Patton, 2014: 238).

Calisma kapsaminda incelenecek eserleri belirlemek amaciyla 6ncelikli olarak yazar tespiti yapilmistir. Yazarlar
tespit edilirken; glinimuz Turk ¢ocuk edebiyatinda gok okunanlar listelerine girmis (Calismanin baslangici olan
2017 vyilinda  www.kitapyurdu.com, www.kitapsec.com, www.dr.com.tr, www.bilgiyayinevi.com.tr,
www.idefix.com adresleri taranarak belirlenmistir.), popller ¢ocuk kitaplari yazarlari olmalarina dikkat
edilmistir. Ayrica vyazarlarin segiminde farkli bakis agilarina sahip olmalari hususu géz oniinde
bulundurulmustur. iletileri daha genis bir yelpazede gdérebilmek ve ideolojik olarak toplumdaki farkh gorisler
acisindan genellemeye gidilebilecek yazarlar belirlenmeye calsiimistir. Mavisel Yener, Cahit Zarifoglu, Behi¢ Ak
ve Cemil Kavukcu’'nun hem farkli bakis agilarini yansitmalari hem de son dénemde okurlarin tercih ettigi

yazarlar olmalari bakimindan c¢alisma icin uygun olacagi dislinGlmustdr.

ikinci asamada calismaya dahil edilecek kitaplarin secimi ele alinmistir. Calismada yas dénemi de
sinirlandirilarak ortaokul seviyesindeki 11-15 yas araligina hitaben yazilmis olan kitaplar arastirmacilar
tarafindan secilmis ve Tirkge egitimi alaninda doktora yapan (i¢ arastirma gorevlisi ve bir profesér doktordan

uzman gorisu alinarak netlestirilmistir.

Dort yazarin hikdaye ve roman tiirinde kaleme aldigi toplam 19 c¢ocuk kitabi arastirmaya dahil edilmistir.

Verilerin Toplanmasi

Galisma igin belirlenen gocuk kitaplari, dort alan uzmani (Alan uzmanlarindan ikisi ¢alismanin yazaridir.)
tarafindan detayl bir sekilde okunmustur. Oncelikle ortaokul diizeyinin 6zellikleri géz éniinde bulundurularak
egitsel iletiler tespit edilmistir. Kitaplarda tespit edilen iletiler bir araya getirilmis ve ayni alan uzmanlari
tarafindan tek tek incelenmistir. Egitsel ileti kapsamina dahil olmayanlar gikariimistir. Tartisma kisminda atifta
bulunulan akademik ¢alismalar incelenmis, calismalardaki egitsel ileti siniflandiriimalarina bakilmis ve Muhsine
Helimoglu Yavuz’un (2013) “Masallar ve Egitimsel islevleri” eserindeki siniflandirma daha uygun bulunup tercih
edilmistir. Belirlenen egitsel iletiler Yavuz’'un (2013) tasnifi esas alinarak “etik iletiler”, “psikolojik iletiler”,

ekonomik iletiler”, “6teki iletiler” baslklari altinda siniflandiriimistir. DinT kapsamli mesaj
iceren ve dogrudan bilgi vermeyi amaclayan iletilerin varhigi, “dinf iletiler” ve “bilgi icerikli iletiler” bashklarini da
eklemeyi zorunlu kilmistir.

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Verilerin Analizi

Calismada betimsel analiz teknigi kullanilmistir. Alan uzmanlari tarafindan tespit edilen toplam 273 egitsel ileti
onceden belirlenmis olan yedi ileti bashgi altinda siniflandiriimistir. Ana basliklar altina yerlestirilen iletiler kendi
iclerinde benzerlik ve farkliliklari dikkate alinarak kodlanmistir. Bu tarz ¢alismalarda temalar oriintiler, stiregler
olusturmak, karsilastirmalar yapmak ve agiklamalar gelistirmek igin veriler kodlanir (Glesne, 2013: 269). Yapilan

kodlamalardan sonra iletilerin dagilimi yiizde ve frekanslari belirlenmistir.
BULGULAR

Birinci ve ikinci Alt Probleme iliskin Bulgular: incelenen Eserlerdeki Egitsel iletiler ve iletilerin Yazarlar

Bazinda Dagilimi

Cozimlemelerin sonucunda incelenen kitaplarda toplam 273 egitsel iletinin oldugu gorilmus, bu iletilerin genel

dagilimi Sekil 1’de verilmistir:

Sekil 1 incelendiginde; bireyin sosyal gelisimine yonelik iletilerin sosyolojik %38, dini %8, etik %8, ekonomik %4
ile toplamda %58’lik bir dilime sahip oldugu gériilmektedir. ikinci sirada bireyin zihinsel gelisimi acisindan bilgi
icerikli iletilere %20 yer verildigi; Gglinci sirada duygusal gelisimi agisindan %8’lik bir oranla psikolojik iletilere

yer verildigi gorilmektedir. Bireyin fiziksel gelisimine dair iletilere kitaplarda pek yer verilmedigi séylenebilir.

Ergenlik déneminin ilk belirtileri vicutta meydana gelen degisimlerdir. Ergenlik donemine kizlarin 11-13,
erkeklerin de 13-15 yas araliginda girdikleri kabul edilmekle birlikte kesin bir siniri yoktur (inang vd., 2015: 242).

Ergenlik doneminde beden imajinin net olusmamasi benlik saygisini ya da benlik imgesini olumsuz etkileyecegi
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gibi “kimlige karsi rol karmasasinin” yasandigi bu donemde depresyon vakalari sik gérilebilir (Cardak, 2013: 67).

Bu sebeple fiziksel gelisime ve degisime yonelik olumlu iletilerin kitaplarda yer almasi dnemlidir.

Tespit edilen iletilerde bireyin sosyal gelisiminin dncellendigi goriilmektedir (%38). Cocuk gelisiminde en 6nemli
unsurlardan biri sosyallesmedir. Cocugun sosyallesmesi yasadigl topluma uyum saglamasi, toplum iginde belirli
bir kimlik kazanmasi, diger insanlarla iletisim kurmasi siirecidir, ayni zamanda kisiligin sekillenmesinde ve kimlik
olusumunda kritik bir neme sahiptir (Gezer Sen, 2011: 18). Ait olma duygusu ve grup Uyeligini bireysel kimligin
onlinde tutma egilimi, bircok kiiltirde toplumsallasma siirecinin temel yapi tasini olusturmaktadir (Madran
Demirtas, 2011: 12). Ergen kendi ilgi ve yetenekleriyle uyumlu bir kimlik duygusu gelistirmeye, kendine 6zgl bir
degerler sistemi olusturarak kisisel ve mesleki planlar yapmaya baslar (Can, 2013: 139). Bireyler kendilerini
Uyesi olduklari sosyal grubu dikkate alarak tanimlar, degerlendirip siniflandirirlar. Bu siniflandirma sonunda
kendilerini dahil ettikleri grupla 6zdeslesirler ve sosyal kimlikleri olusur (Demirtas, 2003: 129). Toplumun bir
parcasi olma duslincesinin kisilik ve kimlik gelisimi Gzerindeki olumlu etkileri dustinuldiginde, kitaplardaki
sosyal gelisimi destekleyen iletilerin yogunlugunun ergenlik dénemindeki c¢ocuklari olumlu y6nde

destekleyecegi sdylenebilir. Bu iletilerin ortiik bir bicimde, edebf bir anlayisla verilmesi de 6nemlidir.

Bilgi icerikli iletilerin %20 oraninda yer almasi belirtilen yas grubunun gelisim dénemi ve bu dénemde merak
duygusunun yogunlugu agisindan olumludur. Bilgi iceren iletiler bazen bir kavrami aciklayabilecegi gibi tanim
seklinde de karsimiza ¢ikabilmektedir. Cocuklar yeni sdzciikleri kullanima, baglama ve diger sozciiklerle iliskisine
dikkat ederek 6grenme yetenegine sahiptir (Golinkoff vd., 1992: 107). Bu agidan bakildiginda gocugun dil
gelisimine, diinyayl anlama ve anlamlandirmasina katki sagladigi icin bu iletilerin 6nemli ve yeterli diizeyde

oldugu gorilmektedir.

Eserlerde “Oteki iletiler” %14 oraninda yer almaktadir. Diger ileti alanlarina dahil edilemeyen teknoloji
bagimhhgi, cevre bilinci, okuma sevgisi, ¢ok boyutlu diisinme, emek, yonetici 6zellikleri, yazma istegi, hayvan
sevgisi, erken kalkmak, vd. ile ilgili iletiler “Oteki iletiler” (Calismada esas alinan Yavuz’'un (2013)
siniflandirmasinda da bu isimle verilmistir.) kapsaminda degerlendirilmistir. Bu iletilerin cocuga okuma sevgisi
ve aliskanhgi kazandirmak, yazmaya tesvik etmek, cevre bilinci olusturmak agisindan olumlu katkilar saglayacagi

duslintilmektedir.

Psikolojik iletiler %8 oranindadir. Ergenlik doneminde soyut disiincede artis, kararsizlik, duygusal dalgalanma,
hedef arayisi, kimlik arayisi, hayati ve ¢evreyi sorgulama, bagimsizlik hissiyati, fikri yogunluk, ilk kez yasanan
deneyimler psikolojik gelisim ve degisimin farkh yonlerini olusturmaktadir (Abali, 2018: 14). Bu donemdeki
cocuga; yol gosterecek, rol-model olabilecek, benlik gelisimine katkida bulunabilecek iletiler iceren edebf

Urlinlerle karsilagtirmak son derece 6nemli oldugundan %8’lik oranin yetersiz oldugu sdylenebilir.

Eserlerdeki etik iletiler %8 oranindadir. Etik ahlakla ilgili bir kavramdir ve ahlaki kaideler toplumdan topluma,
kiltlirden kiltire degisebilmekle birlikte her toplum kendi ahlaki degerlerini yeni nesillere aktarir. Ahlaki

muhakeme duyusal-motor gelisim ile baslar, soyut islemler ve duyussal gelisimin tamamlanmasi ile doruga
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ulasir (Wadsworth, 2015: 125). Calismaya dahil edilen kitaplarin hedef kitlesi olan ¢ocuklar Kohlberg’in ahlaki
gelisim diizeylerinden ikinci diizey-lglnci evrededir (Reimer vd., 1990). Bu diizeydeki ¢cocuklar baskalariyla iyi
iliskiler kurmak, onaylanmak ister; iyi-kotl baskalarinin tepkilerine baghdir ve bu evrede baskalarinin toplumsal
dizenlemelerini kabul etmeye, kisilerin bakis agilarini gérmeye, niyetlerini anlamaya baslarlar (Tayli, 2013: 184;
Woolfok Hoy, 2015: 228). 11-13 yas doneminde duristlik, yargilama gibi etik kavramlari algilarlar; bireyin
degerleri olusur ve ahlak sistemi gelisir (Aydin, 2013: 44; Sahin, 2007: 13). Bu dogrultuda ¢ocuk edebiyati
Urlnlerinde verilen veya verilecek olan iletilerin hassasiyetle aktariimasi; yanlis anlasilmalara veya ¢ocugun

olumsuz ahlaki davranis gelistirebilecegi ifadelere yer verilmemesi dnem arz etmektedir.

incelenen kitaplarda dinf iletiler de psikolojik ve etik iletilerle ayni oranda (%8) yer almaktadir. Dini iletilerin
olumlu 6rneklerle verilmesi ¢cocugun kimlik ve kisilik gelisimine katki saglamaktadir. Harms’a (1944, aktaran
Yildiz 2016) gore gocukta dinf diisiince gelisimi (¢ yasinda baslamaktadir; hatta din, erken ¢ocukluk déneminin
baslangicinda bile dini yasantiya sahip olmaktan Ote tabiatlarinda var olan kokli bir hissiyattir. Ergenlik
doénemine gelen bir birey cocukluk dénemine kiyasla daha soyut, daha ideal ve mantikli diisiinir. Tanri’nin nasil
var olabilecegini sorgulayabilir (Santrock, 2016: 389). Ergenlerin bu sorgulayici bakis agilari dogru dinf iletilerle

olumlu bir sekilde yonlendirilebilir.

Genel ileti dagilimina bakildiginda en az ylzdeye (%4) sahip iletinin ekonomik iletiler oldugu gorilmektedir.
GlnUmiuzde kapitalist toplumlarda kisiler ve gruplar arasi rekabete dayali iliskiler, insanlari toplumsal yarar
yerine kisisel ¢ikara yonlendirmekte, 6zellikle ekonomik esitsizligin s6z konusu oldugu sosyal yapilarda daha ¢ok
gelir elde etmek igin bencillik ve hirs yayginlasmaktadir (Kozak, 1999: 160). Maddi gii¢ elde edebilmek igin
birtakim degerlerin c¢ignenmesi toplumsal yaplyi derinden etkileyeceginden, ekonomik iletilerin ergenlik
cagindaki bireyleri yonlendirici nitelikte olmasi gerektigi duslnilmektedir. Kitaplarin seslendigi kitlenin
ekonomik 6zgiirlige sahip olmadiklari gbz 6niinde bulunduruldugunda bu %4’lik oran yeterlidir denebilir. Fakat
bu yaslarda cocuga para yonetimi, israf gibi konularda, kurgu icinde islenen inandirici olaylar esliginde didaktik

olmayan iletilerin verilmesi de gereklidir.

Bir toplumda birlik ve beraberlik iginde
yasayabilmek icin gerekli olan dil bilinci, temizlik, gérgli kurallarina uymak, yardimlasma, yaslilara saygi gibi
iletilerin oraninin yogun olmasi kimlik ve kisilik gelisimi agisindan dnemlidir. Vefali olmak, hosgori, temizlik,
dakik olmak, duyarhhk kisiligi olumlu yonde etkileyecek Ozelliklerdendir. Erikson’un da sosyal ve kiiltirel
faktorlerin kimlik olusumundaki énemli etkisine yaptigi vurgu (Hakola, 2009: 11) dusinildiginde sosyolojik

iletilerin agirlikli yizdesi ergen gelisimi agisindan uygundur.

Sosyolojik iletilerin %43’'G Yener’'in, %28’i Zarifoglu'nun, %17’si Kavukgu’'nun, %12’si Ak’in eserlerinde yer
almaktadir. Dolayisiyla Yener’in cocugu topluma uyumlu, sosyal bir birey olarak gormek istedigi ortaya

¢cikmaktadir.

Bu alt kategoriler icerisinde gelenek ve gorenekler baskin
durumdadir. Kisiye kendi yerini ve baghliklarini hatirlatan, gelenek, gorenek ve egitim yoluyla kiside bir suur
yaratan kimlik 6znel kimlik olarak ifade edilmektedir (Késoglu, 1998: 96). Bu kimligin olusumunda kisinin
kendisini neye ya da hangi topluma ait hissettigi etkili olmaktadir. Tuirk toplum yapisinda milli kimlik ediniminde

TARTISMA ve SONUC

Cocukta ana dili gelisimine destek olmak, okuma zevk ve aliskanligi kazandirmak, kelime hazinesini
zenginlestirmek, hayal dinyalarini genisletmek edebi eserlerle mimkiin olabilmektedir. Cocuklarin masal,
hikaye, roman gibi dykiileyici metinleri daha ¢ok sevdikleri gerceginden yola ¢ikip onlari bu tarz edebi eserlerle

karsilastirmak kimlik ve kisilik gelisimlerini destekleyecek iletileri aktarmayi kolaylastiracaktir.

Ozellikle yetiskin diinyasina adim atan ergenlik cagindaki cocuklar icin egitsel iletiler rehber niteligindedir.
Bireyin kendini bulmasina yardimci olan bu tir iletiler kisilik gelisimine de katki saglamaktadir. Ergeni toplumsal
role ulastiran, gevresiyle uyumlu iliskiler kurmasini saglayan, yasamin her alaninda birtakim gelisim gorevleriyle

karsi karslya getiren iletilere ihtiyag vardir.

Benlik kavrami da bu dénemde etkin bir unsurdur. Edebi triinlerde verilen iletiler yoluyla ergenlik ¢cagindaki
cocuklarin hem dis dlinyalarinda hem de i¢ diinyalarinda bir denge olusturulmasi 6nem arz etmektedir. Bu
baglamda cocuk edebiyati sahasinda dort yazara ait on dokuz eser incelenmistir. Bu eserlere ait sonuglar

sunlardir:

1. Tespit edilen 273 egitsel iletinin en ¢ok sosyolojik, daha sonra sirasiyla bilgi icerikli, 6teki, psikolojik, etik, dint

ve ekonomik ileti oldugu gérilmektedir.

2. Yazarlar bazinda degerlendirildiginde en c¢ok iletiye Yener’in (89) eserlerinde rastlanmistir. Yazarin egitsel
iletileri yogun olarak kullandigi ve sosyolojik iletiye agirlik verdigi benzer calismalarda da (Cesur, 2015)

gorilmektedir. En az ileti ise Kavukgu’nun eserlerinde (46) tespit edilmistir.

3. Sosyolojik iletilerde 23 alt kategori belirlenmistir. Bu alt kategoriler icerisinde gelenek ve gérenek ile ilgili
iletilerin en yiiksek orana sahip oldugu tespit edilmistir. Ozellikle Tiirk toplum yapisinda milli kimlik ediniminde
gelenek ve goreneklerin etkisi dusliniildiglinde olumlu bir sonugtur. Sosyolojik iletilerin %43’G Yener’in, %28'i
Zarifoglu’'nun, %17’si Kavukcu’nun, %12’si AK'in eserlerindedir. insan dogasi geregi sosyal bir varliktir ve

toplumla uyumlu bir sekilde yasamini siirdiirmesi beklenmektedir. Bu sebeple basta Yener olmak Uzere dort
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yazarin da ¢ocuklarin liyesi olduklari sosyal grupla 6zdeslesip, sosyal kimliklerinin olusumuna katki sagladiklarini
soyleyebiliriz. Benzer calismalarda da farkli yazarlarin sosyal gelisimi destekleyen iletilere ilk sirada olmasa da
yogun bir sekilde yer verdikleri tespit edilmistir (Acele, 2019; Akgay, 2015; Dastan, 2019; Durdu, 2019; Gil,
2019; Giilgéniil, 2014; Girbiiz, 2019; Karahanoglu, 2017; Kiigiik, 2005; Ozdemir, 2008; Tekin, 2018; Ulusu,
2020; Yilmaz, 2019).

4. %20’lik bir dilime sahip bilgi icerikli iletilerin %46’s1 Ak’a, %29’u Yener’'e, %20’si Kavukgu’ya, %5’i Zarifoglu'na
aittir. Bilgi baglaminda yazarlar hayvanlarla, bitkilerle, meslek bilgisiyle, gtnliik hayatla, dille, kiltlir-sanatla,
insan anatomisiyle, cografya bilgisiyle, mimariyle, esyalarla, teknolojiyle, yemekle, cocuk oyunlariyla ilgili tanim
ve acgiklamalara yer vermislerdir. Bu tarz bilgilerin ansiklopedi ya da sozlik gibi kaynaklardan degil de edebi
eserlerle kurgu icinde sunulmasi daha kalici 6grenmeyi saglayacaktir. Yapilan calismalarda da farkl yazarlarin

bilgi icerikli iletileri cocuklara yonelik eserlerinde kullanmayi tercih ettikleri gérilmektedir (Erdi, 2008).

5. Oteki iletiler alt kategorisinde en ok teknoloji bagimliligina yonelik iletilere rastlanmistir. Bu durumu
gliniimizde ¢ocuklarin teknolojiyi amagsiz ve sinirsiz bir sekilde kullanmalarinin 6niine gegmek adina olumlu bir
tutum olarak degerlendirebiliriz. Oteki iletiler kapsaminda cevre bilinci, okuma sevgisi gibi yine bireyin
gelisimini destekleyen iletiler sikga yer almaktadir. Kitaplarda tespit edilen oteki iletilerin %43’0 Ak, %22’si
Yener, %16’s1 Zarifoglu ve %19’u Kavukcu’ya aittir. Ak’in teknoloji kullanimi ve bagimhhg, saglik, 6zgirlik, baris
gibi iletileri diger yazarlara gore daha sik kullandigi gériilmektedir. Calismamizda oteki iletiler kapsaminda yer
alan gevre bilinci, hayvan sevgisi gibi iletileri benzer calismalarda farkh yazarlarin yogun bir sekilde isledigi

gorulmektedir (Acele, 2019; Giil, 2019; Gliindiiz, 2019; Kavak, 2018; Tekin, 2018).

6. %8’lik bir dilime sahip psikolojik iletilerin %48’i Zarifoglu’nun, %35’i Yener’in, %13’0 Ak’in, %4’0 Kavukgu’'nun
eserlerinde yer almaktadir. Ergenlik donemindeki ¢ocuklara kendilerini bulmaya yonelik olumlu iletiler sunarak
psikolojik gelisimlerini desteklemek bir anlamda ¢ocuk edebiyati alaninda eserler veren yazarlarin da goérevidir.
S6z konusu yazarlarin eserlerinde daha ¢ok “merhamet” kavramina odaklandigi tespit edilmistir. Bu eserlerin
muhatabi olan kitlenin i¢ diinyalarinda yasadiklari gelgitler ve degisimler onlari zaman zaman acimasizca
arkadaslarini elestirmeye veya hayvanlara eziyete yoneltebildikleri icin merhamet duygusunun 6n planda
tutulmasi son derece yerindedir. Yapilan calismalarda farkh yazarlarin da psikolojik iletileri yogun bir sekilde

kullandiklari belirlenmistir (Oflaz, 2017; Ulusu, 2020).

7. %8 oranindaki etik iletilerin %38’i Yener’in, %38’i Zarifoglu’'nun, %14’ Kavuk¢u’'nun, %10’u Ak’in eserlerinde
yer almaktadir. Dogruluk ve dirustlik ile ilgili iletilerin yogun oldugu tespit edilmistir. Bireyin ahlakli olarak
yetismesinde diristligiin 6nemi yadsinamaz. Bireyin kisilik gelisimi agisindan ahlaki iletilerin ve egitimin
gerekliligi yapilan ¢alismalarla da ortaya konmustur (Aydin, 2008; Karatay vd., 2015). Etik iletilerin farkli yazarlar
tarafindan c¢ocuklara yonelik eserlerde yogun olarak yer aldigi da goriilmektedir (Dastan, 2019; Isik, 2017;
Uzuner ve Simsek, 2016). Bazi yazarlarinsa yogun olmasa da etik iletilere yer verdigi anlasilmaktadir (Girbiz,

2019).
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8. %8’lik bir orana sahip dinf iletilerin %59’u Zarifoglu, %18’i Yener, %18’i Kavukgu, %5’i Ak'in eserlerinde yer
almaktadir. Kaya’'nin (2007) da Zarifoglu’nun ¢ocuk kitaplarina yonelik yapmis oldugu galismasinda dinf iletilerin
ve unsurlarin yaygin kullanimi bu c¢alismanin bulgularini destekler niteliktedir. Yazarlarin kitaplarinda dinf
iletilerinden dua ve helal-haram unsurlarinin yogunlugu dikkat ¢ekmektedir. Yapilan benzer galismalarda bazi
yazarlarin dinf iletileri dncelikli olarak kullandigi (Kaplan, 2013), dncelikli olmasa da yer verdigi (Dastan, 2019;
Durdu, 2019; Yilmaz, 2019), bazi yazarlarinsa eserlerinde dini unsurlara hi¢ yer vermedigi (Gilgonil, 2014)

gorilmektedir.

9. %4’lik bir orana sahip ekonomik iletilerin %50’si Zarifoglu, %17’si Kavukegu, %25’i Ak, %8'i Yener’'in
eserlerinde tespit edilmistir. Ekonomik iletiler israf olgusu etrafinda yogunlasmistir. Yetismekte olan bireye
israfin olumsuzlugunun ciddiyetini anlatmak bakimindan uygun bir tablo goriilmektedir. Cocuga para yonetimi,
israf gibi konularda didaktik olmayan iletiler verilmesi gercekten lzerinde durulmasi gereken bir konudur.

Benzer galismalarda bazi yazarlarin ekonomik iletilere yer vermedigi gérilmektedir (Durdu, 2019).

Kisinin icinde yasadigi gesitli gruplarla olan iliskilerini ve bu gruplara olan 6dev, hak ve baglilik derecelerini tayin
eden kimlik gegmiste genellikle “verili” bir olgu iken; modern diinya bunu énemli élglide “kazanilma” yoniinde
degismistir. Toplumsal mobilite imkanlari, yaygin enformasyon, esitlik¢i anlayislar temel hak ve hirriyetlerin
yayginlasmasi vb. gelismeler, kimlige iliskin “iradi” etkinligi 6nemli hale getirmistir (Connolly, 1995: 17). Bu

baglamda edebi eserler yolu ile ¢cocuklarin kimlik kazanimina ciddi katki sunulabilecegini soyleyebiliriz.

Kisisel mutluluk ile toplumsal tasvip arasinda bir denge kurmanin yollarini arayan ¢ocuklara kitaplar dogrudan
dogruya veya dolayll olarak yol gosterir. Ayni zamanda bireysel ve toplumsal kimlik kazanmaya calisan
cocuklara aile, okul ve cevrenin yaninda kitaplar da dogru ya da yanlis bir yol sunar. iste bu noktada nitelikli
cocuk edebiyati Grlinleri devreye sokulmalidir ki, gocuklarin psikolojik, sosyolojik vb. yonlerden gelisimine katki
saglanabilsin. Bu baglamda yetiskinler igin genel kabul gédrmis klasik eserler varsa ¢ocuklar icin de klasiklesmis

eserlerin tespiti ve okutulmasi ile kimlik ve kisilik sahibi nesiller yetistirilebilir.
