FAMILY INVOLVEMENT IN CULTURAL HERITAGE EDUCATION: TEACHERS' AND
FAMILIES' VIEWS ON VIRTUAL MUSEUM PRACTICES"

ABSTRACT

Museums have an important function in cultural heritage education and they are significant
institutions with diverse aspects related to the works they display, which accommodate abstract
and concrete cultural heritage factors and present detailed information regarding the history, art,
science and lifestyles of past civilizations. Virtual museums provide opportunities for online visits
of these works through the transfer of the collections of works displayed in a museum into digital
platforms. Teachers, who study at the Distance Learning MA Program on Character and Values
Education at Anadolu University, work in various areas and took place within the scope of this
study, prepared a virtual museum tour practice plan within the scope of a learning outcome related
to cultural heritage. The teachers gained experience by practicing the virtual museum tour plan at
home with the participation of their own family members. The aim of this study is to determine
the views and experiences of teachers and families regarding the virtual museum tour carried out
on cultural heritage education. The phenomenology pattern, which is one of the qualitative study
patterns, was used in the study. The study was conducted with 10 teachers studying in the Distance
Learning MA Program on Character and Values Education at Anadolu University and the families
of these teachers. In the study, the data were obtained in a written form developed separately for
teachers and families, through teacher and family data collection forms comprising of standardized
open-ended questions. The phenomenological data analysis technique was used in the analysis of
the study data. As a result of the study, it has come forth that the virtual museum tour practice
regarding cultural heritage education provides various outcomes for teachers, both personally and
professionally. In the study, the results that the families participating in the virtual museum tour
practice regarding cultural heritage education acquired various outcomes such as obtaining
different types of information and awareness of the significance and wealth of cultural heritage. It
has come into view in the study that the virtual museum tour practice realized with the
participation of the families impacts communication and interaction within the family positively.
At the end of the research, various recommendations for practice and research were presented.
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INTRODUCTION

Culture is an important factor that reflects the lifestyles, values, traditions of communities and provides that they
live together with the awareness of belonging, unity and solidarity. It distinguishes the community it belongs to
from the other societies. When the continuity of culture cannot be provided, in other words, when culture cannot
be transferred to future generations, countries face the danger of the loss of societal belonging and communal
continuity (Savakan, 2016, p. 1302). Currently, the developments in globalization and information and
communication technologies removed the cultural and communal borders. This situation causes cultural
degeneration and also cause the individuals to face identity confusion (Gross & Rutland, 2017; Kilcan & Akbaba,
2013; Dagistan Ozdemir, 2005). In spite of some negative effects of the developments in information and
communication technologies (Fornasari, 2021), the opportunity that the information on culture displayed at
museums provides occasions for it to spread to a worldwide public (Schweibenz, 1998) and also offers online
education opportunities to help cultural factors to be recognized ensures positive affects as well (Fornasari,

2021).

As the cultural continuity of communities is provided by transfer from generation to generation, the whole of
basic factors that make up all cultural accumulation of a community is accepted as “cultural heritage” (Kilca,
2015). Museums has an important function in cultural heritage education and they accommodate abstract and
concrete cultural heritage factors and present detailed information (Schweibenz, 1998) regarding the history,
art, science and lifestyles of past civilizations (Ulusoy, 2010). Museums make up a bridge between the past and
the present and they provide individuals obtain information on cultural heritage and gain awareness of it. Also,
as Eyvazova emphasizes (2018, p.84), there are rich learning environments in museums for the transfer of cultural

heritage to future generations.

The concept “virtual museum” came up with the bringing of the museums to access in online platforms through
the internet (Aktas, Yilmaz & ibrahimoglu, 2020, p.1297). A virtual museum can be defined as the visiting of works
accessible online through the transfer of the collections of works displayed in a museum. Virtual museums
provide opportunities for visitors to visit different museums in different parts of the world independent of time
and place. The first example of virtual museums was the Virtual Library Museum Page in 1994 and this web page
was supported by the International Council of Museums (Bowen, 2002). Virtual museums are categorized
according to their content, interaction, virtual visit time, communication style (descriptive, narrative,

dramatization-based), the scope and continuity (Ferdani, Pagano & Farouk, 2014, p. 10-12)

Cultural heritage education realized through virtual museums is a type of education with cognitive, affective and
intellectual dimensions. In education actualized by using virtual museums in the learning-teaching processes,
students will be able to learn topics related to cultural heritage meaningfully and permanently (Aktas, Yilmaz &
ibrahimoglu, 2020, p.1298). Due to the contributions of virtual museums to cultural heritage education, public
institutions in Turkey have also made various practices related to virtual museums. In this context, the Turkish

Republic Cultural and Tourism Ministry has added virtual visit links to its website. The Ministry also realized a
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project titled “Sharing History: Virtual Museum Project” in 2015 in order to support the recognition of the cultural

heritage of countries in the international area (Cultural and Tourism Ministry, 2015).

Families are the first and most effective teacher of the children (Zigler, Pfannenstiel & Seitz, 2008) and first
information about culture is acquired in the family. Therefore, there are various uses of family involvement in
cultural heritage education for students. According to Ding (2011, p.57), family involvement “is a systematic
approach aimed at supporting families by increasing the communication and continuity between school and
families, educating them, providing their participation in education and enriching the educational programs.” Via
family involvement in cultural heritage education, it can be ensured that students reinforce what they learn at
school, reflect what they learn regarding cultural heritage in real life and obtain knowledge from their families
(Tdre, 2020, p.388). Family involvement practices impact students’ academic achievements, problem-solving and
social skills development positively (Smith et al., 2019). In fact, with the study results in the literature, it has been
revealed that family involvement in lessons has benefits in the form of increasing students' academic
achievement, developing various skills, strengthening family-teacher-student communication and performing
effective learning at home (Tiire & Deveci, 2021; Kegeli-Kaysili, 2008; Zigler, Pfannenstiel & Seitz, 2008). Thus, it
can be stated that the participation of families in virtual museum tour practices for cultural heritage education

will have various benefits for students.

For the protection and sustainability of cultural heritage, it is important to increase the sensitivity and awareness
of adult family members as well as students toward cultural heritage (Glines & Alagdz, 2018, p.755). One of the
important dimensions of the family involvement model developed by Epstein (2008) in the literature emphasizes
the development of various skills of families, especially parenting, by providing family involvement in school and
lessons. This dimension aims to provide appropriate learning environments at home to support their children
and to provide education and support to families on various issues they need. Therefore, it is seen as an
important dimension to ensure that families obtain various information about their own and their children's
development in family involvement studies. As a matter of fact, there are study results in the literature that
reveal that family participation in school and classes enables families to obtain various information, supports
their personal development and raises awareness about supporting children. In the study conducted by Tiire and
Deveci (2021), which is one of these studies, it was concluded that providing family involvement in social studies
courses contributed to families' acquiring various information and personal development. In another study
conducted by Altan (2019), it was concluded that family involvement studies in the preschool period contributed
significantly to parents' lifelong learning skills. Zigler, Pfannenstiel and Seitz (2008), in their longitudinal studies
conducted by making regular home visits to families, found that families' various skills improved with the
practice. In addition, Balli, Demo and Wedman (1998) found that families found home learning activities
beneficial for them, where there are examples of real-world situations that are frequently encountered in daily
life. Based on the results of this study, it can be stated that the virtual museum tour practice for cultural heritage
education in life is important in terms of contributing to the education of adult family members with family

involvement.
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Various studies on virtual museum tour practices are included in the literature. In the literature, there are studies
examining the views of teachers on the use, benefits and limitations of virtual museums in lessons (Aladag,
Akkaya & Sensdz, 2014; Karatas et al., 2016; Altinbay & GUmus, 2020; Egliz, 2020). In some of the studies in the
literature on virtual museums, the views and experiences of prospective teachers were determined (Caliskan,
Onal & Yazicl, 2016; Sungur & Biilbiil, 2019; ilhan, Tokmak & Aktas, 2021; Islek & Danju, 2021). In addition,
Arabacioglu and Okulu (2021) examined the activity plans of prospective teachers studying in different programs
for virtual museum tours. In addition, study on virtual museums was carried out by Ulusoy (2010) and Cordorvil
(2022) for university students. Ulusoy (2010) revealed the effect of virtual museum application on the attitudes
of open education faculty students toward history courses in his study. In the study conducted by Cordorvil
(2022), to reveal the use of virtual museums as a tool in religious education with a sample examination, university
students were enabled to examine the virtual Para Religious Art Museum in Belem. In the literature, studies have
been conducted with the participation of secondary and high school students in virtual museums. These studies
include those carried out within the scope of history (Okolo et al. 2011; Kaya & Okumus, 2018). Okolo et al. (2011)
determined the effect of virtual museums on the academic achievement of 8th grade students in history courses.
Kaya and Okumus (2018) evaluated the use of virtual museums in history lessons according to the views of 10th
grade students. In addition, study on the use of virtual museums in social studies courses attended by secondary
school students has been found (Ambusaidi & Al-Rabaani, 2019; Cinar, Utkugiin & Gazel, 2021; Elbay, 2022). In
the study conducted by Ambusaidi and Al-Rabaani (2019), the effect of the use of virtual museums in a social
studies course on the academic achievement of 8th grade students and their attitudes toward archaeology was
determined. Cinar, Utkuglin and Gazel (2021) revealed the views of 7th grade students on the use of virtual
museums in social studies courses. Similarly, Elbay (2022) examined the benefits and limitations of virtual
museums in line with the views of 7th grade students. In addition, a bibliometric study examining the objectives
of 223 studies conducted in the field of education for virtual museums was found in the literature (Franceschi &

Alvarez, 2021).

To transfer cultural heritage to future generations, individuals need to gain sensitivity about cultural heritage
and be aware of its importance. To achieve this, it is necessary to associate cultural heritage education with
different courses and to realize it by using different teaching practices (Dagistan Ozdemir, 2005, p. 25). It can be
said that the achievements in most curricula, such as life science, social studies, visual arts, music, Turkish,
history, geography, Turkish language and literature are suitable for the realization of various teaching practices
in virtual museums for cultural heritage education in Turkey (Bilbil, 2016; Cengelci, 2012; Deveci, 2009;
Yesilbursa, 2011). Teachers working in different fields in the Distance Learning MA Program on Character and
Values Education within the scope of the present study have prepared a virtual museum tour practice plan
consisting of three sections: Planning, implementation and evaluation for the virtual museum tour within the
scope of an acquisition related to cultural heritage. Teachers carried out a virtual museum tour for the cultural
heritage education that they would benefit from in their professional lives with the participation of their family

members. The parents, siblings, nephews and children are among the family members of the teachers
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participating in the virtual museum tour. Thus, it was ensured that the teachers gained insight and experience
about the place of virtual museum visits in cultural heritage education, the families being a resource to be used
in cultural heritage education, the contribution of family participation activities in cultural heritage education to
adults and children. Families attended the virtual museum tour for cultural heritage education and gained

awareness about the importance of cultural heritage.

With the present study, the views and experiences of teachers and families regarding the practice of virtual
museum tours within the scope of cultural heritage education were revealed. Since the teachers' virtual museum
tour practice experiences are presented in the study, it is thought that the study will be a guide for the teachers
who will practice virtual museum tours. In the literature, no study has been found on cultural heritage education
by providing family involvement in cultural heritage education and benefiting from family involvement and
virtual museumes. In this respect, it is hoped that the study will contribute to the literature and provide a source

for those who will conduct study on this subject.

The Purpose of the Research

This research aimed to determine the views and experiences of teachers and families regarding virtual museum
tour practices for cultural heritage education. For this main purpose, answers to the following questions were

sought:

e  What are the views of the teachers about the virtual museum tour for cultural heritage education?

e What are the views of the teachers about the contributions of the virtual museum tour for cultural
heritage education?

e  What are the recommendations of the teachers about virtual museums and those who will carry out
virtual museum tour practices?

e  What are the views of families about the virtual museum tours for cultural heritage education?

e What are the views of the families about the contributions of the virtual museum tour practice for
cultural heritage education?

e What are the recommendations of the families about virtual museums and virtual museum tour
practices?

METHOD

In this section, the research design, participants, data collection tools, data analysis, credibility and ethics are
explained.

Research Design

The study was designed according to the phenomenology pattern, which is one of the qualitative study patterns.
Phenomenology study can be carried out on subjects that individuals experience in a concrete way. It is aimed

to understand and explain how this experience is formed by revealing what the common experiences of all
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individuals participating in the study on the subject focused on the phenomenology study (Giiler, Halicioglu &
Tasgin, 2015). Phenomenology study is handled in two different ways: Descriptive phenomenology and
interpretive phenomenology. In descriptive phenomenology, the aim is to describe the experiences of individuals
on the subject under investigation (Ersoy, 2016). Teachers within the scope of the study have gained concrete
experiences regarding the practice of virtual museum tours by organizing virtual museum tours with their
families. Descriptive phenomenology was adopted with the aim of understanding, explaining and describing the

experiences of teachers and families in virtual museum tours.

Participants

A criterion sampling technique was used to determine the participants of the research. In the research, it was
aimed to ensure the transferability of the research by determining the participants according to the criterion
sampling, which is one of the purposeful sample types (Yildirrm & Simsek, 2021, p.294). In criterion sampling,
individuals who meet certain criteria are included in the study group of the research. In this context, the
participants consisted of 10 teachers studying in the Distance Learning MA Program on Character and Values
Education at the Graduate School of Educational Sciences, Anadolu University and the families of these teachers.
The professional groups of those studying in the Distance Learning MA Program on Character and Values
Education vary in the form of teachers, physicians, soldiers, religious officials and health managers. In
determining the participants of the study, the criterion of teaching profession among those studying in the
Distance Learning MA Program on Character and Values Education was taken as a basis. Criterion sampling is
especially preferred in terms of meeting the criterion of participation of individuals with experience in
phenomenology study (Baltaci, 2018). In this respect, the fact that teachers have the experience of practicing
virtual museum tours with their families is one of the study criteria. Information about the teachers and family

members participating in the study is shown in Table 1.

Nine of the teachers participating in the study were female and one was male. Each of the teachers who
participated in the study works in a different field. The fields of the participating teachers are music teacher,
Turkish teacher, history teacher, religious culture and moral knowledge teacher, guidance and psychological
counseling teacher, decorative arts teacher, primary school teacher, math teacher, social studies teacher and
preschool teacher. The number of family members whom teachers practice virtual museum tours varies between
two and five. Within the scope of the study, the total number of family members who expressed their views by
participating in the virtual museum tour practice carried out by teachers was 27. In the findings section, teacher
participants of the study were expressed as T1, T2, etc. and family participants as F1 family member (husband),

F2 family member (mother) etc.

Data Collection Tools

In the study, the data were obtained in writing through the teacher data collection form and the family data
collection form, which consisted of standardized open-ended questions developed separately for teachers and
families. Patton (2018, p.346) states that it is useful to use the data collection form, which consists of
standardized open-ended questions, when people who do not have a researcher ID participate in the data
collection process, in other words, when the researcher does not have the opportunity to collect face-to-face
data from the participants. All of the teachers who participated in the study lived in different cities. Therefore,
the study data were obtained in writing using a data collection form consisting of standardized open-ended
guestions. Within the scope of the study, teachers were informed about the virtual museum tour practice online
and data collection forms were sent to teachers online. After the virtual museum tour practice was completed,
teachers sent their written views and the written views of their family members to the researcher online. Teacher
and family data collection forms consist of two parts. In the first part of the forms, information about the virtual
museum tour practice was given and it was stated that participation in the practice and expressing a written view
after the practice were voluntary. The final form of the data collection forms consisting of standardized open-
ended questions created by the researcher was taken from two experts who carried out studies on family
involvement and cultural heritage education. As emphasized by Patton (2018), these data collection forms
included subject-oriented questions. Three questions were obtained from the family data collection form and

five questions were obtained from the participants in the teacher data collection form.

Data Analysis

The data obtained from the study were analyzed by phenomenological data analysis techniques. In descriptive
phenomenology, the data are constructed in the form of describing the themes obtained from the experiences

of the individuals participating in the study (Ersoy, 2016). In phenomenological data analysis, first, important
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sentences related to the study are determined and irrelevant sentences are excluded from the data analysis.
Important sentences are grouped together and themes are reached from the expressions created based on these
sentences (Moustakas, 1994, cited by Ersoy, 2016). These study data were first examined in detail and important
sentences about the experiences related to the virtual museum tour practice were determined. Those that were
repetitive and not related to the study were excluded from the study. Similar expressions emerging from
important sentences are gathered under common themes. These themes were described by presenting direct

guotations from the views of the participants during the definition of the findings.

In order to ensure consistency in qualitative research, support is received from an expert who is not included in
the research group for the entire examination and evaluation of the article resulting from the research (Kiling et
al., 2017, p.285). In this research, it was ensured that an expert in the field of social studies education examined
and evaluated the article as a whole. The expert expressed the opinion that the article is consistent in itself as a

whole.

Credibility and Ethics

Permission was obtained from the Anadolu University Scientific Study and Publication Ethics Committee on
24.06.2022 with protocol number 329619 for the transformation of virtual museum tour practices carried out by
teachers and families into study. Participation in the study was based on volunteering and permission was
obtained from the families of the teachers. While creating data collection tools in the study, expert opinions
regarding the questions in the family and teacher data collection forms were taken. In qualitative studies, cross-
checking of expressions is performed by comparing the expressions developed by different researchers to the
results that emerge independently to ensure credibility (Creswel, 2017, p. 203). Within the scope of the study,
the statements were cross-checked with the support of an expert who carried out studies on cultural heritage
education and technology. In the study, the identities of the participants were kept confidential. Numbers were
given to teachers and families who participated in the study to ensure this. The views of all teachers and families
participating in the study were included and the views of all participants are shown in numbers in the findings

section.

FINDINGS

The findings obtained as a result of the analysis of the data obtained from the study are explained under the
headings of "Teachers' Views on the Virtual Museum Tour Practice for Cultural Heritage Education" and

"Families’ Views on the Virtual Museum Tour Practice for Cultural Heritage Education".

Teachers' Views on the Virtual Museum Practice for Cultural Heritage Education

The views of the teachers about the virtual museum practice carried out within the scope of the study are

explained under the themes of "Teachers' Views on the Virtual Museum Tour Practice Process", "Teachers' Views
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on the Contributions of the Virtual Museum Practice" and "Teachers' Recommendations for Virtual Museums

and Virtual MuseumTour Practitioners".

Teachers' Views of the Virtual Museum Tour Practice Process

In the study, it was concluded that the teachers explained their views about the virtual museum tour practice
process in the form of virtual museums, determining the virtual museum where the practice was made,
performing the virtual museum tour practice and the problems experienced during the virtual museum tour

practice process. Findings related to this are shown in Table 2.

Determination of the Virtual Museum Where the Practice is Made

Most of the teachers stated that they were related to their own fields when determining the museum where
they carried out the virtual museum practice and that they considered the subject that they and their family
members were interested in. T9: "I am a social studies teacher. | planned a virtual tour to the Anatolian

Civilizations Museum related to my area. In 2002, when | was a student in Ankara, | visited this museum within
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the scope of our lesson." She stated that he planned a virtual museum tour to a museum related to his field. T8
stated that she planned a virtual museum tour to Ankara Ethnography Museum because he was interested in it:
"I am a mathematics teacher. | like to study old things and clothes. For this reason, | preferred to visit the Ankara
Ethnography Museum to examine the elements that reflect our national culture. T1, one of the participating
teachers, stated that she determined the Zeugma Mosaic Museum to apply for the virtual museum tour because
it is related to his field, used in his lessons and was on the agenda.

“The reason | preferred this museum was that | read various news about the Zeugma Mosaic

Museum many times in my daily life and it was frequently on the agenda. | thought it would be

easy to explain since it was designed in a remarkable and understandable order. In addition, | am

a music teacher and as a teacher who carries out folk culture lessons as well, Zeugma's fondness

for art, mosaics and various artworks have made me prefer this museum. "

T3 stated that she planned a virtual museum tour to the Istanbul Toy Museum because it was related to his field
and attracted the attention of his children. "I am a history teacher. Toys are the most important historical artifacts
that show the development of humanity. For this reason, | wanted to watch the Istanbul Toy Museum with my
children and my husband. In addition, both of my daughters love toys; | took them into consideration when
choosing a museum." T4, “I work as a teacher of religious culture and ethics. | visited the museum, which is
important in terms of the history of religions and planned a virtual tour to Sanliurfa Gébekli Tepe Ruins because
| felt that my interest and interest in the field | was planning to specialize in increased" and explained that she
planned a virtual museum tour to Sanlurfa Gébekli Tepe Ruins because it was related to his field and attracted
his interest. Since T6 is related to her field, she wants to make a tour practice in a virtual museum where
intangible cultural heritage works are exhibited. "My field is handicraft education and decorative arts teaching.
Due to my field, | produce works of handicrafts. There are examples of intangible cultural heritage in my preferred
Ankara Ethnography Museum. The reason for me to establish a connection between my area and the museum

is the reason for me to practice in this museum. "

T2 explained that she determined the Ceramics Hall in the Antalya Museum to be the museum where a virtual
museum tour would be held because she thought all the family members who would participate in the virtual
museum practice were suitable for the age group: "We made this practice with 6 people, including my husband,
mother, father, 9-year-old son and 7-year-old daughter. When we look at the participants, since three
generations will be together, there should be a museum and a department that will appeal to different age

groups. Therefore, | determined the Ceramics Hall in Antalya Museum for the tour.

T5, T7 and T10 stated that they received views from family members for the museum where the virtual museum
practice would be made. T5 stated that she received a view from her family member, who is a social studies
teacher, about determining the museum where the virtual museum tour would be held and that he realized that

the gain they determined was related to his field of guidance and psychological counseling:
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“My field is guidance and psychological counseling. Before preparing the activity, | examined the
school and classroom guidance programs one by one. However, | did not see any gain that could
be fully suitable for the virtual museum tour. With the help of my brother in this regard, | preferred
an achievement of the social studies course and made a plan accordingly. | chose the he/she gives
examples by studying the elements that reflect the national culture in his/her family and
surroundings. | also understood that the gain | chose was not far from the guidance programs and
that | could create opportunities for family communication, especially because of the emphasis on

family and environment.”

T7 stated that he received views from family members for the museum where the virtual museum practice would
be made: "My field is primary school teacher. At this event, my wife and | decided on the place to visit. We had
the opportunity to visit Anitkabir in reality and we made a virtual tour here because we wanted to have this
experience on the virtual tour." T10 said, "l informed my family members that we will make a virtual museum
tour. We decided on a virtual tour to the Hagia Sophia Mosque, which my parents wanted to see a lot but could

not go due to the pandemic, which is always frequented by local and foreign tourists. "
Realization of the Virtual Museum Tour Practice

Most of the teachers stated that they first informed the family members about the implementation plan in the
virtual museum practice, asked various questions to the family members about the works in the museum and
asked the family members to compare the artifacts in the museum with the current artifacts. T3 stated that
before the virtual museum practice, she gave information to her family about the practice, asked questions to
family members during his virtual tour and that family members compared today's works with the works in the
museum: "First, | gave information about the virtual museum. While visiting the Istanbul Toy Museum, |
explained and asked questions to my husband and daughters. My daughter immediately picked up her toys and
compared them to her own. At the end of the event, | asked them to tell me their feelings and thoughts."
Similarly, Teacher T1 stated that she gave information to family members about the practice plan before starting
the virtual museum tour, asked family members to take notes on the points that attracted their attention during
the practice and at the end of the practice, she asked various questions and evaluated the virtual museum
practice with the following words:

“At the beginning of the practice, | gave various initial information about Zeugma and

Mesopotamian civilizations. | answered the questions of my husband and nephew and we started

visiting the museum. | also asked them to take notes of the artifacts that caught their attention

during the tour. In particular, we read the information about one of his most important works, the

Gypsy Girl Mosaic and made speeches on it. In the evaluation section, | asked the participants to

share their feelings and thoughts about the tour. We talked about the work they took notes on.

They shared their recommendations. "
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T2 stated that she first explained the practice plan to the participating family members in the virtual museum
practice, introduced the works in the virtual museum visited and asked questions about the works that attracted
their attention and their present-day counterparts and received the views of the family members. T2 explained
that after the virtual museum tour was completed, they created a Family Ceramic Works Museum as follows:
“I chose Antalya Museum from the website of the Ministry of Culture and Tourism. We examined
the artifacts found in the Ceramics Hall of the Museum. | asked my family questions about what
materials these works could have been made with and for what purposes they were used and we
chatted. | wanted everyone to express their view about the works. We talked about what materials
and how the artifacts can be made. My parents told me that they used similar pitchers, cubes and
various earthenware items in the village when they were young and shared their experiences. We
talked about what attracted their attention to the virtual museum tour. We also talked about the
similarities and differences between the items used today and the works he saw in the museum.
The children also examined the items in the house and compared them to what they saw in the
museum. | have supplied ceramic dough before. We transformed the ceramic dough into work by
giving various shapes on the table where all the event participants were gathered. Participants
tried to make works similar to those in the museum. During the construction phase, | wanted
everyone to think that they were a ceramic master who lived in the past and try to understand
how they felt. We have created the Family Ceramic Works Museum to be exhibited in an
appropriate section prepared at home. Meanwhile, we talked about how the masters of ceramics

might have done the works in this museum.”

One of the teachers, T4, explained that they examined the brochure of the relevant museum in the virtual
museum tour practice, that the works in the museum attracted the attention of the family members, that study
was carried out for the work that attracted their attention after the virtual tour was completed and that the
report was prepared with the following words:

“The website where the museum will be visited was found and the brochure about Gébekli Tepe

was examined. From the documents available, it was tried to understand that the works in Gobekli

Tepe will be visited and what these sculptures mean in terms of history and culture. During the

tour, attention was drawn to a few works in the museum and in-depth study was conducted on

them. In the study and examination, the reason for the selection of the work, the area of use of

the work and the reason for its use were stated. At the end of the event, the family participants

prepared a study report on the work they chose. "

Teacher T5 stated that she provided information to family members by creating instructions for the virtual
museum practice, created museum cards to be used during the virtual museum tour practice and used videos in
the practice:

“I created a family activity directive to make a virtual tour to the Ankara Ethnography Museum. |

handed over the museum cards, which included some sections in the museum, to the participants
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before the event. We first watched a short promotional video of the museum. Together with my
family members, we completed the virtual tour in accordance with the instructions on the site.
Each family member shared what he wrote on his own museum card through mutual questions,

answers and conversations. "

Similarly, T6, one of the teachers, made use of videos in the virtual museum tour practice. T6 stated that she
prepared a worksheet for family members to use in her virtual museum tour and at the end of the practice, she
enabled family members to conduct study and presentation:
“I prepared videos to be watched about intangible cultural heritage for use in the event. | made all
the preparations on the computer for the tour to the Ankara Ethnography Museum. | have also
prepared the worksheets. On the museum tour, everyone in the family chose an intangible cultural
heritage. After the tour was completed, study was conducted on the selected work. Family
participants made presentations about the investigated works in turn. The works related to the

intangible cultural heritage in the house were brought together and talked about these works. "

T8 stated that she informed the family members about the virtual museum tour plan, that she made sure that a
department was selected during the tour and that study was carried out in the selected department after the
tour was completed:
“I told my family how to do the activity. | stated on the website that the clothing hall, hand
embroidery hall, woven works hall, metal works hall, tile and glass works hall sections of the Ankara
Ethnography Museum will be visited virtually. During the museum tour, we chose a family section.
After the tour was completed, my family did study in the selected department and shared their

study reports."

One of the teachers, T7, created a family directive in the virtual museum tour practice with the participation of
the family, shared the brochure of the museum and made the family members examine it. T7 drew attention to
the works in the museum during the virtual tour and received a written view from the family members at the
end of the activity. T7's view on this is as follows:
“I created a family activity guideline to make a virtual tour to the Anitkabir Virtual Museum. |
shared the Anitkabir Virtual Museum brochure with my family. The shared museum brochure was
reviewed. During the tour, | drew particular attention to the painting showing the Turkish woman
carrying ammunition to the front with her child on her back. At the end of the event, | asked the
family members to share what they learned at the event and their feelings and thoughts about the

event. "

Similarly, one of the teachers, T9, created a family instruction for virtual museum tours. T9 stated that she
enabled family members to identify remarkable work during the tour and to make an evaluation by studying this

work after the tour and presenting their views about the tour with the following words:
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“linformed my family members that a virtual tour would be organized to the Anatolian Civilizations
Museum. We have determined the day and time of the event. | created a virtual museum tour
directive for my family. We made the tour according to the order in the directive. A work that
attracted attention during the family museum tour was determined. After the tour, my family did

study on that work and | made my family make evaluations about the activity."

T10, one of the teachers, accessed information about the museum by conducting study before the virtual
museum tour and answered the questions of the family members about the virtual museum tour by presenting
this information to the family members during the virtual museum tour. T10 stated that after the tour was
completed, she made an evaluation by taking the views of the family members with the following words:

“I studied Hagia Sophia myself for the virtual tour. | thought it would be more effective to make a

virtual tour by giving detailed information. | made a preliminary preparation on the importance of

the history of Hagia Sophia and the important structures within it. We have set the date and time

of the event. During the virtual tour, | shared the information | obtained through the study and

answered the questions of my parents. After the event, | made an evaluation by taking an view

from them about how the activity went and what they learned."

Problems Experienced in the Virtual Museum Tour Practice Process

It has been revealed that some of the teachers within the scope of the study have problems in determining the
museum to be visited, creating a plan appropriate for the family level and technical issues regarding the virtual
museum tour practice. T3 said, "I first thought about determining a museum to do the activity. | had to find a
subject that all four of us had in common, especially because we would watch it as a family." T2 stated that she
had difficulty choosing the museum to be visited and the parts of the museum to be visited as follows:
"Determining which museum and which part of the large museums to visit forced me at the planning stage. |
have been to almost all the virtual museums to make this choice. | was hesitant about what kind of activity we

could do in each museum and department. "

T7 stated that he had difficulty planning a virtual museum tour in accordance with the family level with the words
"I had some difficulty in how to do activities related to the suitability of the activity to the family level during the

planning phase."

One of the teachers, T1, stated that she had some problems arising from the internet with the words "I
experienced some problems due to the occasional pauses of the internet in the practice section." Similarly, T8
said, "I had problems arising from the internet while doing the activity. Sometimes there were disconnections in

the connection. "

Teachers' Views on the Contributions of Virtual Museum Tour Practice
By analyzing the data obtained from the study, it was revealed that the virtual museum practice of the teachers

provided various contributions to themselves and their families. Findings related to this are shown in Table 3.

Contributions for Families

T1 stated that family members learned that museums were easily accessible with the virtual museum tour
practice and that family members were aware of the importance of art: "My family learned that various museums
that they could not go, could not see and were curious about were accessible with the virtual museum practice.
They also expressed their views on what various works mean and how valuable art is.” T6 explained that her
children became aware of cultural heritage with the virtual museum tour practice with the following words:
“The virtual museum tour with family involvement was the most productive activity we have ever
done as a family. | was also surprised and happy that the virtual museum activity provided the
cultural heritage awareness that | could not give enough to my children despite being a part of my
work for years. The effects of the activity still continue on my children, one of whom is 11 and the

other is 6 years old. "

One of the teachers, T8, said, “The activity enabled us to learn new information. My mother stated that it was
her first virtual museum tour. It was a different and beautiful event for him. It enabled us to spend quality time
together as a family.” she said that they gained information and had a good time as a family with his virtual
museum tour. T4 stated that each family member made comments about the virtual museum visited, obtained
various information and spent quality time in the virtual museum tour as follows:

“It was an activity that provided visual and auditory learning. Each of the family members made

comments according to their own knowledge and with this activity, they gained extensive

knowledge about the museum. Our family members of all ages were excited throughout the virtual

tour and we realized that everyone had different thoughts and information. As family members,

we have not had an activity together outside of food for a long time, we came together with such

an activity. We enjoyed a very nice time.
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Contributions for Teachers

T7 stated that since he implemented a virtual museum tour, he was aware of the importance of including cultural
heritage practices in professional life and family and that:
“While searching for a virtual museum, | saw how much cultural heritage elements our country
has. | understood that it is important that the activities we do at school are aimed at family
involvement as much as possible. | realized that we should devote an important place to the values
of cultural heritage, which is one of the riches of our country, both in our family life and in our

professional life. "

One of the teachers, T5, explained that she gained awareness about virtual museums with the expressions "I
realized late that the scope of museums is so wide and there are many museums for many purposes in different
ranges." T4 stated that she realized that virtual museum practice contributed to effective teaching with the
following words: "I noticed that it was easier and more effective with virtual museum practice." T10, one of the
teachers, said, "l wanted to have a desire and virtual tour before, but it was very superficial. Preparing for this
event and doing it with my family was a very different experience for me. | learned to plan events and learned
detailed information about the virtual tour." she said that she learned to make a virtual museum plan with the
virtual museum practice and learned various information. Similarly, T1, one of the teachers, said, "With this
study, | learned to plan and implement virtual museum activities. He taught me the stages of preparing and
planning activities." In addition, T1 stated that "I realized the importance of introducing the virtual museum
culture to my family and the people around me and encouraging them to use virtual museums, it was very good

for me."

T5 explained that she made a virtual museum tour for the first time, that she had a good time with her family
members thanks to the virtual museum tour, that her awareness of Anatolian culture increased and that she
obtained various pieces of information from the family member, who is a social studies teacher, about the works
visited in the museum:

“This is the first time | have implemented a virtual museum tour within the scope of our event.

Likewise, it was the first experience for my sister. We have seen that we can access many different

museums all over Turkey in a very practical way. | was individually admiring each of the works of

the departments | visited in the museum. Items belonging to our culture, clothes, special

celebrations, handicrafts and objects used by historical figures took me to a very different world.

My brothers and | had a pleasant conversation. We have discussed the change and use of these

works from past to present. When we saw the artifacts of our own country, we looked at them in

more detail. My brother gave us more information because his field was social studies. It was an

event that | enjoyed a lot for myself and increased my awareness of Anatolian culture and

traditional art. The virtual museum tour we made together with pleasant conversations increased

the awareness of my family members like me. "
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T2 emphasized that the virtual museum practice attracted the attention of all family members and that they
spent quality time together as a family in the virtual museum practice with the following words:

“The activity, which seems mostly aimed at my son and daughter, attracted the most attention of

my parents during the practice. The whole event lasted approximately two hours. In the meantime,

we all enjoyed being together, visiting a museum, even virtually and revealing things. No one ever

gets bored, needs their phone, or wants to watch TV. We understood how much we needed to do

such family activities and spend time together. It was invaluable for me to have everyone in our

family willingly participate in the event | prepared and to spend two hours full of knowledge, art

and experience. While doing this activity, all participants made recommendations such as ‘Let us

visit other museums and do their activities’.”

Similarly, T3, one of the teachers, stated that she had fun and quality time with her family with the virtual
museum practice with the following words:
“I knew the importance of interest in virtual museums and virtual museum tours due to the
pandemic. | made my students watch by sending virtual museum links. However, | liked the family
virtual museum tour event better. It was very valuable for us to learn the feelings and thoughts of
the participants in this event to write them down and to participate in a beautiful cultural event as

a family. We were all informed and had fun while visiting the Istanbul Toy Museum virtually."

T9 stated that she had previously carried out his virtual museum tour in a social studies class and empathized
with her students with this practice: "Virtual museum tours are less costly, easier and risk-free than real museum
tours. It creates visual memory in students. | used it in my classes as a social studies teacher. Thanks to this virtual
museum practice, | empathized by replacing my students with myself and my child. The virtual museum tour

with my family was a pleasant experience."

TS stated that after this virtual museum practice, she planned to make a virtual museum tour with her students
and their families: "I saw the benefit of the practice. Therefore, | will associate and apply virtual museum
practices with guidance gains in order to increase family communication with my students and their families and
to strengthen their quality time together." T3 stated that she spent quality time with her family during his virtual
museum tour and explained that he and her husband wanted to include virtual museum practices with family
involvement in their lessons as follows:

“My husband is a history teacher like me. We started to consider having our students organize

virtual museum tours based on family involvement. If we give such an activity to our students as

an assignment, with virtual museum tours, students can have a fun time together while they are

doing a beautiful activity by seeing museums that they may never see or go to with their families.

This will make us very happy.”

T8 said that she wanted to carry out activities based on family involvement in her lessons:
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"I had never done any activities related to family involvement in my lessons. | have experienced
that it is a very effective and beneficial activity. | am thinking of planning activities based on family
involvement in my own lessons. It strengthens family communication, enables families to learn

new things and enables families to take close care of their children. "

Teachers' Recommendations for Virtual Museums and Virtual Museum Tour Practitioners

By analyzing the data obtained from the study, it was concluded that teachers offered various recommendations
for virtual museums and those who will perform virtual museum practices. Findings related to this are shown in
Table 4.

Recommendations for Virtual Museums

T9 stated that it would be beneficial to include audio explanations about the works in the museum on the virtual
museum websites: "Virtual museum tour is an indispensable lesson processing technique for social studies
course. | use it in my classes. It would be better if verbal explanations were made on the relevant site during the

museum tour. "

T2 suggested that written information should be added to the works in virtual museums and that existing
information should be readable:

"I would especially like the written information of all the works in virtual museums to be given with

them, albeit briefly. In addition, some of them have writing, but when you zoom in, most of them

are unreadable. It can be ensured that the written information of the works can be read.

Arrangements can be made in virtual museums for this. "

Recommendations for those Who Will Perform the Virtual Museum Tour Practice

Most of the teachers stated that those who will go on a virtual museum tour should examine the relevant
museum in detail and make an implementation plan before implementing it. T9, “Teachers who will do this work
should visit the virtual museum first. Information should be obtained about the works in the museum. If study is

done during the lesson, disconnections can be experienced." she expressed the importance of obtaining
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information about the virtual museum before the tour. T1 made her recommendation in this regard: "It is
important for the teacher to be ready by making his/her own journey and preparations in the museum to be
shown before starting the lesson or activity. The teacher can learn various stories about various artworks in the
museum and present a more remarkable narrative in the lesson." T6 stated her proposal for those who will
implement virtual museum tours to make preliminary preparations and planning as follows:

“Virtual museum activities should not be considered leisure activities. To create awareness, it will

be beneficial to determine the activity environment, planning and purpose in advance and to apply

it in a planned way. We had visited the Ankara Ethnography Museum on site before, but it had not

been so interesting for my children since there was no plan. Here, the importance of study and

planning before the activity emerges. For this reason, it is important that those who will make a

virtual museum tour make a preliminary preparation and implementation plan. To be interesting

and remarkable, | recommend study and reading for preliminary preparation about the museum

to be visited virtually."

T6 suggested that the museum to be visited virtually should be determined together with the participants and
the views of the participants should be taken at the end of the practice with the following words: "It is also
important to determine the places to visit with family members or students. After the event, the feelings and
thoughts of family members or participants should be taken and evaluated. " Similarly, T2 suggested that virtual
museums with works that attract families and children should be determined and that families and children
should travel together: "I think the museums where the participants can meet on the common ground should be
determined as there will be a difference in age and interest in the family-attended activity. Thus, families and
children can make an effective tour together." In addition, T3 made her recommendation with the words "Virtual

museum tours that everyone can watch as a family should be determined."

T4 presented the recommendation of making an implementation plan before the virtual museum practice and
giving preliminary information to the participants with the following words: "It is important that everyone has
preliminary information about the place to visit while planning virtual museum and similar activities, the

participants should be informed before the practice."

T8 stated that the virtual museum tour attracted the attention of the students and that she made her
recommendation to do it in all classes: "Such activities attract the attention of the students. Children's interest
in the lesson is increasing. Even my parents were curious and excited about attending the event. Therefore, |
recommend it to be used in all classes. | also recommend it to be held as an activity related to family
involvement." Similarly, T2 suggested that virtual museum practices should be associated with the content in all
courses and should be done with the students and their families as follows: "By adapting such activities to the
content related to all courses, it will provide effective learning and rich experiences for the students in the

classroom and at home with their families."
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One of the teachers, T7, suggested that those who will make a virtual museum tour should include activities that
will ensure active participation in the implementation plan: "If | need to plan such an activity again, | pay attention
to include more activities that will keep the participants active. | recommend that those who will carry out similar
activities plan the activity, inform the participants about the activity and focus on actively participating studies

that will lead the participants to the purpose of the activity. "

T3 expressed her recommendation to those who would practice virtual museum tours to obtain the views of the
participants at the end of the practice with the following words: "I recommend that every individual in your
family pay attention to their feelings and thoughts and listen carefully when making an evaluation at the end of

the activity."

Families’ Views on the Virtual Museum Tours Practice for Cultural Heritage Education

Families’ views on the virtual museum tour practice for cultural heritage education are explained under the
themes of " Families’ Views on the Virtual Museum Tour Practice", " Families' Views on the Contributions of the
Virtual Museum Tour Practice" and " Families' Recommendations for Virtual Museums and Virtual Museum Tour

Practices".

Families’ Views on the Virtual Museum Tour Practice

The analysis of the data obtained from the study revealed that the families who participated in the study

presented various views about the virtual museum tour practice. Findings related to this are shown in Table 5.

Some of the family members emphasized that virtual museum tours should be easily accessible and economical.
F1 family member (husband) stated that virtual museums are easily accessible: "Virtual museum tours such as
this event provide us with easy access to many artworks that we cannot see by saving time, space and money."
Similarly, A 10 family member (father) said, "Virtual tour saved time and space. Instead of a crowded
environment, it is invaluable to be able to walk around the house in a quiet time." In addition, F4 family member
(son) said that "Virtual tour provides information in a very practical and easy way, it is a useful practice. The

virtual museum provides easy access to information.”

F2 family member (mother) said, “I am sick of my knees. | cannot stand for more than five minutes. It would be

very difficult and painful for me to go to a museum and visit it. However, with the virtual museum tour, | saw the
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Antalya Museum. It is good for the patients. | wanted to visit other museums and see the items in them." she
stated that the easy accessibility of virtual museums is important for those with health problems. F7 family
member (wife) said, "Such activities provide an opportunity to see how the country is established and its culture
easily in the virtual environment. Virtual museum tours offer a very nice opportunity for those who do not have
the opportunity to go." she stated that virtual museums provide the opportunity to learn about the history and

culture of the country in an easily accessible way.

F6 family member (husband) stated that virtual museum tours are important for the promotion of cultural
heritage and provide fast and economical access to information as follows:
"Such virtual tours provide access to information in the fastest and cheapest way and provide
opportunities for the adoption and sustainability of the historical values of the society. | think that
it is an important privilege in terms of recognizing the cultural heritage of the cities that museums
and cities, where real visits cannot be made for different reasons, can be visited digitally regardless

of time and place. "

F1 family member (husband) said that the virtual museum tour was remarkable: “The virtual tour was a very
remarkable event. Although the opportunities and possibilities of today's artworks were many in the virtual tour
of the Zeugma Mosaic Museum, it attracted my attention that the artworks of that time were presented in a
much more detailed and thoughtful way and it surprised me." F8 (brother) said that the virtual museum tour was
remarkable and encouraged him to do study: “I love to make coffee and drink it. For this reason, the section
where coffee culture is explained in the museum attracted my attention. | studied coffee coolers, mills and what

they are, how coffee used to be prepared and served. "

One of the F6 family member participants (husband) said, "Virtual tour has made us want to visit this museum
again. | think there is a new field of experience in cultural tourism. " Similarly, F7 family member (son) said, "I
have never seen Anitkabir before. This tour increased my desire to see it." he said that his virtual tour encouraged

him to visit the museum.

F8 family member (mother) said "Virtual tours allow us to see many museums that we have not been to before.
| think that such tours will strengthen the feeling of national unity and solidarity and enable us to interpret our
day more consciously." she stated that virtual museum tours will strengthen the feelings of national unity and

solidarity.

Families' Views on the Contributions of the Virtual Museum Tour Practice

As a result of the analysis of the data obtained from the study, it was revealed that the families who participated
in the study presented views that virtual museum tour practices provided them with various contributions.

Findings related to this are shown in Table 6.

All of the family members who participated in the virtual museum practice stated that they obtained various
information and spent quality time with their family members. F4 family member (daughter) said that she
learned various pieces of information in the museum, which he visited virtually: "It is exciting to visit a treasure
of history and culture that is far away. Of course, my father's information about Gobekli Tepe was also very good;
| learned a lot from him." F8 family member (mother) said that “It was the first time she saw works at the event
and that the activity enabled her to obtain new information. The event made me learn new things. There were
works | saw for the first time. We talked about what these are and what they do." Another F8 family member
(sibling) stated that the virtual museum tour enabled him to learn about culture as "The activity enabled me to
know and know my own culture better." One of the F6 family members (husband) said, "It was an instructive and
enjoyable activity. During the tour, | learned about the works and collections.” he said that he obtained various

pieces of information with the virtual museum practice.

The view of the F6 family member (son) that he was excited about the virtual museum tour, learned information,
compared the objects in the house and the works in the museum and realized the importance of protecting the
cultural heritage is as follows:

“I'm so excited. The artifacts | saw were very different. Since my mother was a handicraft teacher,

we had similar works in our house, | compared them. | know the weaving technique of the rugin

the weaving hall | saw there. | learned about the works made in the past. They all have their own

labor. | realized that we need to protect our culture, our cultural heritage. | loved the museum very

much. "

F1 One of the family members (husband) stated that he compared the past and present with the virtual museum
tour and obtained various information: "I have learned a lot about mosaic artworks. | also learned about
mythological beings and events embroidered on mosaics. Through the works in the museum, | had a lot of
information about the life and culture of those days." Similarly, F3 family member (daughter) explained that she
compared toys in the toy museum with his own toys and was happy to do activities together as a family: "l was
happy to watch the museum with my mother, father and sister. Most of the toys are not like mine, but some of

the toy plates here look like my toys.”
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F7 family member (son) said that he was emotional, proud of the Turkish soldier and empathized during the
virtual tour: “I was very emotional during the event, especially in the section about the Canakkale War in
Anitkabir. | put myself in the shoes of those soldiers. The tour allowed me to see how helpful, conscientious and
devoted the Turkish soldier was. | was proud of them." Similarly, one of the F5 family members (sister) stated
that she was excited, gained various information and empathized during the virtual museum tour as follows:
“Thanks to the virtual museum event, | learned that | can visit many museums in Turkey from my
own computer without going. | was very excited at first during the event; the virtual museum was
a different experience. It was so real, | felt like | was visiting a museum. At the Ankara Ethnography
Museum we visited, when | saw the lifestyles and clothes of Anatolian people living in ancient
times, | learned about those periods. | was able to make connections between yesterday and today
and comprehend the change in our lives in a more concrete way. While examining the works
describing that period, | put myself in the shoes of those people as if | was living at that time and

the virtual museum experience gained more meaning. "

F2 family member (daughter) said, "l understood that history and culture are very important, | became aware of
this issue. | also understood that ceramics are fun but difficult to make." he stated that he found the virtual
museum practice fun and gained awareness about the importance of history and culture. Another F2 family
member (mother) stated that she gained awareness of the richness of cultural heritage, remembered her
childhood memories, shared these memories with her family and spent quality time as she was doing activities
with her family:
“When | saw the valuable artifacts in the museum, | realized once again how rich our history and
cultural heritage are. Seeing old people's stuff took me back to my childhood. | remembered the
earthenware containers where we put molasses, butter and yogurt. I'm touched. | told the
memories to my parents. | was very happy to sit and do activities with my whole family; | had a

nice and productive time."

Similarly, F8 family member (mother) said that she remembered her past memories with a virtual museum tour:
"This event took me back to the old days. We had handwoven carpets in our house. | woven the rug myself and
| saw it in my mind. My grandmother had a dress similar to one of the clothes in the old clothes section. It

reminded me of my grandmother, we talked about them, | was sad, but | was happy. It was a very nice event. "

F4 family member (son) said, "It was nice to have the opportunity to visit Gobekli Tepe, about which | read a lot
before, virtually. In particular, our travel with the participation of family members has increased our
communication, communication within the family and interaction. In this way, we made plans to examine other
museums as a family and to visit them virtually." he stated that the virtual museum practice provides
communication and interaction within the family and that they plan to make other virtual museum tours as a

family.
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F9 family member (daughter) said, "My sense of curiosity was at the forefront in the event. Because | learned
Hittites and Phrygians in social studies course. | reinforced this knowledge during the virtual museum tour.” she

stated that he reinforced what he learned in the social studies course.

F5 family member (brother) stated that he was a social studies teacher and visited the Ankara Ethnography
Museum for the first time and realized that he could organize various activities in his lessons in this museum by
associating them with his field:
“I'm a social studies teacher. | participated in my sister's virtual museum event. | have done the
virtual museum tour with my students before. However, thanks to this event, | visited the Ankara
Ethnography Museum for the first time and had the opportunity to examine it in such detail. While
examining the folk clothes of our culture, the clothes used on special occasions and handicraft
products in detail, | realized that | could do various educational activities for my students in the

culture and heritage learning area in the social studies course.

F8 family member (sibling) stated that he studied in the teaching department and that he wanted to organize
virtual museum tours and family involvement activities when he started his professional life: “The inclusion of
virtual museum activities in the course makes the course more remarkable and encourages students to study. |
learned that from experience. In the future, | will enrich my lessons with such virtual museum and family

involvement activities. "

Families' Recommendations for Virtual Museums and Virtual Museum Tour Practices

The analysis of the data obtained from the study revealed that the families who participated in the study offered
various recommendations for virtual museums and virtual museum tour practices. Findings related to this are

shown in Table 7.

Recommendations for Virtual Museums

F4 family member (mother) suggested the promotion of the website, which provides access to virtual museums,
with the words "It would be appropriate to advertise and promote this website, which provides virtual tour
opportunities, by the Ministry of Culture and Tourism." One of the F5 family members (sister) suggested that

information notes should be added to all of the works exhibited in the museum and vocalizations should be made
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for the works with the following words: "The virtual museum tour was very useful. We had the opportunity to
navigate the sections of the museum in detail. However, we could not reach the information sections of some
works. Informative written or audio short notes can be added to all of the works in the museum." F7 family
member (son) similarly proposed adding links to provide audio promotion to virtual museums: "Virtual museum
tour provides convenience to people. In such tours, links can be added to the sections where the works in the
museum are exhibited to introduce those works audibly. In this way, information about the works can be
obtained. " In addition, F6 family member (son) said, "I think it would be good for a guide to voice the virtual
museum tour." and F10 family member (mother) said, "It would be much better if there was an informative voice

guide on the virtual tour." and suggested that a guide voice should be added to virtual museums.

F7 family member (wife) expressed her proposal for the dissemination of virtual museum practices with the
following words: "I think that the virtual museum tour, which contains important cultural values for our country,
should be disseminated especially among young generations and studies should be carried out in this regard."
Similarly, F9 family member (daughter) said, "It was nice to have a virtual museum tour event. I'm thinking of
telling my friends as soon as possible. We should recommend it to our friends." Another F1 family member
(husband) suggested that all museums should be opened to virtual access and that virtual museums should be
disseminated. "l recommend that these virtual museum practices should be opened throughout all museums. |

recommend that such activities be carried out widely in education, training and social life. "

Recommendations for Virtual Museum Tour Practices

One of the F1 family members (nephew) stated his proposal to make widespread use of practices for virtual
museum tours in village schools: "It should be used especially in education. In village schools, | recommend it to
students and teachers who do not have the opportunity. One of the F4 family members (husband) stated that
he thought that the use of virtual museums in social studies and history lessons would provide effective teaching
and his proposal for its widespread use in these lessons was as follows: "It is especially important to teach history
and social studies lessons using virtual museums. Virtual museum activities will be extremely effective in these
courses in terms of permanence of knowledge, effective teaching and student participation. " F8 family member
(sibling) stated his recommendation to make a virtual museum tour with an online activity attended by students
and parents as follows: "Virtual museum tours can be made with all students and student families in the

classroom that the teacher will organize online. Together, the works can be examined and discussed. "

CONCLUSION and DISCUSSION

The aim of the study is to reveal the views and experiences of teachers and families regarding virtual museum
tours for cultural heritage education. As a result of the study, it was revealed that teachers carried out a tour
with family involvement to various virtual museums that contain tangible and intangible cultural heritage

elements, are related to their own fields and are interested in family members and themselves. In addition, in
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the study, it was concluded that teachers applied tour in virtual museums that included items that reflected

national culture and were on the agenda.

It is important to carry out cultural heritage education in a planned manner to create awareness, responsibility
and awareness about the protection of cultural heritage and its transfer to future generations (Cengelci, 2012).
Planning and preparing for virtual museum tour practices for cultural heritage education enables the practice to
achieve its purpose effectively (Aladag, Akkaya & Senséz, 2014, p.202). The teachers who participated in the
present study prepared a virtual museum tour practice plan by making various preparations for the virtual
museum tour for cultural heritage education and carried out the virtual museum tour in a planned way. In the
study, it was concluded that the teachers first informed the families during the practice process and created
family instructions and museum artifact cards. As a result of the study, it was revealed that teachers carried out
the virtual museum tour practice in the form of examining museum brochures, supporting the virtual museum
tour with video, taking notes of the works that attracted the attention of family members during the tour,
comparing the artifacts in the museum with today's artifacts, asking questions about the artifacts in the museum,
creating ceramic artifacts, conducting study on the artifacts in the museum and obtaining written views from the

families at the end of the practice.

In the study, it was concluded that teachers expressed the view that the virtual museum tour practice was
instructive, relevant, attractive and fun for children and adult family members. This result coincides with the
results of the study that revealed that the practices carried out in virtual museums in the literature are

interesting, educational and fun for the participants (Ulusoy, 2010; Karatas et al., 2016; Kaya & Okumus, 2018).

Virtual museums are used as an effective tool in education to reinforce students' learning (Franceschi & Alvarez,
2021, p.464). Similarly, one of the family members who participated in this study stated that they reinforced the
information they learned in their lessons with the virtual museum tour practice. In fact, virtual museums provide
appropriate learning environments for effective teaching (Punako, 2018). It has been revealed that some of the
teachers participating in the study think that practices based on virtual museum tours provide visual and auditory
learning for cultural heritage and support permanent learning. This result coincides with the result of the study
conducted by Sungur and Bilbiil (2019) that showed that the activities carried out with the virtual museum
contribute to visual learning. In addition, prospective teachers who participated in the study conducted by
Caliskan, Onal and Yazici (2016) stated that virtual museums ensure that learning is permanent. From this point
of view, it can be stated that the practices carried out with virtual museums for cultural heritage education

provide effective teaching.

Virtual museum practices allow individuals to access museums independently of time and space (Eguz, 2020,
p.194). The families who participated in this study also expressed similar views. In the study, it was concluded
that some of the family members stated that virtual museums were easily accessible and economical. Similarly,
teacher candidates who participated in the study conducted by ilhan, Tokmak and Aktas (2021) and Caliskan,

Onal and Yazici (2016) stated that virtual museums offer economic and time independence.
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Some of the teachers who participated in the study stated that they gained awareness about virtual museums
and realized the importance of introducing virtual museums to adults. Among the teachers who participated in
the study, there were teachers who previously made virtual museum tours but also teachers who made virtual
museum tours for the first time. As a result of the study, the result of the study conducted by Karatas et al.,
(2016), which is included in the literature, reveals that the introduction of virtual museums, which have an

important place in cultural heritage education, to teachers is an important requirement.

One of the most important contributions of the virtual museum is that it provides access to museums that cannot
be visited due to geographical locations (Schweibenz, 1998). It was revealed that some of the teacher and family
member participants in this study had similar views. These participants stated that they wanted their students
to take a virtual museum tour with their families and spend quality time with their families by seeing where they
could not go. This finding of the study can be interpreted as the fact that teachers' awareness of the activities of
family involvement and virtual museum realization encourages them to carry out cultural heritage practices with

families.

It was concluded that the teachers participating in the study learned to plan and implement virtual museum
tours within the scope of the present study. Similar results were obtained in a study conducted to create a virtual
museum activity plan for teacher candidates in the literature and to examine these plans (Arabacioglu & Okulu,
2021). From this point of view, it can be said that including the planning and implementation of activity samples
by teachers in both in-service trainings and study conducted for teachers will contribute to the professional

development of teachers.

The study revealed that teachers' virtual museum tour practice provided awareness about the richness of cultural
heritage, family involvement and the importance of cultural heritage education practices. Some of the teachers
stated that they did study to carry out a virtual museum tour and realized the richness of cultural heritage with
these studies. The results of the study can be interpreted as follows: Studies based on teachers' practice will

provide teachers with various gains for personal development as well as professional development.

In the study, it was revealed that virtual museum tour practices with family involvement provided various gains
to families. Similarly, in the studies in the literature, it has been concluded that the practices carried out for family
involvement have various gains for family members (Zigler, Pfannenstiel & Seitz, 2008; Altan, 2019; Tire &
Deveci, 2021). In the study, it was concluded that family members learned that museums are easily accessible
with the virtual museum tour practice based on teachers' and family views and that family members were aware
of virtual museums. In addition, it was emphasized in the study that the virtual museum tour practice by the
teachers and family member participants contributed to the awareness of family members about the richness of
cultural heritage, protection of cultural heritage and transferring it to future generations. In addition, in the
study, it was concluded that adult family members shared their memories, knowledge and experiences in the
virtual museum tour practice for cultural heritage education. This result of the study is an indication that it can

be used as a resource from families in cultural heritage education. Adults have important duties in transferring

cultural heritage to future generations (Glines & Alagdz, 2018). In fact, virtual museums can also be used for
lifelong learning (Aladag, Akkaya & Sensoz, 2014). In this respect, it can be said that virtual museum tours will
have benefits for the promotion, protection and transfer of cultural heritage to future generations by widespread

realization for adult individuals.

In the literature, it is stated that cultural heritage education has contributions in the form that it will make
individuals proud of their history and respect their past with the recognition of their cultural heritage (The
American Folklife Center, 2022). Similarly, in this study, it was revealed that some of the family members who
participated in the virtual museum tour for cultural heritage education expressed that they were aware of the
importance of history, proud of its history and empathized with people living in the past. Families stated that
virtual museums have the function of introducing cultural heritage by presenting information about history and
culture. Family members stated that activities with virtual museums will strengthen the sense of national unity
and solidarity. In addition, some of the family members stated that virtual museums support the adoption and
sustainability of cultural values. In line with these views, it can be said that the use of virtual museums in cultural
heritage education will also contribute to adult individuals in terms of protecting cultural heritage and cultural
values and raising awareness about them. In addition, it is one of the remarkable results of the study that one of
the teachers participating in the study is related to his/her profession, but he/she does not raise enough cultural
heritage awareness for his/her own children and that virtual museum tour is very useful in this respect. This
result shows that the practices that teachers will carry out with their families provide various gains to their own

children.

Practices aimed at cultural heritage enable students to communicate and share with their families (The American
Folklife Center, 2022). Most of the families and teachers who participated in the study emphasized that the
virtual museum tour practice provides quality time with the family. In addition, some family members and
teachers stated that the virtual museum tour with family involvement enabled families to take care of students
and increased communication and interaction within the family. Similarly, in the study conducted by Sheridan et
al. (2019), which supports these results in the literature, it was concluded that family involvement reflected
positively on the relational processes between the family and the student. In addition, one of the study
participants, who is a guidance and psychological counseling teacher, emphasized that family involvement
activities offer opportunities for family communication and that these activities can be applied in guidance and
psychological counseling programs. Accordingly, it can be said that the activities carried out with family

involvement will serve the achievements of the Class and School Guidance Program.

The literature emphasizes that virtual museum tours and social studies courses are closely related (Aktas, Yilmaz
& Ibrahimoglu, 2020). Social studies teachers, who are among the teachers and family members who participated
in the study, associated the social studies course with virtual museums and emphasized the importance of
practicing in the social studies course by using virtual museums. In addition, these teachers stated that they

wanted to organize a virtual museum tour with family involvement for cultural heritage education in their
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lessons. In the study conducted by Ambusaidi and Al-Rabaani (2019), it was concluded that the use of virtual
museums in social studies courses positively affects the academic achievement and attitudes of 8th grade
students toward archaeology. In addition, social studies teacher candidates who participated in the study
conducted by Sidekli and Karaca (2013, p.35) stated that effective teaching can be realized by creating creative
activities with elements of cultural heritage. In this respect, it can be said that using virtual museums in cultural
heritage education in social studies courses will contribute to the effective teaching of the course and student

success.

One of the study participants, who was a history teacher and her husband, stated that the use of virtual museums
in history lessons would be beneficial for students. Similarly, in the study conducted by Okolo et al. (2011), it was
concluded that the use of virtual museums had positive effects on the learning of 8th grade students about
history lessons. However, it was revealed that prospective teachers who participated in the study of Caliskan,
Onal and Yazici (2016) were of the view that virtual museums enabled individuals to hear about history and to
empathize with the past. Similarly, in this study, it was concluded that teachers and families empathized during
the virtual museum tour. From this point of view, virtual museum tours can be used effectively, especially to

develop historical empathy.

It is important to use active learning methods and techniques in practices carried out in virtual museums (Aktas,
Yilmaz & ibrahimoglu, 2020, p.1298). As a result of the study, it was concluded that some teachers suggested
that participants should carry out activities to ensure their active participation in virtual museum tours. However,
the teachers stated that it was useful to make an evaluation by taking the views of all the participants after the
virtual museum tour and suggested that the views of the participants should be taken at the end of the virtual

museum tour.

It is important to include cultural heritage education in various courses for students to gain sensitivity about
cultural heritage and to feel responsible for transferring this heritage to future generations (Cengelci, 2012,
p.200). In the study, some of the teachers stated that the virtual museum tour for cultural heritage education
provided effective teaching and presented recommendations for its practice in all courses. Most of the teachers
who participated in the study emphasized that it is important to prepare and make an implementation plan to
implement a virtual museum tour and suggested that the virtual museum tour should be carried out within the
implementation plan. Teachers stated that it is important to examine the museum where the virtual museum

tour will be made in detail before the practice and to obtain information about the works.

Fedotova et al. (2021) stated that the use of virtual museums is very useful in terms of introducing cultural
heritage to young people. Similarly, some family members have suggested that efforts should be made to

introduce virtual museums to young people and to disseminate tours to virtual museums among young people.

Some of the family members who participated in the study suggested that virtual museums should be widely

used in village schools. A family member who participated in the study suggested that virtual museum tours
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should be carried out with online courses attended by families and students. In addition, another family member
stated that the use of virtual museums in social studies and history lessons would provide effective teaching and
suggested the widespread use of virtual museums in these lessons. These results coincide with the proposal of
Aladag, Akkaya and Sensoz (2014) to increase the number of virtual museums of social studies teachers
participating in their study. However, some of the family members suggested that virtual museums should be
recommended to the immediate environment, while a family member suggested that the ministry introduce the

website containing virtual museums.

ilhan, Tokmak and Aktas (2021) stated that an effective virtual museum tour can be carried out by providing
guidance to virtual museums. It was concluded that the teachers participating in the study conducted by Aladag,
Akkaya and Sens6z (2014) stated that the lack of virtual guide in virtual museums was a problem. Similarly, some
of the family members who participated in the study suggested the addition of guide vocalizations for the
improvement of virtual museums. In addition, as a result of the study, it was revealed that teachers and families
offered recommendations to ensure that the writings of the works were readable. In line with these results, it
can be said that the improvements to be made on the websites where virtual museums are located will

contribute to the effective realization of virtual museum tours.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Based on the results obtained in the study, it can be suggested to make promotions that virtual museums are
easily accessible to all individuals. Teachers can inform their students' families about access to virtual museums.
In addition, it can be ensured that teachers are informed about the use of virtual museum tours in cultural
heritage education and creating an implementation plan for virtual museum tours. Study can be carried out in
which the views of teachers regarding the use of families in cultural heritage education and the different practices
that can be carried out with the participation of families in cultural heritage education can be taken. Within the
scope of curricula of courses such as social studies, history and Turkish, which include broad topics related to
cultural heritage in their content, studies can be designed to examine the effect of the use of virtual museums in

cultural heritage education on students' skill and value development.

KaltGrel miras egitiminde 6nemli isleve sahip olan muzeler, sergiledikleri eserlerle ilgili konulara
bagh olarak pek ¢ok yoni olan, somut ve somut olmayan kiltlrel miras 6gelerini icinde barindiran,
gecmiste yasamis uygarliklarin tarihi, sanati, bilimi ve yasam bigimleri ile ilgili ayrintili bilgi sunan
onemli kurumlardir. Sanal miize, bir miizede sergilenen eserlere yonelik koleksiyonlarin dijital
ortama aktarilmasi ile eserlerin gevrimici olarak erisilebilir bicimde ziyaret edilmesine olanak
saglamaktadir. Bu arastirma kapsaminda yer alan Anadolu Universitesi Karakter ve Deger Egitimi
Uzaktan Ogretim Tezsiz Yiiksek Lisans Programi’nda 6grenim géren ve farkli alanlarda gérev yapan
ogretmenler, kiltirel mirasla iliskili bir kazanim kapsaminda sanal miize gezisi uygulama plani
hazirlamislardir. Ogretmenler kendi aile lyelerinin katihmi ile evde sanal miize gezisi planini
uygulayarak deneyim edinmislerdir. Bu arastirmada kiltiirel miras egitimine yonelik
gerceklestirilen sanal mize gezisi uygulamasina iliskin 6gretmenlerin ve ailelerin gérislerini ve
deneyimlerini belirlemek amaglanmistir. Arastirmada nitel arastirma desenlerinden biri olan
fenomenoloji deseni benimsenmistir. Aragtirmanin calisma grubu, Anadolu Universitesi Karakter
ve Deger Egitimi Uzaktan Ogretim Tezsiz Yiiksek Lisans Programi’nda 6grenim géren 10 dgretmen
ve bu 6gretmenlerin ailelerinden olusmustur. Arastirma verileri 6gretmenlere ve ailelere yonelik
gelistirilen standartlastiriimis acik uclu sorulardan olusan 6gretmen veri toplama formu ve aile veri
toplama formu araciligiyla yazili olarak elde edilmistir. Arastirma verilerinin analizinde,
fenomenolojik veri analiz teknigi kullanilmistir. Arastirma sonucunda kiltlrel miras egitimine
yonelik gergeklestirilen sanal miize gezisi uygulamasinin 6gretmenlere kisisel ve mesleki bakimdan
cesitli kazanimlar sagladigl ortaya cikmistir. Arastirmada kiltirel miras egitimine yonelik
gerceklestirilen sanal miize uygulamasina katilan ailelerin gesitli bilgiler edinme, kiltiirel mirasin
onemini ve zenginligini fark etme biciminde kazanimlar edindigi sonucu elde edilmistir.
Arastirmada ailelerin katihmiyla gerceklesen sanal mize gezisi uygulamasinin aile igi iletisimi ve
etkilesimi olumlu etkiledigi ortaya cikmistir. Arastirma sonunda, uygulamaya ve arastirmaya
yonelik cesitli 6nerilere yer verilmistir.

Kultur toplumlarin yasam bigimlerini, degerlerini, gelenek ve géreneklerini yansitan; bir arada aidiyet, birlik ve
beraberlik bilinciyle yasamasini saglayan, ait oldugu toplumu diger toplumlardan ayiran énemli bir unsurdur.
Kaltrin devamlihgl saglanamadiginda bir baska deyisle kultir gelecek nesillere aktarilamadiginda lkeler,
toplumsal aidiyet ve toplumsal devamlilik duygusunun kaybolmasi tehlikesiyle karsi karsiya kalmaktadir (Savakan,
2016, s.1302). Gunumizde kiresellesme ile bilgi ve iletisim teknolojilerindeki gelismeler, diinya Gzerindeki
kiltirel ve toplumsal sinirlari ortadan kaldirmaktadir. Bu durum kultlrel yozlasmaya ve bireylerin kimlik
karmasasiyla karsi karsiya kalmasina neden olmaktadir (Gross ve Rutland, 2017; Kilcan ve Akbaba, 2013; Dagistan
Ozdemir, 2005). Bilgi ve iletisim teknolojilerinde meydana gelen gelismelerin olumsuz birtakim etkilerine ragmen
(Fornasari, 2021) muzelerde sunulan kilttre yonelik bilgilerin diinya ¢apinda bir kamuoyuna yayilmasina olanak
tanimasi (Schweibenz, 1998) ve kiiltlr unsurlarini tanitmak icin ¢evrimici egitim olanaklari sunmasi bakimindan

olumlu etkiler de saglamaktadir (Fornasari, 2021).

Toplumlarin kiltirel devamliligi nesilsen nesile aktarilarak saglandigindan bir toplumun tim kiltirel birikimi ve
toplumu olusturan temel unsurlarin bitini “kilttrel miras” olarak kabul edilmektedir (Kilct, 2015). Kalturel
miras egitiminde dnemli isleve sahip olan mizeler, sergiledikleri eserlerle ilgili konulara baglh olarak pek ¢cok yonii
olan, somut ve somut olmayan kiiltiirel miras 6gelerini icinde barindiran (Schweibenz, 1998), gecmiste yasamis
uygarliklarin tarihi, sanati, bilimi ve yasam bigimleriile ilgili ayrintil bilgi sunan énemli kurumlardir (Ulusoy, 2010).
Miuzeler, gegmisle gliniimiiz arasinda kdpri olusturmakta, bireylerin kiltlrel mirasa iliskin bilgi edinmelerine ve
duyarhlik kazanmalarina olanak saglamaktadir. Ayrica Eyvazova (2018, s.84) tarafindan da vurgulandigi gibi

mizelerde kiltiirel mirasin gelecek nesillere aktarilmasina yonelik zengin 6grenme ortamlari bulunmaktadir.

Miuzelerin internet araciligiyla cevrimici ortamda erisime sunulmasi ile "sanal mize" kavrami ortaya ¢ikmistir
(Aktas, Yilmaz ve ibrahimoglu, 2020, 5.1297). Sanal miize, bir miizede sergilenen eserlere ydnelik koleksiyonlarin
dijital ortama aktarilmasi ile eserlerin ¢evrimigi olarak erisilebilir biciminde ziyaret edilmesi olarak tanimlanabilir.
Sanal mizeler ziyaretcilerin diinyanin dort bir yaninda yer alan farkl miizeleri zamandan ve mekandan bagimsiz
bir bigimde ziyaret etmelerine olanak sunmaktadir. Sanal muzelere yonelik ilk 6rnek 1994 yilinda Sanal
Kiitiphane Miize Sayfasi olmustur ve bu web sayfasi Uluslararasi Mizeler Konseyi (International Council of
Museums) tarafindan desteklenmistir (Bowen, 2002). Sanal mizeler; igerigine, etkilesimli olma durumuna, sanal
gezinti siiresine, iletisim stiline (betimleyici, 6ykuleyici, dramatizasyon temelli), kapsamina ve strdurilebilirligine

gore siniflandiriimaktadir (Ferdani, Pagano ve Farouk, 2014, s.10-12)

Sanal miizelerden yararlanilarak gergeklestirilen kiltlirel miras egitimi bilissel, duyussal ve entelektiel bigcimde
boyutlari olan bir egitimdir. Sanal mizelerin 6grenme-6gretme slrecinde kullanilmasi ile gerceklestirilen
egitimde ogrenciler kiltlirel mirasa yonelik konulari anlaml ve kalici olarak 6grenebilecektir (Aktas, Yilmaz ve
ibrahimoglu, 2020, 5.1298). Sanal miizelerin kiiltiirel miras egitimine sagladigi katkilardan dolayi Tiirkiye’de kamu
kurumlari da sanal miizelere yonelik gesitli calismalar gerceklestirmistir. Bu kapsamda Turkiye Cumhuriyeti Kiltir

ve Turizm Bakanhgi tarafindan cesitli mizelerin ve 6ren yerlerinin sanal gezinti baglantilari resmi web sitesine
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eklenmistir. Ayrica bakanlik tarafindan 2015 yilinda “Tarihi Paylagmak: Sanal Muze Projesi” baslikli bir proje ile
uluslararasi alanda, tlkelerin kiltlirel mirasini tanitmayi amaclayan calismalar gergeklestirilmistir (Kaltir ve

Turizm Bakanligi, 2015).

Aileler ¢ocuklarinin ilk ve en etkili 6gretmenidir (Zigler, Pfannenstiel ve Seitz, 2008) ve kiiltire iliskin ilk bilgiler
ailede edinilmektedir. Bu bakimdan kultlirel miras egitimine aile katimi saglanmasinin 6grenciler igin gesitli
yararlari vardir. Ding (2011, s. 57)'e gore aile katilimi “okul ile aile arasinda iletisim ve sirekliligin arttirilarak
ailelerin  desteklenmesi, egitilmesi, egitime katilimlarinin  saglanmasi ve egitim programlarinin
zenginlestiriimesine yonelik sistematik bir yaklasimdir.” Kiltirel miras egitimine aile katihmi saglanarak
ogrencilerin okulda 6grendiklerini pekistirmesiyle birlikte kiltirel mirasa yonelik 6grendiklerini yasamina
yansitmasi ve ailelerinden cesitli bilgiler edinmesi saglanabilir (Tlre, 2020, s. 388). Aile katimi uygulamalari
cocuklarin akademik basarilarini, problem ¢ézme ve sosyal becerilerinin gelisimini olumlu etkilemektedir (Smith
vd., 2019). Nitekim alan yazinda yer alan arastirma sonuglari ile derslere aile katiiminin 6grencilerin akademik
basarilarini arttirmasi, gesitli becerilerini gelistirmesi, aile-6gretmen-6grenci iletisimini gliglendirmesi, evde etkili
o6grenmeler gergeklestirmesi biciminde yararlari oldugu ortaya konulmustur (Tire ve Deveci, 2021; Kegeli-Kaysili,
2008; Zigler, Pfannenstiel ve Seitz, 2008). Bu bakimdan ailelerin kiltlrel miras egitimine yonelik gerceklestirilen

sanal muze gezisi uygulamalarina katilmasinin 6grencilere gesitli yararlari olacagi séylenebilir.

Kulturel mirasin korunmasi ve sirdirilebilirligi igin 6grencilerle birlikte yetiskin aile bireylerinin de kulturel
mirasa yonelik duyarliiginin ve farkindaliginin arttirilmasi 6nemli gorilmektedir (Glines ve Alagoz, 2018, s.755).
Alan yazinda yer alan Epstein (2008) tarafindan gelistirilen aile katilimi modelinin 6nemli boyutlarindan biri, okula
ve derslere aile katilimi saglanmasi ile ailelerin ebeveynlik basta olmak iizere gesitli becerilerinin gelistiriimesine
vurgu yapmaktadir. Bu boyutta aileler ¢ocuklarini desteklemek icin evde uygun 6grenme ortamlari saglama,
ailelere gereksinim duyduklari ¢esitli konularda egitim ve destek verme amaglanmaktadir. Dolayisiyla aile katilimi
¢alismalarinda ailelerin kendilerinin ve gocuklarinin gelisimine yonelik cesitli bilgiler edinmesini saglamak énemli
bir boyut olarak goérilmektedir. Nitekim alan yazinda okula ve derslere aile katilimi saglamanin ailelerin; gesitli
bilgiler edinmelerini sagladigini, kisisel gelisimlerini destekledigini ve cocuklara destek olmasi konusunda
bilinglendiklerini ortaya koyan arastirma sonuglari yer almaktadir. Bu arastirmalardan biri olan Tiire ve Deveci
(2021) tarafindan gergeklestirilen arastirmada sosyal bilgiler dersine aile katimi saglanmasinin ailelerin gesitli
bilgiler edinmelerine ve kisisel gelisimlerine katki sagladigi sonucuna ulasilmistir. Altan (2019) tarafindan
gerceklestirilen bir diger calismada okul 6ncesi donemde aile katilimi ¢alismalarinin ebeveynlerin hayat boyu
o6grenme becerilerine 6nemli katkilar sagladigi sonucu elde edilmistir. Zigler, Pfannenstiel ve Seitz (2008) ailelere
yonelik diizenli ev ziyaretleri yaparak gerceklestikleri boylamsal calismalarinda ailelerin gergeklestirilen uygulama
ile cesitli becerilerinin gelistigi sonucunu elde etmislerdir. Ayrica Balli, Demo ve Wedman (1998) arastirmasinda
glinlik yasamda sik karsilasilan, gergek diinyayla ilgili olan 6rneklerin oldugu evde 6grenme etkinliklerini ailelerin
kendileri icin yararli buldugunu ortaya koymustur. Bu arastirma sonuglarindan hareketle yasamin icinde olan
kiltlrel miras egitimine yonelik sanal mize gezisi uygulamasinin aile katilimi ile gergeklestirmenin yetiskin aile

bireylerinin egitimine katki saglamasi bakimindan énemli oldugu ifade edilebilir.
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Alan yazinda sanal miize gezisi uygulamalarini konu edinen gesitli galismalar yer almaktadir. Alan yazinda sanal
mizelerin derslerde kullanilmasi, yararlari ve sinirliliklari konularinda 6gretmenlerin gorislerini inceleyen
¢alismalara rastlanmistir (Aladag, Akkaya ve Sensoz, 2014; Karatas vd., 2016; Altinbay ve Gimdis, 2020; Egiiz,
2020). Sanal muzelere yonelik gergeklestirilen arastirmalardan bazilarinda 6gretmen adaylarinin goérisleri ve
deneyimleri belirlenmistir (Caliskan, Onal ve Yazici, 2016; Sungur ve Biilbiil, 2019; ilhan, Tokmak ve Aktas, 2021;
Islek ve Danju, 2021). Ayrica Arabacioglu ve Okulu (2021) arastirmalarinda farkl programlarda 6grenim goéren
o0gretmen adaylarinin sanal miize gezilerine yonelik olusturduklari etkinlik planlarini incelemistir. Ulusoy (2010)
ve Cordorvil (2022) tarafindan sanal mizelerle ilgili Gniversite 06grencilerine yonelik arastirmalar
gerceklestirilmistir. Ulusoy (2010) arastirmasinda sanal miize uygulamasinin Agikdgretim Fakiltesi 6grencilerinin
tarih dersine yonelik tutumlarina etkisini ortaya koymustur. Cordorvil (2022) tarafindan gergeklestirilen
arastirmada, sanal muzelerin din egitiminde bir arag olarak kullanimini 6rnek bir inceleme ile ortaya koymak igin
Universite 6grencilerinin Belem’de yer alan Para Mizesi’'nin sanal miizesini incelemesi saglanmistir. Alan yazinda
sanal mizelere yonelik ortaokul ve lise 6grencilerinin katiimiyla gerceklesen arastirmalar yer almaktadir. Bu
arastirmalar arasinda tarih dersi kapsaminda gergeklestirilen arastirmalar vardir (Okolo vd. 2011; Kaya ve
Okumus, 2018). Okolo vd. (2011) arastirmalarinda sanal mizelerin 8. sinif 6grencilerinin tarih dersi akademik
basarisina etkisini belirlemistir. Kaya ve Okumus (2018) tarih derslerinde sanal muzelerin kullanimini 10. sinif
ogrencilerinin goruslerine gore degerlendirmistir. Ayrica alan yazinda ortaokul 6grencilerinin katildigi, sosyal
bilgiler derslerinde sanal miizelerin kullanima yonelik arastirmalara da rastlanmistir (Ambusaidi ve Al-Rabaani,
2019; Ginar, Utkugiin ve Gazel, 2021; Elbay, 2022). Ambusaidi ve Al-Rabaani (2019) tarafindan gergeklestirilen
arastirmada, sosyal bilgiler dersinde sanal mizelerin kullaniminin 8. sinif 6grencilerinin akademik basarilarina ve
arkeolojiye yonelik tutumlarina etkisi belirlemistir. Cinar, Utkugin ve Gazel (2021) arastirmalarinda 7. sinif
Ogrencilerinin sosyal bilgiler dersinde sanal mize kullanimina yonelik gérislerini ortaya koymustur. Benzer olarak
Elbay (2022) arastirmasinda 7. sinif 6grencilerinin gorisleri dogrultusunda sanal mizelerin yararlarini ve
sinirhliklarini incelemistir.  Ayrica alan yazinda sanal mizelere yonelik egitim alaninda gerceklestirilen 223
arastirmanin amaglarini bibliyometrik olarak inceleyen bir arastirmaya da rastlanmistir (Franceschi ve Alvarez,

2021).

Kilturel mirasin gelecek nesillere aktarilmasi i¢in bireylerin kiiltlirel mirasa iliskin duyarlilik kazanmasi ve kiltirel
mirasin éneminin bilincinde olmasi gerekmektedir. Bunu saglamak igin kiltirel miras egitimini farkl derslerle
iliskilendirmek ve farkh oOgretim uygulamalarindan yararlanarak gercgeklestirmek gerekmektedir (Dagistan
Ozdemir, 2005 s.25). Tiirkiye’de okul dncesi dénem ile birlikte hayat bilgisi, sosyal bilgiler, gérsel sanatlar, mizik,
Turkge, tarih, cografya, Tirk dili ve edebiyati gibi cogu dersin 6gretim programlarinda yer alan kazanimlarin
kiltlrel miras egitimine yonelik sanal miizelerde ¢esitli 6gretim uygulamalari gergeklestirilmesi i¢in uygun oldugu
soylenebilir (Bulbil, 2016; Cengelci, 2012; Deveci, 2009; Yesilbursa, 2011). Bu arastirma kapsaminda yer alan
Anadolu Universitesi Karakter ve Deger Egitimi Uzaktan Ogretim Tezsiz Yiiksek Lisans Programi’nda 6grenim
goren farkl alanlarda gorev yapan 6gretmenler, kiltiirel mirasla iligkili bir kazanim kapsaminda sanal miize gezisi

uygulamasina yonelik planlama, uygulama ve degerlendirme olmak (izere (i¢ bélimden olusan sanal mize gezisi
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uygulama plani hazirlamiglardir. Ogretmenler kendi aile (yelerinin katihmi ile meslek yasamlarinda
yararlanacaklari kultirel miras egitimine yonelik bir sanal mize gezisi uygulamasi gerceklestirmistir.
Ogretmenlerin sanal miize gezisine katilan aile tiyeleri arasinda anne, baba, kardes, yegen ve cocuklari vardir.
Boylece 6gretmenlerin; sanal miize gezisi uygulamasinin kiltirel miras egitimindeki yerine, ailelerin kiltirel
miras egitiminde yararlanilacak kaynak olmalarina, kiltiirel miras egitiminde aile katilimi etkinliklerinin gocuklarla
birlikte yetiskinlere sagladigi katkilara iliskin fikir edinmeleri ve deneyim kazanmalari saglanmistir. Aileler kiltirel
miras egitimine yonelik sanal mize gezisi uygulamasina katilarak cesitli bilgiler edinmis olup kdltiirel mirasin

onemine iligkin farkindalik kazanmiglardir.

Bu arastirma ile 6gretmenlerin ve ailelerin kiiltiirel miras egitimi kapsaminda gergeklestirilen sanal muze gezisi
uygulamasina yonelik gorisleri ve deneyimleri ortaya konulmustur. Arastirmada 6gretmenlerin sanal mize gezisi
uygulama deneyimleri sunuldugu icin arastirmanin sanal miize gezisi uygulamasi yapacak 6gretmenler igin yol
gosterici olacag distiniimektedir. Alan yazinda kdltiirel miras egitimine aile katilimi saglanmasi ve aile katilimi
ile sanal mizelerden yararlanarak gergeklestirilen kiltiirel miras egitimine ydnelik herhangi bir arastirmaya
rastlanmamistir. Bu bakimindan arastirmanin alan yazina katki getirmesi ve bu konuda arastirma yapacaklara

kaynaklik etmesi umulmaktadir.
Arastirmanin Amaci

Arastirmada kiltirel miras egitimine yonelik gerceklestirilen sanal miize gezisi uygulamasina iliskin
O0gretmenlerin ve ailelerin gorusleri ile deneyimlerini belirlemek amaglanmigtir. Bu amag dogrultusunda

YONTEM

Bu bollimde arastirma deseni, katilimcilar, veri toplama araglari, verilerin analizi, inandiricilik ve etik agiklanmistir.
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Arastirma Deseni

Arastirma nitel arastirma desenlerinden biri olan fenomenoloji desenine gore tasarlanmistir. Fenomenoloji
arastirmasi, bireylerin somut bir bicimde deneyimledigi konularda gergeklestirilebilmektedir. Fenomenoloji
arastirmasinda odaklanilan konu ile ilgili arastirmaya katilan biitiin bireylerin ortak deneyimlerinin ne ifade ettigi
ortaya konularak bu deneyiminin nasil olustugunu anlamak ve agiklamak amaglanmaktadir (Giler, Halicioglu ve
Tasgin, 2015). Fenomenoloji arastirmasi, betimleyici fenomenoloji ve yorumlayici fenomenoji olarak iki farkli
bicimde ele alinmaktadir. Betimleyici fenomenolojide amag bireylerin arastirilan konuya yonelik deneyimlerini
betimlemektir (Ersoy, 2016). Bu arastirma kapsaminda yer alan 6gretmenler, aileleri ile birlikte sanal mize gezisi
gerceklestirerek sanal miize gezisi uygulamasina iliskin somut deneyimler edinmistir. Arastirma ile 6gretmenlerin
ve ailelerin sanal mize gezisi uygulamasi deneyimlerini anlamak, agiklamak ve betimlemek istendiginden

betimleyici fenomenoloji benimsenmistir.
Katilimcailar

Arastirmanin  katilimcilarinin  belirlenmesinde olgiit 6rnekleme teknigi kullaniimistir. Arastirmada amacgh
orneklem tirlerinden biri olan 6lglt 6rnekleme gore katiimcilarin belirlenmesiyle arastirmanin aktarilabilirligi
saglanmak istenmistir (Yildirnm ve Simsek, 2021, s.294). Olgiit 6rneklemede, belirli dlgiitleri saglayan bireyler
arastirmanin ¢alisma grubuna dahil edilmektedir. Bu kapsamda arastirmada katilimcilar, Anadolu Universitesi
Egitim Bilimleri Enstitiisii Karakter ve Deger Egitimi Uzaktan Ogretim Tezsiz Yiiksek Lisans Programi’nda égrenim
gdren 10 6gretmen ve bu 6gretmenlerin ailelerinden olusmustur. Karakter ve Deger Egitimi Uzaktan Ogretim
Tezsiz Yuksek Lisans Programi’'nda 6grenim gorenlerin meslek gruplari 6gretmen, hekim, asker, din gorevlisi,
saglk yoneticisi biciminde cesitlilik gostermektedir. Bu arastirmanin katilimcilarinin belirlenmesinde Karakter ve
Deger Egitimi Uzaktan Ogretim Tezsiz Yiiksek Lisans Programi’nda 6grenim gérenlerden mesleginin 6gretmenlik
olmasi &lgiitli temel alinmistir. Olgiit érnekleme fenomenoloji arastirmalarinda deneyim sahibi bireylerin
arastirmaya katilimi Olcttiini karsilamasi bakimindan da ozellikle tercih edilmektedir (Baltaci, 2018). Bu
bakimdan 6gretmenlerin sanal mize gezisi uygulamasini aile ile birlikte gerceklestirmis olma deneyiminin olmasi
arastirma olgltlerindendir. Arastirmaya katilan o6gretmenler ve aile Uyelerine yonelik bilgiler Tablo 1'de

gosterilmistir.

Arastirmaya katilan 6gretmenlerin dokuzu kadin biri erkektir. Arastirma katilimcisi olan 6gretmenlerin her biri
farkh alanda gorev yapmaktadir. Katiimci 6gretmenlerin alanlari; mizik 6gretmeni, Tlrkge 6gretmeni, sosyal
bilgiler 6gretmeni, tarih 6gretmeni, din kiltlrd ve ahlak bilgisi 6gretmeni, rehberlik ve psikolojik danismanlik
ogretmeni, dekoratif sanatlar 6gretmeni, sinif 6gretmeni, matematik 6gretmeni ve okul éncesi 6gretmenidir.
Ogretmenlerin sanal miize gezisi uygulamasi gerceklestirdigi aile Gyelerinin sayisi iki ile bes arasinda
degismektedir. Arastirma kapsaminda 6gretmenler tarafindan gerceklestirilen sanal miize gezisi uygulamasina
katilarak gorus belirten toplam aile liyesi sayisi 27°dir. Bulgular bélimiinde arastirmanin 6gretmen katilimcilari

01, 02 vb. biciminde, aile katilimcilari ise A1 aile liyesi (esi), A2 aile liyesi (annesi) vb. biciminde ifade edilmistir.
Veri Toplama Araglari

Arastirmada veriler, 6gretmenlere ve ailelere yonelik ayri ayri gelistirilen standartlastiriimis agik uglu sorulardan
olusan 6gretmen veri toplama formu ve aile veri toplama formu araciligiyla yazili olarak elde edilmistir. Patton
(2018, s.346) standartlastirilmis acik uglu sorulardan olusan veri toplama formunun arastirmaci kimligine sahip
olmayan kisilerin veri toplama siirecine katildig1 bir baska deyisle arastirmacinin katihmcilardan yizytze veri
toplama olanagi olmadigi durumlarda kullanilmasinin yararli oldugunu belirtiimektedir. Arastirma katilimcisi olan
ogretmenlerin hepsi farkli sehirlerde yasamaktadirlar. Bu nedenle arastirma verileri, standartlastiriimis agik uglu
sorulardan olusan veri toplama formu kullanilarak yazili olarak elde edilmistir. Arastirma kapsaminda sanal miize
gezisi uygulamasina yoénelik 6gretmenler c¢evrimici ortamda bilgilendirilmistir ve veri toplama formlari
O0gretmenlere gevrimici olarak gonderilmistir. Sanal miize gezisi uygulamasi tamamlandiktan sonra 6gretmenler,
kendi yazili gorislerini ve aile Uyelerinin yazili gorislerini ¢evrimici olarak arastirmaciya gondermislerdir.
Ogretmen ve aile veri toplama formlari iki bélimden olusmustur. Formlarin ilk bélimiinde sanal miize gezisi
uygulamasina iligkin bilgi verilmis, uygulamaya katilimin ve uygulama sonrasi yazili gériis belirtmenin génilluk
esasina dayandig ifade edilmistir. Arastirmaci tarafindan olusturulan standartlastirilmis agik uglu sorulardan
olusan veri toplama formlarina aile katihmi ve kiltlrel miras egitimi konu alanlarinda ¢alismalar gergeklestiren
iki uzmandan goris alinarak son bigimi verilmistir. Bu veri toplama formlarinda Patton (2018) tarafindan
vurgulandigi gibi konuya yonelik odakl sorular yer almistir. Aile veri toplama formunda (g soru, 6gretmen veri

toplama formunda ise bes soru gercevesinde katilimcilardan yazili bicimde veriler elde edilmistir.
Verilerin Analizi

Arastirmadan elde edilen veriler fenomenolojik veri analiz teknigi ile analiz edilmistir. Betimleyici fenomenolojide
veriler arastirmaya katilan bireylerin deneyimlerinden elde edilen temalarin betimlenmesi biciminde

kurgulanmaktadir (Ersoy, 2016). Fenomenolojik veri analizinde ilk olarak arastirma ile ilgili olan dnemli climleler
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belirlenir ve ilgisiz cimleler veri analizinden cikarilir. Onemli ciimleler ortak bicimde gruplandirilir ve bu cimlelere
dayali olarak olusturulan ifadelerden temalara ulasilir (Moustakas, 1994 aktaran Ersoy, 2016). Bu arastirma
verileri ilk olarak ayrintili bir bicimde incelenmis olup sanal miize gezisi uygulamasina yonelik deneyimlerle ilgili
onemli climleler belirlenmistir.

Hazirladigim etkinlige
ailemizdeki herkesin istekli katilmasi, cok keyifli, bilgi, sanat ve tecriibe dolu iki saat gegirmek benim
icin paha bicilemezdi. Daha bu etkinligi yaparken tim katiimcilar ‘Diger mizeleri de gezelim,

onlarin da etkinliklerini yapalim.” seklinde 6neriler sundular.”

Ogrencilerde goérsel hafiza olusturmaktadir. Sosyal bilgiler dgretmeni olarak derslerimde kullaniyordum. Bu sanal
mize uygulamasi sayesinde Ogrencilerimin yerine kendimi ve ¢ocugumu koyarak empati kurdum. Ailemle

beraber sanal mize gezisi keyifli bir deneyim oldu.” sézleriyle ifade etmistir.

“Bu tarz sanal gezintiler, bilgiye erisimi en hizli ve en ucuz sekilde saglamakta, toplumun tarihi
degerlerinin benimsenmesi ve surdirulebilir olmasi igin imkdn sunmaktadir. Farkh nedenlerle
gercek ziyaretin yapilamadigi mizelerin ve kentlerin, zamandan ve mekandan bagimsiz olarak
dijital ortamda gezilebilmesi, kentlerin kiltir miraslarini tanimak agisindan 6énemli bir ayricalik

oldugunu distnldyorum.”

Zeugma Mozaik Miizesi sanal gezisinde glinlimiiz sanat eserlerinin imkan ve olanaklarinin ¢ok fazla olmasina
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ragmen o zamanlardaki sanat eserlerinin cok daha detayli, ince dusinilmis sekilde ortaya konulmus olmasi
dikkatimi ¢ekti, beni hayrete diistirdd.” biciminde dile getirmistir. A8 (kardesi), sanal miize gezisinin dikkat gekici
oldugunu ve kendisini arastirma yapmaya tesvik ettigini “Gizel ve yararli bir etkinlikti. Kahve yapmayi ve igmeyi
¢ok severim. Bu nedenle mizede kahve kiltlriniin anlatildigi bolim dikkatimi g¢ekti. Kahve sogutucular,
degirmenler ve bunlarin neler oldugunu, kahvenin eskiden nasil hazirlanip sunuldugunu arastirdim.” bigciminde

dile getirmistir.

A6 aile Uyesi katilimcilarindan biri (esi) “Sanal gezinti, gezmis oldugumuz bu mizeyi tekrardan yerinde gezme
istegi uyandirdi. Kiltir turizminde yeni bir deneyimleme alani oldugunu disliniyorum.” sozleriyle
gergeklestirilen sanal gezinin kendisini miize gezisine tesvik ettigini dile getirmistir. Benzer bicimde A7 aile Uyesi
(oglu) “Anitkabir’i daha 6nce gérmemistim. Bu gezi orayi gorme istegimi artirdi.” sézleriyle sanal gezisinin mize

gezisine tesvik ettigini séylemistir.

A8 aile lyesi (anne) “Sanal geziler, daha 6nceden gidemedigimiz bircok muizeyi gormemize imkan sagliyor. Bu
tarz gezilerin milli birlik ve beraberlik duygusunu gii¢lendirecegini ve glinlimiizii daha bilingli yorumlamamiz
saglayacagini dusinmekteyim.” sozleriyle sanal miize gezilerinin milli birlik ve beraberlik duygularinin

gliclenmesini saglayacagini ifade etmistir.

(anne), etkinlikte ilk kez gordgi eserler oldugunu ve etkinligin yeni bilgiler edinmesini sagladigini “Cok giizel bir
etkinlikti. Etkinlik yeni seyler 6grenmemi saglad. ilk defa gdérdiigiim eserler vardi. Bunlarin neler oldugunu ne ise

yaradigini konustuk.” biciminde ifade etmistir. Bir diger A8 aile Uiyesi (kardesi), sanal mize gezisinin kiltire iliskin
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bilgi edinmesini sagladigini “Etkinlik kendi kulturimid daha iyi bilmemi ve tanimami sagladi.” bigiminde dile
getirmistir. A6 aile Uyelerin biri de (esi) “Ogretici ve keyifli bir etkinlik oldu. Gezinti siiresince eserler ve
koleksiyonlar hakkinda bilgi sahibi oldum.” soézleriyle sanal mize uygulamasiyla cesitli bilgiler edindigini

soylemistir.

A6 aile Giyesinin (oglu) sanal miize gezisinde heyecanlandigina, bilgi edindigine, evdeki esyalarla miizedeki eserleri
karsilastirdigina, kiiltiirel mirasi korumanin dnemini fark ettigine yonelik gorusi soyledir:
“Cok heyecanlandim. Gordigum eserler ¢ok farkliydi. Annem el sanatlari 6gretmeni oldugu icin o
eserlerin benzerlerinden evimizde de vardi, onlarla karsilastirdim. Orada gérdigim dokuma
salonundaki kilimin dokuma teknigini ben de biliyorum. Gegmiste yapilan eserler hakkinda bilgi
sahibi oldum. Hepsinde ayri bir emek var. Kultarimizi, kaltirel mirasimizi korumamiz gerektigini

anladim. Miizeyi ¢cok sevdim.”

Al aile Gyelerinden biri (esi) sanal miize gezisi ile gecmis ve ginimuizi karsilastirdigini, gesitli bilgiler edindigini
soyle ifade etmistir: “Mozaik sanat eserleri hakkinda birgok bilgi edindim. Ayrica mozaiklerin lizerine islenmis
mitolojik varlklari ve olaylari 6grendim. Mizede bulunan eserler vasitasiyla o giinlere ait yasanti ve kultir
hakkinda birgok bilgiye sahip oldum.” A3 aile lyesi (kizt) benzer bicimde oyuncak mizesindeki oyuncaklarla kendi
oyuncaklarini karsilastirdigini ve ailece birlikte etkinlik yaptigi icin mutlu oldugunu su soézlerle agiklamistir:
“Annemle, babamla, ablamla mizeyi izlemek beni mutlu etti. Oyuncaklarin ¢gogu benimkine benzemiyor ama

buradaki bazi oyuncak tabaklar benim oyuncaklarima benziyor.”

A7 aile lyesi (oglu), sanal gezi sirasinda duygulandigini, Turk askeriyle gurur duydugunu ve empati kurdugunu
“Etkinlik esnasinda 6zellikle Anitkabir’deki Canakkale Savasi’yla ilgili bolimde ¢ok duygulandim. Kendimi oradaki
askerlerin yerine koydum. Gezi Tirk askerinin ne kadar yardimsever, vicdanh ve fedakar oldugunu gérmemi
sagladi. Bunlardan gurur duydum.” sozleriyle dile getirmistir. Benzer bigimde A5 aile iyelerinden biri (kiz kardes),
sanal miize gezisi sirasinda heyecanlandigini, gesitli bilgiler edindigini ve empati kurdugunu soyle ifade etmistir:
“Sanal mize etkinligi sayesinde Turkiye’de bircok mizeyi gitmeden kendi bilgisayarimdan
gezebilecegimi 6grendim. Etkinlik sirasinda baslarda ¢ok heyecandim, sanal mize farkl bir deneyim
oldu. Oldukca gercekeiydi, kendimi mizeyi geziyor gibi hissettim. Gezdigimiz Ankara Etnografya
Miuzesi'nde ise eski donemlerde yasayan Anadolu insanlarinin yasayis bicimlerini, kiyafetlerini
kullandigi esyalarini gériince o donemler hakkinda bilgi sahibi oldum. Din ve bugiin arasinda
baglantilar kurup, hayatimizdaki degisimi daha somut bir sekilde kavrayabildim. O donemi anlatan
eserleri incelerken kendimi o donemde yasiyor gibi o insanlarin yerine koyup diisiindiim, sanal

mize deneyimi daha da anlam kazand:.”

“Muzedeki degerli eserleri gériince tarihimizin, kiiltlir mirasimizin ne kadar zengin oldugunu bir kez
daha anladim. Eski insanlarin kullandigi egyalar gérmek beni ¢ocukluguma gétiirdi. Pekmez,
tereyagi, yogurt koydugumuz toprak kaplari hatirladim. Duygulandim. Anilari aileme anlattim. Tim

ailemle birlikte oturup etkinlik yapmaktan ¢ok mutlu oldum, glizel ve verimli vakit gegirdim.”

Benzer bicimde A8 aile Uyesi (anne) sanal mize gezisi ile gegmis anilarini hatirladigini “Bu etkinlik beni eski
glinlere goturdd. Bizim de evimizde el dokumasi halimiz vardi. Kendim de kilim dokumustum, o giinler gbziimde
canlandi. Eski kiyafetlerin yer aldig1 bolumdeki kiyafetlerden birine benzer bir kiyafet anneannemde vardi bana
anneannemi hatirlatti, onlari konustuk, hiiziinlendim ama mutlu oldum. Cok giizel bir etkinlikti.” s6zleriyle ifade

etmistir.

A4 aile lyesi (oglu) “Daha 6nce hakkinda ¢ok sey okudugum Gobekli Tepe’yi sanal olarak gezme firsati bulmamiz
giizeldi. Ozellikle aile bireylerinin katilimiyla gezmemiz iletisim kurmamuzi, aile ici iletisimi, etkilesimi artirdi. Bagka
muzeleri de bu sekilde ailece incelemek ve sanal gezmek igin planlar yaptik.” sézleriyle sanal miize uygulamasinin

aile ici iletisimi ve etkilesimi sagladigini, ailece baska sanal miize gezileri yapmayi planladiklarini ifade etmistir.

A9 aile lyesi (kizi) “Etkinlikte en fazla merak duygum 6n planda idi. Clinki sosyal bilgiler dersinde Hitit ve Frigleri
o6grendim. Sanal miize gezisi esnasinda bu bilgilerimi pekistirdim.” sosyal bilgiler dersinde o6grendiklerini

pekistirdigini dile getirmistir.

A5 aile liyesi (erkek kardesi), sosyal bilgiler 6gretmeni oldugunu ve Ankara Etnografya Mizesi'ni ilk defa gezdigini,
kendi alaniyla iliskilendirme yaparak bu miizede derslerinde gesitli etkinlikler diizenleyebilecegini fark ettigini
soyle ifade etmistir:
“Sosyal bilgiler 6gretmeniyim. Ablamin sanal miize etkinligine katilim sagladim. Sanal mize gezisini
ogrencilerim ile daha 6nce yapmistim. Ancak Ankara Etnografya Muizesi’ni bu etkinlik sayesinde ilk
kez gezdim ve bu kadar detayli inceleme firsati buldum. Kaltiirimaze ait halk giysileri, 6zel glinlerde
kullanilan kiyafetler, el isciligi Grlnlerini detayli incelerken 6grencilerim icin sosyal bilgiler
dersindeki Kultir ve Miras 6grenme alanina yonelik gesitli egitsel etkinlikler yapabilecegimi fark

ettim.”

A8 aile Uyesi (kardesi) 6gretmenlik bolimiinde okudugunu, meslek yasamina basladiginda sanal mize gezisi ve
aile katihmina yoénelik etkinlikler gerceklestirmek istedigini “Ben de 6gretmenlik béliminde okuyorum. Derste
sanal mize etkinliklerine yer verilmesi dersin daha dikkat ¢ekici olmasini sagliyor ve 6grencileri arastirmaya tesvik
ediyor. Bunu deneyimleyerek 6grendim. ilerde ben de bu tiir sanal miize ve aile katilimi etkinlikleri ile derslerimi

zenginlestirecegim.” sozleriyle dile getirmistir.

Bir diger Al aile
Uyesi (esi) tim mizelerin sanal erisime agilmasina ve sanal mizelerin yayginlastiriimasina yonelik 6nerisini “Bu
sanal mize uygulamalarinin tim miizeler genelinde agilmasini 6neririm. Egitim, 6gretim ve sosyal yasantilarda

da bu tdr etkinliklerin yaygin yapiimasini tavsiye ederim.” bigciminde sunmustur.
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Sanal Miize Gezisi Uygulamalarina Yénelik Oneriler

A1l aile Gyelerinden biri (yegen), sanal mize gezisine yonelik uygulamalardan kdy okullarinda yaygin bir bicimde
yararlaniimasina yonelik &nerisini “Ozellikle egitimde de kullaniimasi gerekir. Kéy okullarinda, firsat bulamayan
ogrencilere ve 6gretmenlere tavsiye ederim.” sozleriyle ifade etmistir. A4 aile liyelerinden biri (esi), sosyal bilgiler
ve tarih derslerinde sanal mize kullaniminin etkili 6gretim saglayacagini dusindigiini ve 6zellikle bu derslerde
yaygin bicimde kullaniimasina yénelik énerisini su sézleriyle ifade etmistir: “Ozellikle tarih ve sosyal bilgiler
derslerinin sanal muzeleri kullanarak islenmesi 6nemli. Bilginin kalicilligi, etkili 6gretim ve 6grenci katilimi
acisindan bu derslerde sanal mize etkinlikleri son derece etkili olacaktir.” A8 aile Giyesi (kardesi) 6grencilerin ve
velilerin katildigi cevrimigi bir etkinlik ile sanal miize gezisi yapilmasina yénelik énerisini “Ogretmenin online
olarak diizenleyecegi siniftaki bitiin 6grencilerin ve 6grenci ailelerinin katilacagi sanal mize gezileri yapilabilir.

Birlikte eserler incelenip tizerinde tartisilip konusulabilir.” biciminde dile getirmistir.

TARTISMA ve SONUC

Arastirmada, kiltrel miras egitimine yonelik gerceklestirilen sanal miize gezisi uygulamasina iliskin 6gretmenler
ile ailelerin gorusleri ve deneyimlerinin ortaya konulmasi amacglanmistir. Arastirma sonucunda 6gretmenlerin
somut ve somut olmayan kiltlirel miras 6gelerini icinde barindiran, kendi alanlari ile iligkili ve aile Gyeleri ile
kendilerinin ilgi duyduklari ¢esitli sanal mizelere yonelik aile katilimiyla gezi uygulamasi gergeklestirdigi ortaya
cikmistir. Ayrica arastirmada 6gretmenlerin gindemle yer alan ve milli kiltlirt yansitan 6geleri iceren sanal

mizelerde gezi uygulamasi yaptigi sonucu elde edilmistir.

Kulturel mirasin korunmasi ve gelecek nesillere aktarilabilmesi konusunda biling, sorumluluk ve farkindalik
olusmasi igin kaltiirel miras egitiminin planh bir bigimde gerceklestirilmesi 6nemlidir (Cengelci, 2012). Kalturel
miras egitimine yonelik gerceklestirilen sanal mize gezisi uygulamalari igin plan ve hazirlhk yapilmasi,
uygulamanin etkili bicimde amacina ulasmasini saglamaktadir (Aladag, Akkaya ve Senséz, 2014, s.202). Bu
arastirmaya katilan 6gretmenler, kiltirel miras egitimine yonelik gergeklestirilen sanal miize gezisi igin gesitli
hazirliklar yaparak sanal mize gezisi uygulama plani hazirlamistir ve sanal miize gezisini planh bir bicimde
gerceklestirmistir. Arastirmada 6gretmenlerin uygulama sirecinde ilk olarak aileleri bilgilendirdikleri, aile
yonergesi ve mize eser karti olusturduklari sonucuna ulasiimistir. Arastirma sonucunda 6gretmenlerin sanal
mize gezisi uygulamasini; mize brosirlerini inceleme, sanal miize gezisini video ile destekleme, gezi sirasinda
aile Uyelerinin dikkatini ¢ceken eserleri not almasi, mizedeki eserlerle glinimiizdeki esyalari karsilastirma,
mizedeki eserlere yonelik sorular sorma, seramik esyalar olusturma, mizedeki eserlere yonelik arastirma

yaptirma ve ailelerden uygulama sonunda yazili goriis alma bigiminde gergeklestirdigi ortaya ¢cikmistir.

Arastirmada 6gretmenlerin sanal miize gezisi uygulamasinin ¢ocuklar ve yetiskin aile Uyeleri icin ogretici, ilgili
cekici ve eglenceli olduguna yonelik goris bildirdigi sonucuna ulasilmistir. Arastirmanin bu sonucu, alan yazinda
sanal mizelerde gergeklestirilen uygulamalarin katilimcilar icin ilgi ¢ekici, egitici ve eglenceli oldugu sonucunu

ortaya koyan arastirma sonuglariyla ortismektedir (Ulusoy, 2010; Karatas vd., 2016; Kaya ve Okumus, 2018).
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Sanal muzeler 6grencilerin 6grenmelerini pekistirmek amaciyla egitimde etkili bir arag olarak kullaniimaktadir
(Franceschi ve Alvarez, 2021, s.464). Benzer olarak bu arastirmaya katilan aile tiyelerinden biri de sanal miize
gezisi uygulamasiyla derslerinde 6grendigi bilgileri pekistirdigini ifade etmistir. Nitekim sanal mizeler etkili
Ogretim igin uygun 6grenme ortamlari saglamaktadir (Punako, 2018). Arastirmaya katilan 6gretmenlerden
bazilarinin sanal mize gezisine dayali uygulamalarin kiltirel mirasa yonelik gorsel ve isitsel olarak 6grenme
sagladigi, kalici 6grenmeyi destekledigi gorisiinde oldugu ortaya ¢ikmistir. Arastirmanin bu sonucu, Sungur ve
Bilbul (2019) tarafindan gercgeklestirilen sanal mize ile gergeklestirilen etkinliklerin gorsel 6grenmeye katki
sagladigina iliskin arastirma sonucu ile &rtiismektedir. Ayrica Caliskan, Onal ve Yazic (2016) tarafindan
gerceklestirilen arastirmaya katilan 6gretmen adaylari da sanal miizelerin 6grenmenin kalici olmasini sagladigini
ifade etmistir. Buradan hareketle kiiltirel miras egitimine yonelik sanal mize ile gergeklestirilen uygulamalarin

etkili 6gretim saglayacagi ifade edilebilir.

Sanal miize uygulamalari, bireylerin zaman ve mekandan bagimsiz bir bigimde miizelere erisimine olanak
saglamaktadir (Eguz, 2020, s.194). Bu arastirma katilimcisi olan aileler de benzer bicimde gorus belirtmislerdir.
Arastirmada, aile lyelerinden bazilarinin sanal miizelerin kolay erisilebilir ve ekonomik olduguna yoénelik gorus
belirttigi sonucu elde edilmistir. Benzer bigimde ilhan, Tokmak ve Aktas (2021) ve Caliskan, Onal ve Yazici (2016)
tarafindan gergeklestirilen arastirmalara katilan 6gretmen adaylari da sanal mizelerin ekonomik ve zaman olarak

bagimsizlik sundugunu ifade etmistir.

Arastirmaya katilan 6gretmenlerden bazilari sanal mizelere yonelik farkindalik kazandiklarini ve sanal mizeleri
yetiskinlere tanitmanin 6nemini fark ettiklerini belirtmislerdir. Arastirma katilimcisi olan 6gretmenler arasinda
daha 6nce sanal mize gezisi gergeklestiren 6gretmenler olmakla birlikte ilk kez sanal mize gezisi uygulamasi
gerceklestiren 6gretmenler de vardir. Arastirmanin bu sonucuile alan yazinda yer alan Karatas, Yilmaz, Kapanoglu
ve Mericelli (2016) tarafindan gerceklestirilen arastirmadaki “6gretmenlerin sanal muzelere yénelik farkindalik
diizeylerinin distk oldugu” sonucu, kiiltirel miras egitiminde dnemli bir yere sahip olan sanal miizelerin

O0gretmenlere tanitiimasinin énemli bir gereklilik oldugunu ortaya koymaktadir.

Sanal miizenin en énemli katkilarindan biri, cografi konumlardan dolayi gidilemeyecek mizelere erisim olanagi
saglamasidir (Schweibenz, 1998). Bu arastirmadaki 6gretmen ve aile lyesi katilimcilarindan bazilarinin da benzer
goriste oldugu ortaya cikmistir. Bu katihmcilar derslerinde o6grencilerinin aileleri ile sanal mize gezisi
yapmalarini, gidemeyecekleri yerleri gorerek ailece kaliteli zaman gegirmelerini istediklerini ifade etmistir.
Arastirmanin bu bulgusu, 6gretmenlerin aile katilimi ile sanal mize gergeklestirilmesi etkinliklerine yonelik
farkindalik kazanmasinin aileler ile kiltiirel mirasa yénelik uygulamalar gerceklestirmeleri igin tesvik edici oldugu

biciminde yorumlanabilir.

Arastirmaya katilan 6gretmenlerin, bu arastirma kapsaminda sanal miize gezisine yonelik plan yapmayi ve
uygulamayi 6grendikleri sonucu elde edilmistir. Alan yazinda 6gretmen adaylarina yonelik sanal mize etkinlik
plani olusturulmasi ve bu planlarin incelenmesi amaciyla gercgeklestirilen bir arastirmada da benzer sonug elde

edilmistir (Arabacioglu ve Okulu, 2021). Buradan hareketle 6gretmenlere yonelik gerceklestirilen gerek hizmet igi
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egitimler gerekse arastirmalarda 6gretmenler tarafindan etkinlik 6rnekleri planlanmasina ve uygulanmasina yer

verilmesinin 6gretmenlerin mesleki gelisimine katkilar saglayacagi sdylenebilir.

Arastirmada 6gretmenlerin sanal miize gezisi uygulamasinin kiltlrel mirasin zenginligine, aile katihmi ve kiiltirel
miras egitimi uygulamalarinin 6nemine iliskin farkindaliklar olusmasini sagladigi ortaya c¢ikmistir.
Ogretmenlerden bazilari, sanal miize gezisi gerceklestirmek icin arastirma yaptiklarini ve bu arastirmalarla birlikte
kaltiirel mirasin zenginligini fark ettiklerini ifade etmistir. Bu arastirma sonuglari, 6gretmenlerin uygulama
yapmasina dayanan ¢alismalarin mesleki gelisim ile birlikte 6gretmenlere kisisel gelisim i¢in de cesitli kazanimlar

edinmelerini saglayacagi biciminde yorumlanabilir.

Arastirmada aile katilimi ile gerceklestirilen sanal mize gezisi uygulamalarinin ailelere gesitli kazanimlar sagladigi
ortaya ¢ikmistir. Alan yazinda yer alan arastirmalarda da benzer bicimde aile katilimina yonelik gergeklestirilen
uygulamalarin aile Gyelerine gesitli kazanimlari oldugu sonucuna varilmistir (Zigler, Pfannenstiel ve Seitz, 2008;
Altan, 2019; Tlre ve Deveci, 2021). Arastirmada 6gretmen ve aile gorislerine dayali olarak aile Gyelerinin sanal
muize gezisi uygulamasi ile mizelerin kolay ulasilabilir oldugunu 6grendigi ve aile liyelerinde sanal miizelere iliskin
farkindalik olustugu sonucu elde edilmistir. Bununla birlikte arastirmada 6gretmen ve aile Uyesi katilimcilar
tarafindan sanal mize gezisi uygulamasinin aile Gyelerinin; kiltlrel mirasin zenginligi, kilttrel mirasin korunmasi
ve gelecek nesillere aktarilmasi konusunda bilinglenmelerine katki sagladigi vurgulanmistir. Ayrica arastirmada
yetiskin aile Uyelerinin klltlirel miras egitimine yonelik gerceklestirilen sanal miize gezisi uygulamasinda kendi
anilarini, bilgilerini ve deneyimlerini paylastigl sonucu elde edilmistir. Arastirmanin bu sonucu, kiltirel miras
egitiminde ailelerden kaynak olarak yararlanilabileceginin gostergesidir. Kiiltlirel mirasin gelecek nesillere
aktarilmasinda yetiskinlere 6nemli gérevler dismektedir (Glnes ve Alag6z, 2018). Nitekim sanal miizeler, yasam
boyu 6grenme amaciyla da kullanilabilmektedir (Aladag, Akkaya ve Sensoz, 2014). Bu dogrultuda sanal muze
gezilerinin yetiskin bireylere yonelik yaygin bicimde gerceklestirilmesi ile kiltlirel mirasin tanitilmasi, korunmasi

ve gelecek nesillere aktarilmasina yonelik yararlari olacagi sdylenebilir.

Alan yazinda kiiltirel miras egitiminin bireylerin sahip olduklari kiiltiirel mirasi tanimasiyla birlikte tarihiyle gurur
duymasi ve geg¢misine saygl duymasini saglayacagl biciminde katkilari oldugu belirtilmektedir (The American
Folklife Center, 2022). Benzer olarak bu arastirmada kultirel miras egitimine yonelik gerceklestirilen sanal mize
gezisine katilan aile tyelerinin bazilarinda tarihin 6nemine iliskin farkindalik olustugu, tarihiyle gurur duydugu,
gecmiste yasayan insanlarla empati kurdugu yoniinde goris belirttigi ortaya ¢ikmistir. Aileler sanal miizelerin
tarihe ve kultire iliskin bilgiler sunarak kaltlirel mirasi tanitma islevine sahip oldugunu ifade etmislerdir. Aile
Uyeleri sanal mizelerle yapilan etkinliklerin milli birlik ve beraberlik duygusunun gliclenmesini saglayacagini
belirtmistir. Ayrica aile Uyelerinden bazilari sanal mizelerin kltlirel degerlerin benimsenmesi ve siirdirulebilir
olmasini destekledigini belirtmistir. Bu gorisler dogrultusunda kultirel miras egitiminde sanal muzelerden
yararlaniimasinin kultlirel miras ve kiltirel degerlerin korunmasi, bunlara yoénelik farkindalik olusmasi
bakimindan yetiskin bireylere de katkilar getirecegi sdylenebilir. Ayrica arastirmaya katilan 6gretmenlerden

birinin meslegiyle iliskili olmasina karsin kendi ¢ocuklarina yeterince kiiltiirel miras bilinci kazandiramadigi ve
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sanal miize gezinin bu bakimdan oldukga yararli oldugu goérusiinde olmasi arastirmanin dikkat gekici
sonuglarindan biridir. Arastirmanin  bu sonucu 6gretmenlerin aileleri ile birlikte gergeklestirecekleri

uygulamalarin kendi gocuklarina da gesitli kazanimlar sagladigini géstermektedir.

KaltGrel mirasa yonelik gerceklestirilen uygulamalar, 6grencilerin aileleri ile iletisim ve paylasim icinde olmasini
saglamaktadir (The American Folklife Center, 2022). Arastirmaya katilan aileler ve 6gretmenlerin ¢ogu, sanal
muize gezisi uygulamasinin aile ile birlikte kaliteli zaman gegirilmesini sagladigini vurgulamistir. Ayrica bazi aile
Uyeleri ve 6gretmenler, aile katilimli sanal mize gezisinin ailelerin 6grencilerle ilgilenmesini sagladigi, aile igi
iletisimi ve etkilesimi arttirdigi yoninde goris belirtmistir. Benzer bicimde alan yazinda bu sonuglari destekleyen
Sheridan vd. (2019) tarafindan gergeklestirilen ¢alismada da aile katiliminin aile-6grenci arasindaki iliskisel
sireclere olumlu yansidigi sonucuna ulasilmistir. Ayrica rehberlik ve psikolojik danismanlk 6gretmeni olan
arastirma katilimcilarindan biri, aile katilimi etkinliklerinin aile ici iletisime firsatlar sunduguna, bu etkinliklerin
rehberlik ve psikolojik danisma programlarinda uygulanabilecegine vurgu yapmistir. Bu dogrultuda aile katilimi

ile gercgeklestirilen etkinliklerin Sinif ve Okul Rehberlik Programi kazanimlarina hizmet edecegi séylenebilir.

Alan yazinda sanal miize gezisi ve sosyal bilgiler dersinin yakindan iliskili oldugu vurgulanmaktadir (Aktas, Yilmaz
ve ibrahimoglu, 2020). Arastirma katiimcisi olan égretmenler ve aile liyeleri arasinda yer alan sosyal bilgiler
o6gretmenleri, sosyal bilgiler dersi ile sanal mizeleri iliskilendirmis olup sanal miizelerden yararlanarak sosyal
bilgiler dersinde uygulama gerceklestirmenin 6nemine vurgu yapmistir. Ayrica bu 6gretmenler derslerinde
kiltiirel miras egitimine yonelik aile katilimli sanal miize gezisi gerceklestirmek istediklerini ifade etmislerdir.
Ambusaidi ve Al-Rabaani (2019) tarafindan gerceklestirilen arastirmada sosyal bilgiler dersinde sanal miizelerin
kullaniminin 8. sinif 6grencilerin akademik basarilarina ve arkeolojiye yonelik tutumlarini olumlu yonde etkiledigi
sonucuna ulasiimistir. Bununla birlikte Sidekli ve Karaca (2013, s.35) tarafindan gergeklestirilen calismaya katilan
sosyal bilgiler 6gretmen adaylar da kiiltiirel miras 6gelerini yaratici etkinlikler olusturarak etkili 6gretim
gerceklestirilebilecegini belirtmistir. Bu dogrultuda sosyal bilgiler dersinde kdiltiirel miras egitiminde sanal

mizelerden yararlanmanin dersin etkili 6gretimine ve 6grenci basarisina katki saglayacagi séylenebilir.

Tarih 6gretmeni olan arastirma katilimcilarindan bir 6gretmen ile bu 6gretmenin esi, tarih dersinde sanal miize
kullaniminin 6grenciler igin yararl olacagi yoniinde gorus belirtmistir. Benzer bicimde Okolo vd. (2011) tarafindan
gerceklestirilen arastirmada sanal miize kullaniminin 8. sinif 6grencilerinin tarih dersi ile ilgili 6grenmeleri
Uizerinde olumlu etkileri oldugu sonucuna ulasiimistir. Bununla birlikte Caliskan, Onal ve Yazici (2016)'nin
arastirmasina katilan 6gretmen adaylarinin sanal mizelerin bireylerin tarihe ilgili duymasini ve gegcmise yonelik
empati kurmasini sagladig gérisiinde olduklari ortaya ¢ikmistir. Bu arastirmada da benzer olarak 6gretmenlerin
ve ailelerin sanal miize gezisi sirasinda empati kurdugu sonucu elde edilmistir. Buradan hareketle 6zellikle tarihsel

empatiyi gelistirmeye yonelik sanal mize gezilerinden etkili bir bicimde yararlanilabilecegi soylenebilir.

Sanal miizelerde gercgeklestirilen uygulamalarda aktif 6grenme yontem ve tekniklerinin kullanilmasi dnemlidir
(Aktas, Yilmaz ve ibrahimoglu, 2020, s.1298). Arastirma sonucunda bazi dgretmenlerin sanal miize gezilerinde

katihmcilarin aktif katihmini saglamaya yonelik etkinlikler gergeklestirmesini énerdigi sonucuna ulasiimistir.
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Bununla birlikte 6gretmenler, sanal mize gezisi uygulamasindan sonra tiim katilimcilarin gérislerinin alinarak
degerlendirme yapilmasinin yararli oldugunu ifade edip sanal mize gezisi sonunda katilimcilarin géruslerinin

alinmasini 6nermislerdir.

Ogrencilerin kiltiirel mirasa iliskin duyarhlik kazanmalari ve bu mirasi gelecek nesillere aktarma konusunda
sorumluluk hissetmeleri icin ¢esitli derslerde kilttrel miras egitimine yer verilmesi énemlidir (Cengelci, 2012,
5.200). Arastirmada 6gretmenlerin bazilari, kiiltiirel miras egitimine yonelik gergeklestirilen sanal miize gezisinin
etkili 6gretim sagladigini belirtilip tim derslerde uygulanmasina iliskin 6neri sundugu sonucu elde edilmistir.
Arastirmaya katilan 6gretmenlerin ¢ogu, sanal mize gezisi icin 6n hazirhgin ve uygulama plani yapmanin énemli
oldugunu vurgulamis olup sanal mize gezisinin uygulama plani dahilinde gergeklestirilmesini 6nermislerdir.
Ogretmenler sanal miize gezisi yapilacak miizenin uygulama &ncesi ayrintili incelenmesi ve eserlere iliskin bilgi

edinilmesinin 6nemli oldugunu ifade etmislerdir.

Fedotova vd., (2021) tarafindan sanal mizelerin kullaniminin 6zellikle gencglere kiiltirel mirasi tanitmak
bakimindan oldukga yararl oldugu belirtmistir. Benzer bicimde bazi aile Uyeleri 6zellikle genclere sanal mizelerin
tanitilmasi ve sanal mizelere yonelik gezilerin gengler arasinda yayginlastiriimasina yénelik ¢alismalar yapiimasini

onermistir.

Arastirmaya katilan aile Gyelerinden bazilari sanal mizelerin kéy okullarinda yaygin bir bicimde kullanilmasini
Onermistir. Arastirmaya katilan bir aile Gyesi, aileler ve 6grencilerin birlikte katilim sagladigi ¢cevrim ici derslerle
sanal muze gezisi uygulamalarinin yapilmasi énerisini sunmustur. Bununla birlikte bagka bir aile liyesi sosyal
bilgiler ve tarih derslerinde sanal mizelerin kullaniminin etkili 6gretim saglayacagini belirtip bu derslerde sanal
mizelerin yaygin bicimde kullanilmasini 6nermistir. Bu sonuclar Aladag, Akkaya ve Senstéz (2014)'Un
arastirmasina katilan sosyal bilgiler 6gretmenlerinin sanal mizelerin yayginlastiriimasina iliskin 6nerisiyle
ortusmektedir. Bununla birlikte aile UGyelerinin bazilar, sanal mizelerin yakin gevreye tavsiye edilmesini

onerirken bir aile Gyesi bakanlik tarafindan sanal miizelerin yer aldigi web sitesinin tanitiimasini 6nermistir.

ilhan, Tokmak ve Aktas (2021) tarafindan sanal miizelere rehber olanagi saglanmasiyla etkili bir sanal miize gezisi
gerceklestirilebilecegi belirtilmistir. Aladag, Akkaya ve Sens6z (2014) tarafindan gercgeklestirilen arastirmaya
katilan 6gretmenlerin sanal miizelerde sanal rehber eksikliginin sorun oldugunu belirttigi sonucu elde edilmistir.
Benzer bicimde bu arastirma katilimcisi olan aile liyelerinden bazilari sanal miizelerin iyilestirilmesine yonelik
rehber seslendirmesi eklenmesini dnermistir. Ayrica arastirma sonucunda 6gretmenlerin ve ailelerin eserlere ait
yazilarin okunabilir olmasinin saglanmasina yonelik 6neriler sundugu ortaya ¢ikmistir. Bu sonuglar dogrultusunda
sanal mizelerin yer aldigi web sitelerinde yapilacak iyilestirmelerin sanal mize gezilerinin etkili bir bicimde

gerceklestiriimesine katki saglayacagi soylenebilir.
